Application of new technologies in the logistics market of Kazakhstan: theory and practice

Abstract. The article provides an overview of effective innovation tools in the field of logistics. One
of the main means of sustainable logistics development is innovation. In the process of digital logistics
formation, innovative technologies become the backbone for the industry to reach a new level. Logistics
innovations include services, technologies, and changes that help speed up various processes. Thanks to
innovative tools, logistics companies can significantly increase their competitiveness and consolidate their
place in the market. Means of logistics innovation are the basis of its development. The article identifies
five types of innovative tools in logistics: basic logistics innovations, transport innovations, warehouse
innovations, IT innovations, innovations aimed at working with customers. In addition, the innovative
products of the logistics market are growing in the digital age. This phenomenon leads to major changes
in supply chains. Innovation is a tool that takes the processes of delivering goods from the starting point to
the end point to a new level, opens up the opportunity for enterprises to gain competitive advantages and
allows them to optimize the entire logistics cycle.

Effective tools and technologies for logistics innovations, such as robots, IoT, blockchain, were
considered within the digital economy. In order to determine their significance, examples were obtained
from the foreign experience of the innovative activity of the industry. In addition, the indicators of the world
ranking were obtained to consider the current state of logistics in Kazakhstan. The level of application of
new technologies in the domestic logistics market has been studied. Based on the conducted research,
it was suggested that the country’s logistics market is still in the development stage. There are a lot of
innovations in the global logistics market, and a small number of innovative enterprises can be observed
in the domestic one. These problems, in turn, can be considered as a key constraint in the development of
logistics.

Urbanization: demographic and social problems in
the northern regions of Kazakhstan

Abstract. To promote the harmonious development of urban and rural areas, Kazakhstan is improving
the approach to the development of “growth points” of regions, taking into account the principle of
“managed urbanization” and “people to infrastructure”. This approach makes it possible to overcome
the large differences between rural and urban development that are taking place in the context of the
urbanization trend, to develop agglomerations, large and medium-sized cities in the regions, to implement
production projects in promising and border areas. The purpose of the study is to study demographic
and social problems in the northern regions of Kazakhstan (Kostanay and North Kazakh regions (North
Kazakhstan region) with the identification of indicators affecting population decline. As a result of the
study, it was found that the decline in the population in the Northern Kazakh and Kostanay regions
is directly related to the decline in birth rates. The results of an empirical study showed a decrease in
birth rates with the departure of economically active groups in the regions to large cities, a relatively
low level of quality of social services compared to the city level. As a result, due to the decline in the
population in rural areas, social facilities (kindergartens, schools, health care institutions, etc.) are losing
their operational importance. Therefore, the article scientifically substantiated the need to create and invest
production facilities with stable employment of economically active groups to regulate demographic and
migration problems in the northern regions of Kazakhstan. Increasing the number of economically active
groups in regions and their rural territories can be an integrated approach to regulating demogrational,
infrastructural, and economic problems in the regions.

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Economic efficiency of organic wheat production

Abstract. The aim of the study is to determine the economic effect of organic wheat production
in comparison with traditional and No-till technologies, which predetermine a change in the
nature of consumer preferences in the food market. The article analyzes the advantages and
disadvantages of organic wheat in accordance with the cultivation technology (traditional, No
till).

In accordance with the purpose of the study, the following tasks were solved: the advantages of
organic products over products grown in the traditional way were formulated; a comparative
analysis of costs, yields and prices, profitability for growing traditional and organic spring
wheat was carried out, the experience of European organic farmers was analyzed; changes in
the composition of price and non-price factors of demand for organic agricultural products
were revealed farms, that is, despite the high price of organic wheat, there is a demand from
consumers who are ready to buy it.

It is concluded that it is necessary to maintain fair competition in the food market, as well as
the availability of information on certification requirements and the quality of organic products
to ensure equal access of producers to the market and environmental safety.

Introduction. Currently, organic agriculture is understood as a form of farming in which
there is a conscious minimization or complete rejection of the use of synthetic chemicals used
to optimize the growth of plants and living organisms, land cultivation, control of pests,
diseases and weeds, as well as genetic engineering, genetically modified organisms, obtaining
of ecologically safe for human nutrition agricultural products. On the other hand, compared to
traditional agriculture, the method of organic farming production improves soil quality, reduces
the rate of biodiversity loss, reduces the environmental impact of greenhouse gas emissions
and represents one of the viable alternatives. Organic products are an alternative to traditional
ones, which are essentially environmentally friendly products grown taking into account the
technological requirements of organic production, which is confirmed by the appropriate
labeling. It is a priori characterized by higher quality than traditional products, therefore, it is
logical that organic products should be more expensive than traditional ones. Nevertheless, there
are cases, especially in countries with a developed market for organic products, when the price
of organic products is lower than the traditional one, but only if the efficiency of this organic
technology is higher or there are significant subsidies for the production of organic products [1].

The main feature in determining the environmental characteristics of a product is its partial
or complete safety for the environment and human health. This is what forms the additional
consumer value of organic products in comparison with competitors” goods. According to the
World Health Organization (WHO), agriculture affects 75% of our health potential every day
through nutrition (50% of a proper and healthy diet and lifestyle, 25% of the environment) [2].
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Therefore, one of the most effective tools to solve the tasks set by the doctrine is to provide
the population with high-quality, safe and healthy products. Therefore, the development of the
organic agriculture market in Kazakhstan is an important government task. The development
of a culture of healthy eating of the population can positively affect the development of organic
production and promotion of organic products at the state level. If the consumer will be confident
in the quality of purchased products, including vegetable products that meet the standards of
organic production, which in world practice is guaranteed by a strict system of certification of
both products and production, then a large proportion of consumers will make a consumer
choice in favor of environmentally friendly products [3].

Material and methods of research. The material for the study served as scientific publications
of foreign and domestic scientists devoted to the economic problems of sustainable development
of agriculture and its new eco-innovative direction - organic (ecological, biological). Statistical
data, materials of international scientific conferences, current publications in the media were
used to study organic farming. Basic documents reflecting the position of the government of the
Republic of Kazakhstan in relation to organic production, served as laws, presidential messages,
state and sectoral programs, regulatory documents of the country. The study of the problems of
organic farming methods was conducted using general scientific methods and techniques, such
as scientific review and analysis, synthesis of the views and positions of the authors. Structural,
calculative-constructive and variant methods were used to justify the proportions between the
conventional and organic production.

Discussions and results. Organic agriculture is practiced in 181 countries of the world,
occupying 58 million hectares of agricultural land and 2.7 million agricultural producers.
According to the report of FIBL&IFOAM, from 2020 to 2022, the amount of land allocated for
these purposes in Kazakhstan decreased from 192 thousand hectares to 114,8 thousand hectares,
which means the country ranks 29 th in the world, table 1.

The main factor of reduction is logistics costs during export. The main factor of reduction is
the logistical costs of exporting. It is not always profitable for a farmer to sell his products even at
a markup of more than 40% to Europe, due to the fact that all this profit will be deposited in the
costs of logistics. This is where traders come to the rescue, but they buy below the market price,
which is not very good for the farmer. Today in Kazakhstan there are about 60 producers and 7
traders of organic products. In this case, only products that were produced in compliance with
the requirements of international or national standards, and which have a certificate obtained
from independent certification bodies can be considered organic. Products without a certificate
does not have the status of ‘organic” [4].
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While organic products are becoming more popular in the world, in the domestic market of
Kazakhstan the demand for organic products is not growing at the fastest rate. The reason for this
is the lack of clear criteria for accreditation, own processing and business interest. International
certificate issued to Kazakh farmers, who plan to export their products, is not recognized in
our country, and, in fact, it is not organic products. But after all, farmers do not always send all
products for export. Sometimes the demand is not the same, or the price does not suit, and then
again there is the question of recognition and lack of processing of organic products. Then the
farmer is forced to sell his products, grown according to all standards of organic production, as
conventional [5].

In Kazakhstan, according to data from a study of the domestic market, most of the areas
under the production of organic products are located in Kostanay, North Kazakhstan, Akmola
regions.

The main products are designed for export to the EU: wheat, oilcake, oilseeds and soybeans.

According to surveys of agricultural formations, the price premium for organic products,
or the so-called “organic premium”, on average ranges from 20% to 60%, compared with the
market value of traditional products. The exception is oilseed flax, for which the organic premium
exceeds 200% and is the main export crop for producers. For the crops under consideration,
the actual sizes of the organic premium according to the results of 2021 are taken. Below is a
comparative analysis of economic efficiency by crops, table 2 [6].

In order to grow organic wheat, an agricultural producer spends 3325 tenge per 1 centner
according to the standard, 3361 tenge according to No-till, while a traditional farmer spends
about 6225 tenge.

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In organic production, there is a reduction in the costs of excluding the use of synthetic
chemical fertilizers, instead of which organic producers use biofertilizers and biologics, in this
case, manufacturers had experience using the enzyme preparation Agroflorin based on a strain
of fungus and preparations based on Basillus subtilus. It is important to note that the choice of
drugs and fertilizers, organic producers should coordinate with the certifying company, as there
is a requirement for their mandatory certification, table 3.

Rejection of mineral fertilizers, herbicides and pesticides is accompanied by a decrease in
yields by 0.7 c/ha. To control weeds, farmers use various agronomic techniques, for example,
mulching, fallows, mechanical processing, which eventually affects the costs. At the same
time, organic farmers have costs associated with the involvement of additional labor, organic
certification and quality control of products [7].

According to the Union of Organic Producers, the total volume of organic wheat exports in
Kazakhstan in 2021-2022 decreased by 5 times compared to 2019.

Organic producers carry out laboratory analyses of products in the countries of the
European Union, as in Kazakhstan, according to them, there are no necessary laboratories with
international accreditation capable of doing the entire necessary range of analyses required for
organic products. For example, about 500 indicators are studied for the glyphosate group in the
EU, while in the laboratories of Kazakhstan no more than 10 [8].

Thus, the total direct costs for the production of organic wheat are 1% less in comparison
with the traditional wheat production technology, and as a result of a comparative analysis of
the production of organic wheat and traditional, it was revealed that the economic efficiency of
1 ha of organic wheat is 16%. This is achieved not at the expense of an organic premium, but
by improving the quality of products. For example, grain had the following quality indicators:
gluten -36; nature — 800; protein 18. According to the results of the survey of the heads of the
surveyed farms, they could not receive an organic premium, as they could not sell products for
export and sold them as traditional on the domestic market [9].

The reasons for the decline in exports may be different: lower demand in importing
countries, weak marketing, increased competition, etc. To identify these causes, a separate study
is required [10].

It is important to note that the demand for solid varieties of organic wheat remained
unchanged, with the export of which the organic premium varied from 20 to 50%. At the same
time, the level of profitability was higher compared to No-till and traditional wheat by 22.5% -
61%.
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Consider the situation of producers who are in a transition period from traditional to organic
production. As a rule, this period lasts from 1 to 3 years, depending on the history of the use
of chemical synthetic substances in the fields. During this period, the producer cannot sell his
products with an organic premium, since there is practically no market for transitional wheat,
so let’s assume that it will be sold as traditional without an organic premium. Despite this, the
economic efficiency of organic wheat remains 14-16% higher [11].

This analysis showed that even during the transition and/or with a decrease in yield, the
profit of an organic producer remains higher than the traditional one, since it does not make high
costs for mineral fertilizers and pesticides.

Conclusion. It was revealed that the profitability of growing all the upset crops using
organic technology is higher than with traditional technology:

- the profitability of organic wheat is 61% higher than the traditional one without taking into
account the organic premium;

- the profitability of organic wheat is 22.5% higher than No-till wheat with an organic
premium of 20% to 50%;

Thus, as the results of the study showed, the economic efficiency of organic production
is higher than traditional, due to the reduction of direct costs, as well as the organic premium
that can be obtained when exporting to international markets. Also, it should be noted that
organic producers have a strong opinion that the No-till technology necessarily includes the use
of chemical vapors in crop rotation and therefore this technology is incompatible with organic
production.

However, the experience of European organic farmers demonstrates the fallacy of this
opinion and requires study on the possibility of implementation in Kazakhstan.

The study also analyzed the transition period during which products are sold as traditional,
if there is no market for “transitional” products, and the situation of declining yields due to a
number of reasons. Even under these unfavorable circumstances, the organic producer suffers a
minimum of losses compared to the traditional one, since the maximum costs go to chemicals.

Therefore, organic production can be considered profitable/profitable, therefore, more cost-
effective. As soon as the domestic market of organic products begins to develop in the country,
it will be much easier, simpler and more profitable for producers to produce organic products
for their own market.

For the development of the organic industry in the Republic of Kazakhstan, it is necessary
to carry out a whole range of measures. The main task of the Government in the coming years
will be the process of harmonization of national standards with the standards of exporting
countries. One of the drivers of this process will be the accreditation of the Kazakh certification
body in the exporting country. This will reduce the cost of certification for our farmer, which
entails a reduction in the cost of Kazakh organic products, and consequently, an increase in its
competitiveness in the Western market. All these events will mark the beginning of the growth
of interest from the business side in the production of organic products.

Since the organic market in the country is not developed today, the possibility of entering
international markets should be considered, not forgetting to take into account the associated
costs. In conclusion, it should be noted that the organic form of production has an impact on
environmental and social factors, which may be the subject of further research.

Assessment of value orientations, social attitudes and life goals of students through a social
survey

Abstract. The article focuses on the young generation, because at a young age value orientations
are developed, in which the very essence of a person is revealed; a worldview is formed as a system of
generalized ideas about the world as a whole, the surrounding reality, other people, oneself and readiness
to be guided by it in activities; a conscious, generalized, summarized attitude to life is formed, allowing to
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come to the problem of the meaning of human life. The scientific article presents the results of the study to
determine the value orientations, social attitudes and life goals of student youth. In the course of the study
the peculiarities of youth were identified, the main factors that influence the formation and specificity of
values and orientations of the young generation were determined, as well as the motives for choosing a
profession, social attitudes and life goals of young people were identified. The study was conducted on
the basis of a sociological survey, in which young people of Zhambyl and Mangistau regions participated.
The survey was conducted by means of questionnaires, which were distributed among respondents in
conditions of personal contact. According to the results of processing the respondents’ questionnaires
recommendations were made, which will allow to choose a social position independently, to develop value
orientations, to form a conscious attitude to life.

Scientific basis for achievement of sustainable competitiveness
of a tourist destination

Abstract. The article examines the scientific basis for increasing the competitiveness of tourist regions
(destinations) of Uzbekistan by ensuring sustainable development. Production and consumption models
based on three principles of sustainable tourism development; “7M Concept” of competitiveness of a
tourism region; three-dimensional system of internal tourism are scientifically substantiated. 5 models
of the process of forming tourist flows in the tourism market of Uzbekistan from the point of view of
demand are proposed. A forecast has been developed for the types of tourism services the need for will
increase and decrease by 2030 in Uzbekistan. The macro information space of the country has been studied,
which consists of 1) formal macro information spaces, 2) partially formal macro information spaces and
3) informal macro information spaces. A methodology has been developed for classifying tourism zone
brands by regional scale, brand composition and logo shape, as well as a tourism region brand formula.
Five CIS countries were comparatively analyzed, combining the methodology of brand classification by
composition, the method of determining the quality of the offer in the slogan, the result of the regional
brand strategy and the rating of national brands to determine the competitiveness of the tourism brand of
Azerbaijan, Armenia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan.

Industrial injuries in agriculture

Abstract. Compliance with the requirements of labour protection, labour safety of workers in
agriculture ensures the preservation of life and health of the rural population, reducing the risk of serious
injury. At work, including in agriculture, industrial injuries threaten the health and even the life of the rural
population, up to premature death.
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The purpose is to consider the causes of industrial injuries of workers employed in agriculture, analyse
statistical data on accidents in agriculture, and make recommendations for its prevention.

The analysis of statistical data on industrial injuries and accidents in agriculture was carried out, a
comparative analysis of domestic and foreign experience with a literature review was carried out. Based
on the Content analysis, hazardous production factors leading to accidents and injuries in agriculture were
widely considered.

Thanks to the study, the causes of industrial injuries in agriculture and the factors leading to accidents
were identified, recommendations on measures for their prevention were given.

Based on foreign experience, studies of industrial injuries in agriculture are considered. Analysing the
indicators of occupational injuries for the corresponding period of time, we conclude about their dynamics
in economic activities, in various sectors of the economy and in the state as a whole.

Deversification of crop production as a factor of sustainable development of the agro-
industrial complex economy

Abstract. This article explores modern approaches to determining the features of crop production
diversification of the agro-industrial complex as a mechanism that affects the process of crop production,
which directly affects the efficiency of agricultural producers. The scientific study analyzes statistical
data on the main types of agricultural crops (crop production) of the agro-industrial complex, which,
according to the authors, make it possible to assess the current situation that contributes to the sustainable
development of crop production as one of the important sub-sectors of the agro-industrial complex. For
economic analysis, the dynamic changes of such indicators of monocultures in agriculture as the share of
wheat, oilseeds and fodder crops in the sown area of the republic from 1990 to 2023 and other statistical
data that allow us to assess the impact of certain factors on the sustainable development of agricultural
crop production have been studied. The profitability of agricultural crops of the Akmola region has been
determined, taking into account their agro-climatic zoning.

Currently, in the agro-industrial complex, the need for deversification in crop production is caused by
external factors such as digitalization, the introduction of lean technologies, as well as climatic conditions,
which affects the sustainability of the production process of agricultural producers. Taking into account
the peculiarities of crop production as a sub-branch of the agro-industrial complex, the authors identified
the reasons for the monoculture of wheat in Kazakhstan and the lack of diversification of crop production.

Abstract. In the context of geopolitical trends that change the practice of business, the
significance of the results of investment analysis increases. The goal of the work is to study
classical approaches to investment analysis of the issuer, taking into account current trends
in analytics, to identify the most relevant methods and test them, assessing their application
prospects. The scientific interest of this work is determined by the use of RSWA analysis when
conducting a literature review, substantiating the applicability of fundamental and technical
analysis methods from the perspective of the practice of CFA analytics, identifying the scientific
background on the need to develop ESG analysis tools. The methodological basis was the
methods of comparison and interpretation of statistical data, a critical review of studies, which
made it possible to assess the factors and justify the selection of recommended investment
analysis methods. The application of the stated methodology made it possible to develop applied
recommendations in analytics regarding the need to take into account certain limitations: the
difficulty of obtaining a real assessment of companies that maintain their exchange rate value
through market-making services, the rare reflection of goodwill by companies in accounting
and, as a result, in financial statements (distorts the value, and therefore and analysis results),
the influence of geopolitical factors cannot be quickly influenced and can produce the opposite
effect from the expected one. The significance of the research results is determined by the
possibility of further development of the investment analysis methodology, expanding research
in the direction of applying ESG analysis.

Introduction

Due to current geopolitical transformations, the trends in the global economy have changed
not only approaches in doing business and building intercompany relationships, but also pointed
to the need to revise methods and approaches to analyze this economy. In economic science
and business practice itself, there is a constant clarification and study of trends that determine
changes in the methodology of investment analysis and the tools used in it. The need to adjust
the goals of the analysis in accordance with the need to comply with GRI standards, sustainable
development goals, ESG principles, mission and strategy of the company dictate a review of
both macro and micro factors that determine the investment potential of the company and
region. According to current research, investment analysis is an important aspect of investment
management and is used by investors, analysts and financial professionals to identify and evaluate
potential investment opportunities, reduce risk and optimize investment returns. According to
its purpose, investment analysis is usually used when assessing the investment attractiveness of
certain companies’ securities. The most extensive and meaningful investment analysis is when
funding through an IPO. This is due to the fact that companies during this period provide fairly
detailed data on their activities. It was these factors that determined the choice of the object of
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the research are companies that placed their shares through an IPO. The subject of the research
are current methods and approaches used in investment analysis, justified both from the position
of scientific argumentation and applied demand among researchers and analysts. The goal of the
research is to study classical approaches to investment analysis of an issuer, taking into account
current trends in investment strategy. As part of this goal, there were stated such objectives as
assessing current research on the interpretation of the concept of investment analysis and its
methods, and basing on them selecting indicators that will be useful for predicting changes
in prices for investment assets, testing and applying the selected methods in the investment
analysis of selected companies, and development of recommendations for its improvement.

Research methodology

Research strategy and methods. As part of this scientific work, current publications were
studied as the results of a study of investment analysis and its methods, by collecting theoretical
approaches and interpretations in the field of investments, investment analysis and analysis
methods. To conduct a literature review, a special RSWA method was used, which allows us
to systematically approach this problem and obtain comparable conclusions. To carry out
the selection and development of recommendations on current and promising methods of
investment analysis, the systemic, structural, and dialectic methods were used. When testing
the recommended methods of analysis, data on the financial indicators of public companies
were collected and processed, to which statistical and mathematical methods were applied for a
certain time period.

Methods of critical
analysis, comparison and interpretation of the data obtained, based on the methods of deduction
and genesis, made it possible to identify factors and solve the problems.

Primary data is collected using the following methods:

1) Conducting research on scientific and business publications on world and domestic
scientific works, collecting financial indicators of companies.

2) Content analysis of regulatory instructions, governing procedures, methods and content
of investment analysis in financial organizations.

In accordance with the set objectives, the stages of the study were built, which include literature
review and RSWA analysis of its findings, selection of indicators applicable in predicting changes
in prices for investment assets, testing and application of the selected methods using the example
of the research object and development of recommendations for its improvement.

Literature review

The term “investment analysis” refers to the process of making informed investment
decisions based on the assessment of investment opportunities and careful analysis of various
factors [1]. As a rule, investment analysis falls into the category of applied methods of analysis
and from this position is perceived as a combination of quantitative and qualitative methods,
including financial modelling, valuation methods, risk analysis and market research. Let us
conduct a comparative analysis of the definitions given by famous authors to the definition of
investment analysis.

We propose to use the methodology of critical applied analysis RSWA (Relevance/Strengths/
Weaknesses/Applicability), developed by Professor A.Adambekova as the basis for the research,
which allows for a comparative analysis using a unified methodology and linking the findings
with the author’s research [2].

In contrast to the definitions presented, the CFA considers any analysis of a company to be
the process of examining a company’s performance in the context of its industry and economic
environment in order to make a decision or make a recommendation. Analysts’ recommendations
are often related to the provision of capital, in particular whether to invest in a company’s debt
or equity securities and at what price. An equity investor evaluates a company’s ability to pay
dividends and the likelihood that its share price will rise [9].

When conducting investment analysis, various methodological tools are used depending on
its main purpose, who conducts the analysis and what its results are aimed at.

According to the CFA Institute’s guidelines, a company’s investment analysis can be
conducted on a variety of assets, from an equity assessment to subsidiaries performance
assessment. Any analysis of a company should consider: financial analysis and creditworthiness
analysis. In our case, we consider the analysis of the issuer conducted from the outside. This is
done by a credit institution or a bondholder in order to assess the investment effectiveness of the
decision when the company attracts external borrowings, or as an investor in order to invest in
equity securities of the company.

From the above definitions, it becomes clear that investment analysis is a complex and
multifaceted process that involves the evaluation of a wide range of factors in order to identify
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suitable investment opportunities. Ultimately, the goal of investment analysis is to identify investment
opportunities that are in line with the investor’s objectives and are most likely to generate the desired
returns through proper risk management.

It is important to note that the pros and cons of each method may vary depending on the
specific context and goals of investment analysis. In addition, many analysts use a combination
of methods to gain a broader view of a company’s success potential. Technical analysts get the
information they need to make decisions by analysing historical price movements while ignoring
fundamental variables [12]

In fundamental analysis, an investor examines the company’s financial and accounting
records and tries to determine the fair value of its securities. Investors who use this method
include Warren Buffett and Peter Lynch. [10]

Thus, fundamental analysis is one of the analytical methods aimed at predicting price
changes from the point of view of studying the political and economic situation in the world and
in the country, the economic situation and the general situation of the industry with a particular
issuer. Based on CFA research, analysts can use a top-down, bottom-up, or hybrid approach
to forecast income and expenses. Graham and Dodd (2000) noted: “However, many very large
organizations use a bottom-up approach to investing, and many individual investors with very
modest resources move from the top to bottom” [10]. The top-down analysis approach will
be carefully considered and used in our research work. Almost all foreign specialists use this
method, and sometimes a hybrid method.
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Results and discussion

Many stock market studies show that: about half of the volatility (variability) of investment
results can be explained by movements in the macroeconomic environment. In addition,
according to the results of a number of studies, an interesting conclusion was made - the
appearance of macroeconomic estimates for one country significantly affects the movement of
the indices of a number of other countries. Traditionally, the largest signalling effect for investors
is provided by the US market, which receives standardized information with a certain frequency
and accumulates a large statistical base.

To determine the main indicators, consider a number of indicators proposed by various
authors and studies.

McLeavey, D. (2007) groups known indicators into 4 groups as follows:

- Monetary (monetary) indicators

- Production indicators

- Labor market indicators

- A group of trust indicators (mood, expectation) [13]

Altunbas, Y. et al. (2020) suggest in their work that in some cases only the economic cycle
and current fiscal and monetary policy should be taken into account [14]. Berger & other (1997)
divide the indicators into three groups depending on the duration of the impact on the market
value of securities. And according to the hierarchy of fundamental analysis in the research of
the CFA Institute, external factors affecting the growth of the industry include macroeconomic,
technological, demographic, government, and social factors. [15]

Summarizing the above and other studies and taking into account that the indicators in the
experiments are generally similar and repeatable, we obtain the following indicators for our
research work:

- Gross Domestic Product and Growth Rate (GDP)

- GNP and growth rates.

- Inflation indicators

- Period of the business cycle.

Thus, analysis of the state of the economy at the macro level includes how the economy has
performed in the past, how it is performing now, and how it is expected to perform in the future.
In this context, it is also important to know how different sectors of the economy will grow in
the future. According to the CFA Institute, industry and company analysis is a key step in the
process of evaluating companies and the securities they issue. In our analysis, we focus on how
a company uses industry and corporate information to predict future financial results and share
prices. [16]

An effective forecasting model must be based on a deep understanding of the company’s
business and historical performance. Thus, the analyst begins with an analysis of the company
and its environment — industry, key products, strategic position, management, competitors,
suppliers, and customers.

The fundamental approach of the theory of cyclical development is based on the fact that
companies in certain industries outperform other industries in the dynamics of the company’s
development at all stages of the economic cycle.

In fact, an important problem in the implementation of sectoral analysis is the lack of a
generally accepted classification of industries and the creation of sectoral indices (growth rates,
inflation, etc.) on its basis. The most popular classifications in the world, which, as a rule, are the
most popular in investment analysis:

- SIC (standard industry classification) - a system adopted in the United States, Canada,
Mexico (includes 20 major sectors of the economy);

- Classification of the investment company Morgan Stanley - Morgan Stanley Capital
International (MSCI), whichis used to create analytical studies of sectoral indices (the classification
includes 10 sectors of the economy, 23 industry groups, 59 industries and 123 sub-sectors);
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- Classification by Standard & Poor’s (S&P), the largest rating agency of countries and
companies;

- The Dow Jones classification and the global indices built on it (Dow Jones Global Indexes),
which are divided into 10 economic sectors, 18 market sectors, 40 industry groups and 70
subgroups [13].

After choosing a certain industry, it is necessary to focus on the stage of individual analysis
and selection of issuers. Most analysts usually use the following indicators, but in addition to
them, in a deeper analysis, there are used B

The need for sectoral analysis is dictated by two arguments. First, firms in every single
industry typically face the same levels of risk and the same rates of return. Second, average
stocks in growth industries tend to outperform stagnant industries. From the point of view
of the methodology of investment analysis, this allows taking into account a larger number of
existing identified factors to ensure greater efficiency of the management decision.

The study showed that modern practice of investment analysis uses two approaches of
Frank J. Fabozzi and David Brown, as well as the valuation model recommended by the CFA.
The figure below shows a visual representation of these alternative approaches.

The approach recommended by Fabozzi and Brown is based on several common factors.
First, there is an effect of the rate of return on the stock, as this rate becomes the discount rate.
Second, all valuation methods are affected by the expected growth rate of the variable used in
the valuation method, such as dividends, earnings, cash flow, or sales.

CFA studies use several major categories of assessment models. These include present value
models, which estimate value as the present value of expected future benefits, and multiplicative
models, which estimate intrinsic value based on a variety of key variables. The study will use the
models of these two directions. Focusing on each type of model separately, we will determine
the selection criteria.

Present value models or discounted cash flow models evaluate return on securities in the
form of cash to be distributed to shareholders (dividend discount models), or in the form of cash
flows that can be distributed to shareholders after the necessary expenses have been incurred
and working capital requirements have been met (Free Cash Flow to Equity (FCFE)). In the
framework of this study, we will consider the most common ones. The study showed that the
use of the Gordon model in investment analysis is dictated by the need to evaluate the infinite
sequence of expected dividends. Because of its constant growth assumption, the Gordon growth
model is ideal for valuing dividend-paying stocks that are relatively insensitive to the business
cycle and are mature (CFA Institute, 2020).

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Multistage growth models are often used to model the value of fast growing companies
(John B. Williams). The two-stage dividend discount model (DDM) assumes that at some point
the company will start paying dividends that grow at a constant rate, but until that point the
company pays dividends that grow at a faster rate than long-term dividends.

Asset-based valuation models estimate the fair value of common equity capital as the
estimated value of assets less the estimated value of liabilities and preferred shares. The
estimated market value of assets is often determined by adjusting the book value of assets and
liabilities. The theoretical basis of this approach is that the value of a business is equal to the sum
of business assets. Thus, asset-based valuation is best suited for companies that do not have a
high proportion of intangible or “off-balance sheet” assets and have a high proportion of current
assets and current liabilities.

When making an asset-based valuation, the analyst should consider the following important
facts:

- When using asset-based valuation methods, it is very difficult to analyze companies whose
assets do not have an active market that makes it easy to determine the market (fair) value.

- The fair value of assets and liabilities may differ materially from their carrying amounts.

- Certain assets that are “intangible” are carried at their carrying amount. Other intangible
assets such as goodwill may not be reported.

- In a hyperinflationary economy, it is more difficult to assess the value of assets (Serrano-
Cinca, Mar Molinero, Gallizo Larraz, 2002). At the same time, the influence of geopolitical factors
and global cataclysms can have an even greater impact, even than inflation.

The choice of model depends on the availability of the information used in the model, as
well as the analyst’s confidence in that information and the suitability of the model.

The work examines the algorithm for implementing the methodology of fundamental
analysis of issuers of securities, as well as the analyzes and main indicators carried out at each
stage. As we have noted, since fundamental analysis is a popular method among practicing
analysts, there are many styles of flexible application by researchers. This study will use two
valuation models presented in the CFA Institute guidelines. Some of the most successful and
largest IPOs on the Kazakhstan Stock Exchange are presented in the table below.

For the purposes of the study, we identified two companies, designated as K1 and K2 . We
will carry out further analysis at the level of issuers on the example of these two issuers. Let us
estimate the true intrinsic value of the issuer’s shares using the Gordon constant growth model,
which is popular among dividend discount models.

Gordon’s model shows that K1 stocks are only slightly undervalued, and there is reason to
conclude that they are relatively fairly priced. Judging by the amount of dividends paid last year
and the forecast, this opinion is confirmed.

The forecast for dividends per share for 2022 is 390,082 tenge. Given the rapid growth of
the company’s dividends in the last year and in the next few years, more multi-stage discount

models may appear.

The interpretation of the two-stage dividend discount model also confirms that the market
price of K1 shares is relatively fairly valued. According to Table 4, Gordon’s model for K2 shows
that the issuer’s shares are overvalued and have low investment attractiveness. This was caused
by a sharp decline in the volume of dividends paid last year. In 2022 was the lowest dividend
payout since the company’s IPO. The main reason for the company’s low value remains the
construction of a new water main. When using multiplicative models, market multipliers are
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used as derivative financial indicators. We study two issuers taken as an example, comparing
them with each other and with the industry average, putting them into a multiplier model.

If we study the main multipliers, we can conclude that K1 shares are relatively undervalued
and attractive for purchase in terms of P/E, P/S. And P/CF and EV/EBITDA make it possible to
draw a conclusion in favour of K2 only on the basis of last year ‘s data, albeit in the long term. P/B
indicates high growth potential for shares of both issuers. Compared to the industry average,
both companies show a good trend. Thus, an offer to purchase and own the issuer’s shares
would be justified.

Current cyclical trends demonstrate high elasticity depending on the phase of the cycle
in the economy as a whole and conditions in the geopolitical oil field. And, in conclusion, K1
shares today may become a more attractive and optimal choice for investors. However, not all
studies and indicators can be objective, and given the specifics of the stock market industry, the
share price may undergo various changes due to the influence of completely different additional
factors. Comprehensive and detailed studies will be required to make a decision and the level of
risk cannot be ruled out.

It can be concluded that the principles and methods of the fundamental analysis
methodology in the investment analysis of Kazakhstan issuers of securities, including issuers of
equity securities, are consistent and have practical value. The cyclical nature of the shares of the
Kazakh economy and the main large companies, including oil companies, selected for the study,
the relationship observed between them in recent years, the relationship between the results of
the analysis of the issuing company and the position of the issuer on the real stock market can
serve as the basis for such a conclusion. In addition, it must be taken into account that a long-
term and extensive review and additional research are needed to compile and justify a unified
and universal analysis methodology adapted to the Kazakh stock market.

Conclusion

Within the framework of this scientific work, classical approaches to the issuer’s investment
analysis were studied, taking into account such macroeconomic factors as GDP growth, interest
rates and their changes, the period of the business cycle. An in-depth RSWA analysis was
carried out, which made it possible to obtain conclusions that determined approaches to the
interpretation of investment analysis and identify four groups of methods. So, as a basis for
developing a methodology for investment analysis, an approach based on goal-setting analysis
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is recommended. The goal itself is to identify investment opportunities that match the investor’s
goals and are most likely to bring the desired return through proper risk management. The
key groups of investment analysis are fundamental, technical, quantitative, qualitative and
ESG analysis. Within the framework of this work, three methods are considered - fundamental,
technical, quantitative. The remaining two methods will be studied in subsequent studies,
since the key principle in conducting the study was the study of classical and at the same time
popular methods. The study showed that despite the significant scientific groundwork on
this issue, the main contribution to the systematization of approaches and the development
of recommendations for application is made by the CFA Institute, acting as a methodological
centre. In assessing the industry impact on the investment attractiveness or sensitivity of shares,
internationally recognized ratings such as MSCI, S&P, Dow Jones Global Indexes and others play
a significant role.

Within the framework of the tasks set, a critical review and selection of methods of analysis
was carried out and the approaches of Fabozzi and Brown were selected, as well as the cost
estimation model recommended by the CFA. When making an asset-based valuation, the analyst
must take into account some limitations: the difficulty of obtaining a real valuation of companies
that maintain their market value through market maker services (there is no active market
for them), rare reflection of goodwill by companies in accounting and, as a result, in financial
statements, the impact geopolitical factors are not amenable to rapid impact and may have the
opposite effect from the expected a. The selected methods of investment analysis were tested
on the evaluation of two companies. The results of fundamental, technical and quantitative
investment analysis showed that the degree of overvaluation or undervaluation of the shares of
these issuers is low and in the short-term forecasts expected. Current cyclical trends demonstrate
high elasticity depending on the phase of the cycle in the economy as a whole and the conditions
in the geopolitical field . This allows us to conclude that the tasks set within the framework of this
scientific work have been achieved. For the purposes of further research, the task is to study and
evaluate the application of ESG analysis in the general group of investment analysis methods.

Classification of success factors of youth entrepreneurship projects

Abstract. The government of countries, various international organizations pay great attention to the
development of youth entrepreneurship. The success of the development of youth initiatives in the field
of starting and implementing entrepreneurial activities depends on various reasons and factors. In the
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process of introduction of a business idea and creation of a new young company and its development, a
young entrepreneur is surrounded by people, companies of different spheres of activity and ownership
rights, financial and credit organizations, state bodies. In the article on the basis of studying the influence
of various factors on the positive result of entrepreneurial initiatives of young people and support of their
undertakings the qualification of factors is carried out in the following categories: young entrepreneur,
country government, business environment, business knowledge, universities and financial sector. The
paper applied a graphical method to analyze a number of interrelated factors or causes that influence the
success of the project. A review of researchers to determine the dependence of factors on each other in
different countries at different levels of development has been done. However, the important or relevant
factors depend on the sector of the economy in which the young entrepreneur wishes to start a business.
Common to all entrepreneurial projects is the knowledge that a young entrepreneur must possess.
Knowledge of the laws, business area, industry and the ability to apply project management tools and
techniques have a significant impact on success. Therefore, a separate group of «business knowledge» was
singled out, despite the fact that there are some knowledge points in the categories of «Young Entrepreneur»
and «Educational Organizations» as well.

Analysis of citizens’ participation in the management of
independent budget of local self-government

Abstract. Involvement of citizens in the budget management of local self-government remains
an open question due to the lack of a clear mechanism for their participation in this process,
but without which it is impossible to carry out reforms to decentralize public administration.
The purpose of this study is to identify the main problems and identify tools for involving
citizens in the process of self-government by the budget of rural territories.

The article presents the results of a sociological survey that allowed us to determine the degree
of citizens’ participation in the management of the budget of local self-government using two
main dimensions: the assessment of citizens’ involvement and the assessment of citizens’
participation in the management of the budget of the fourth level.

The novelty of the expected results consists in the development of recommendations to ensure
the flexibility of the mechanism of interaction between the state body and the population,
aimed at increasing the customer orientation of state bodies and stimulating the activities of
both public organizations and individual citizens. This is due to the fact that it is necessary
to eliminate formalism when holding meetings of heads of state bodies with the population,
business and public associations.

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Introduction

Kazakhstan has a four-level budget system, where the first level is the republican budget,
the second level is the regional budgets of cities of republican significance and the capital, the
third is the budgets of cities of regional significance and district budgets, and the fourth level of
the budget is the budget of the village, rural district and city of district significance.

Today, the enhancement of the status of local self-government bodies and the development
of civil society institutions is largely determined by the degree of accountability and openness
of the state body.

A strong system of local self-government should become the basis for citizens’ participation
inimproving the quality of life in their locality. It opens up new opportunities for the development
of regions, the reduction of dependent attitudes, the deep-rooted democratic transformations in
the country [1].
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However, in Kazakhstan practice, the reports of Akims on the work done and on the execution
of the budget are formal. The obvious reason is the fact that persons approved by Akim (mayor)
or his/her deputy are appointed to the local assembly of the community and public councils.
This negatively affects the level of involvement of citizens, especially in the discussion of the
local budget.

Therefore, it is important to assess the opinion of citizens regarding the provision of timely
and high-quality information on the activities, openness, transparency and accountability of
local self-government bodies. Openness promotes harmonious social changes and has a positive
effect on the level of trust of citizens in state bodies. Today, citizens want and can bear joint
responsibility for resolving issues related to elections to local self-government bodies, revenue
generation and the allocation of budget funds for the socio-economic development of the local
community.

Budget programs with public participation can directly affect the allocation of budget funds
and the credibility of those who participate, and those that are well distributed can also affect the
trust of the general population [2]. While the use of social media by local authorities has gained
relevance in recent years, crises are critical situations that reinforce the need to reach citizens to
disclose information, demonstrate government commitment and increase citizens’ readiness and
awareness of resources [3]. It is very important to assess the opinion of citizens regarding the
provision of high-quality information by the government in social networks and factors such as
transparency, trust, efficiency of state and local authorities and citizens’ participation in political
life [4]. To determine the involvement of citizens in the management of the budget of the fourth
level in local self-government, the method of a sociological survey was used.

Research questions. The main research questions of the article: 1. What degree of interest,
influence and power do citizens have when discussing the budget of local self-government in
Kazakhstan? 2. What measures are necessary to increase the activity of citizens in the management
of the budget of local self-government?

Literature Review
This scientific research is based on the achievements of foreign and domestic scientists

in the field of decentralization of public administration and the development of civil society.
These reforms are especially important for those countries that have undergone political
transformations.

Decentralization of local authorities through laws or decrees without taking into account the
requirements of local residents contradicts the principle of subsidiarity [5]. There is a relationship
between the efficiency of local resource allocation and the environmental sustainability of
municipalities [6]. The effectiveness of local authorities depends not only on the competence
of state managers, but also on the results of environmental variables. Negative variable factors
include tax revenues, transfers, public debt, political concentration and the level of turnout
of citizens. Positive variables include population density, the proportion of immigrants, the
unemployment rate, the disposable income of citizens and a political attribute [7]. In-kind
transfers provided by local authorities affect economic inequality. The distribution of in-kind
transfers to households and adjustment to account for differences in needs are based on the
spending model of local authorities. There is a difference between fixed and variable costs in
production, as well as mandatory components of program costs compared with discretionary
costs for various service sectors and target groups [8].

The leadership of local self-government can act as an institutional entrepreneur. Recent
studies of budgeting in the public sector have revealed the endogenization of budget rules as an
important element of institutional entrepreneurship [9]. The question is how effective budget
rules are to correct distorting financial results in local government [10]. The main priority in
planning the revenues and expenditures of the local government budget is the well-being of
local citizens, social support, health and education, as well as the creation of conditions for the
growth of the quality of life of the population.
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The impact of digital technologies on the effectiveness of local authorities, which help
accelerate the integration processes of public and private information systems in the provision
of public services, is comprehensively studied [11]. Organizational capacity is needed to explain
what local authorities need to succeed in their digital transformation, therefore, local authorities
should increase their organizational capacity to achieve digital transformation. The issues of
finding new ways of acting within the existing regulatory framework play an important role in
this [12]. Effective and efficient management of public resources is essential at all levels of public
administration.

Meanwhile, local authorities manage communication with citizens in pandemic-related
crisis situations in their social media profiles and will apply the communication strategy that
is most attractive [13]. Local self-government bodies should demonstrate effective and rational
management of financial resources and provision of public services. Good governance has a
direct impact on the quality of life and well-being of the population [14].

Research methods

To determine the involvement of citizens in the management of the budget of the fourth
level in local self-government, the method of a sociological survey was used. Using this method,
a survey was conducted among the population of rural districts of 14 districts and two cities of
regional significance of the Turkestan region from 18 years and older, permanently residing in
the territory of these cities and districts. Thanks to this method of research, the participation
of citizens in the management of an independent budget is assessed, as well as their desire to
participate in the planning process of local self-government.

When assessing the degree of involvement of citizens in the management of the budget
of the fourth level, a sociological survey was used to obtain primary information. To ensure
that suggestions and recommendations are taken into account when forming conclusions,
interviewing methods and conversations with mayors of cities of district significance, mayors
of rural districts, representatives of the Department of Economics, Finance and state assets were
used. The data collected during the interview and interviewing were used in the preparation of
information on the analysis of the state of independent budgets.

Results and discussion

The real development of local self-government can be judged by the degree of participation
of citizens in local self-government and their joint responsibility for the decisions taken. What is
the current situation regarding the participation of citizens in the management of the budget of
local self-government in Kazakhstan?

To identify the main problems and possible mechanisms for involving citizens in the
process of managing the independent budget of rural districts on the ground, we conducted a
sociological survey of the rural population. 259 rural residents from 14 districts and two cities of
regional significance of Turkestan region took part in the survey. This region is the most densely
populated territory, in which more than 50% of the population lives in rural districts.

The specific weight by age category was as follows: from 18 to 30 years —41.3% (107 people);
from 31 to 40 years - 22.0% (57 people); from 41 to 50 years -22.0% (57 people); from 51 and older
- 14.7% (38 people).

By 78.3% of respondents are specialists with diplomas of secondary specialized and higher
educational institutions, 11.6% of respondents have postgraduate education, and the remaining
10% of respondents have graduated only from secondary school.

The social structure of respondents, where 52.6% were civil servants and employees.
In second place — students, whose share was 30.1%, in third — employees 4.2%. Followed by
entrepreneurs (3.5%), self-employed (4.6%), unemployed (3.5%) and pensioners (1.5%).

In general, the analysis of the socio-demographic structure of respondents showed that
the survey was dominated by women by gender (63.3%); by age category — the majority of
respondents can be attributed to the able-bodied population, i.e. from 18 to 50 years or 85.3%; by
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education level - more than half of the participants have average and high qualifications (78.3%);
by social status — about 85% of respondents belong to the economically active population. As
can be seen, the majority of respondents have a sufficiently high human potential, which could
hypothetically be used by local self-government bodies to involve the local community in the
decision-making process to solve socio-economic problems. Is this really the case?

Assessment of the involvement of citizens in the management of the budget of local self-
government. The analysis of the sociological survey showed that 52 respondents or 20.1% are
members of the public council and 61 respondents or 23.6% of all respondents participated in
meetings. This indicates a low level of involvement of citizens in the decision-making process.

An analysis of questionnaires on the reasons why citizens did not participate in meetings
and gatherings of the local community showed that 37.1% of respondents did not know that they
had the right to participate; 22.8% of respondents were not informed about upcoming meetings
and 40.1% of respondents were not interested because they did not trust local self-government
bodies.

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As can be seen from Figure 2, meetings and gatherings of the local community on financing
socio-economic tasks for the development of the village are held monthly, which amounted to
19.7%, quarterly - 21.6%, semi-annually - 15.1%, once a year — 16.2%. It is worth noting that
27.4% of respondents indicated that local governments did not hold meetings at all. Although, in
accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, local authorities must meet with
citizens at their request and, if necessary, meetings outside the calendar.

Respondents who participated in local government meetings, to the question “In what form
did you participate in the discussion of the local budget?” The answers were as follows: 50.8%
participated by voting at meetings or gatherings of the local community, 24.6% of respondents -
through a mobile application, 11.4% - online voting using an electronic digital signature (EDS),
13.2% - a questionnaire on paper.

To the question “Does the mayor discuss budget planning with you to solve the socio-
economic problems of the village?” 47.5%respondents answered positively, and 52.5%
respondents answered negatively.

When discussing the budget of local self-government, 78.8% respondents did not make their
proposals on its distribution, and the opinion of 21.2% respondents was taken into account.

Assessment of citizens’ participation in the management of the LSG budget. The analysis
of the sociological survey on the satisfaction of the population in the discussion of the local
budget showed that 79 respondents (30.5%) are not satisfied, 25 respondents (9.7%) are partially
dissatisfied, 72 respondents (27.8%) are partially satisfied, 83 respondents (32.0%) are satisfied.

To the question “Do you think that citizens can and should participate in planning and using
the budget of your rural district?” the majority of respondents (71.4%) answered positively, and
6.2% of respondents - negatively, 22.4% of respondents could not answer this question.

The factors that negatively affect the effectiveness of the formation of a policy for the
management of the budget of local self-government include:

- untimely awareness or lack of information about upcoming meetings (56.4%);

- lack of sufficient powers of the Akim of the rural district (16.2%);

- lack of openness and transparency of Akim’s activities (14.3%);

- lack of relevant competencies and knowledge among civil servants (4.2%),

- bureaucracy and a formal approach to budget discussions (3.5%);

- low level of trust of citizens in the Akim of the rural district (5.4%).

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As shown in Figure 4, the majority of respondents prefer meetings in the format of a general
meeting and a gathering of the local community (42.1%). In second place — mobile application
(30.1%), in third place - local referendums (21.2%). Written surveys are in last place (6.6%).

According to the survey participants, the most effective form of assessing the effectiveness
of the village budget execution are quarterly reports of the Akim (44.0%), open publication of the
civil budget on the website of the village Akim (29.8%), monitoring of budget execution through
a mobile application (12.7%), sociological surveys of the population (6.9%) and public control
(6.6%). (figure 5)

As the survey results showed, citizens can and want to participate in the management of
the budget of the local community. 30.5% of respondents are dissatisfied with the degree of
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participation in the budget discussion. In their opinion, there are no specific mechanisms for
citizens’ participation today, which negatively affects the level of involvement in the management
of the local budget.

To solve these problems, an expert interview was conducted with the main stakeholders,
including 4 mayors of rural territories, the head of the Department of Economics and Finance
of the district management body, the head of the Department of Finance and state assets of the
regional management body, the deputy head of the state revenue management of the district
management body.

Experts noted the low level of self-sufficiency of the local budget (the share of own income
is 10-15%), which is caused by the high proportion of self-employed and unemployed in rural
areas. The problem of low self-sufficiency of the budget of the fourth level is the main factor of
low efficiency of the management of the budget of rural districts. On the other hand, akims of
rural districts have a limited set of tools to replenish the revenue side of the local budget.

In order to increase the revenues of the local budget, it is proposed, in addition to existing
taxes, to transfer to the local government a fee for the use of agricultural land plots and proceeds
from their sale. In this regard, it is necessary to conduct a full inventory of land plots in rural
districts to adjust the tax base.

According to experts, one of the main tasks that civil servants should face is not only to be
able to hear, but also to have effective communication skills. To talk to people, to be open, to give
information in the most accessible form through communication channels that are accessible and
interesting to people. Here it is necessary to explain in social networks and messengers what
is being done by local self-government bodies and for what, to encourage civic initiatives and
discuss the results of joint activities.

Conclusion

Let’s take a closer look at the main results of the study on the assessment of the level of
participation of citizens in the management of the budget of local self-government.

1)The analysis of the social and demographic structure showed that the active participants
of the survey are women (63.3%). More than half of the respondents have specialized secondary
and higher education. The majority of respondents are government or civil servants, and
entrepreneurs made up only 3.5%.

2) The analysis of the level of involvement of citizens in the management of the budget of
local self-government revealed that most of the respondents did not participate in the meetings
of the general assembly or local gatherings. In their opinion, the main reason is that they were
not informed about the upcoming meetings. Thus, 22.8% of respondents noted that they did not
have timely information, and 37.1% did not know that they were eligible to participate.

3) The main forms of citizens” participation in decision-making on issues of local self-
government are general meetings or local gatherings. At meetings, as a rule, akims prefer to
periodically speak to residents about the results of their activities, but do not discuss issues of
upcoming short- and medium-term plans for the socio-economic development of the territory.
Thus, 52.5% of respondents noted that akims do not discuss with them the planning and use of
budget funds. The accountability and openness of local authorities is formal.

4) As for the level of involvement of citizens, the activity of participants demonstrates the
willingness of residents to get involved in decision-making processes. Experts note that it is
worth developing civic engagement, raising awareness and people’s desire to participate in the
processes. Therefore, along with the acquisition of management rights, it is necessary to realize
that at the same time it imposes on people certain responsibilities and joint responsibility for the
results of a joint decision. In this regard, it is proposed to increase the political, economic and
financial literacy of the population.

Local self-government bodies should create a healthy basis for stimulating entrepreneurial
activity, be accountable and open to dialogue with citizens in order to improve the welfare and
quality of life of the population.

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Prospects of innovative integrated structures in the agricultural
sector of Kazakhstan

Abstract. The problem of restructuring the mechanism of enterprise management on an
innovative basis is brought to the fore. In order to meet the global challenges of our time,
economic entities need to form the best development strategies, improve the organizational
structure of production, and constantly introduce innovative forms of management. The
purpose of the study is to study the existing integrated innovation structures in the world,
and to assess the possibility of applying best practices in the agricultural sector of Kazakhstan.
The research method consists in applying analytical, statistical, systematic and integrated
approaches to the study of the integration of small business entities, individual entrepreneurs,
personal subsidiary farms; expanding and specifying scientific ideas about integration processes
in the context of the industry specifics of the agro-industrial complex. The results of the study
are to develop proposals for the integration of small agricultural producers into an integrated
structure representing collective ownership, where the owners are shareholders, and income is
distributed in accordance with the contribution made. Integration on an innovative basis makes
it possible to introduce new management mechanisms, achieve high work results in order to
quickly saturate the market with food.

Introduction

Currently, the problem of restructuring the mechanism of enterprise management on
innovative basis occupies an important place in the socio-economic policy of Kazakhstan. In
order to meet the global challenges of our time, the economic entities of the country need to form
appropriate development strategies, improve the organizational structure of production, and
constantly introduce innovative forms of management. The essence of the innovative activity of
any enterprise is the implementation of mechanisms aimed at improving the work of individual
and collective management entities of social and socio-technical systems of various levels,
contributing to the creation of favorable economic conditions. This is ensured by stimulating
the business activity of enterprises, unobtrusively instilling a corporate management culture,
expanding the circle of individual and institutional investors.

To do this, it is necessary to improve the economic mechanism of enterprise management by
building innovative forms of organizational structure. And here one of the ways to improve the
activities of economic entities is to create fundamentally new integrated structures that represent
a technological way of higher redistribution and create final products with added value. In our
case, we will talk about the integration of small, disparate economic entities in agriculture —
personal subsidiary farms (PSF), small agricultural producers (SACP), and peasant farms (PF).
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Although the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Agricultural cooperatives” dated October
29,2015 No. 372-V has been in force for several years, the problems of enlarging farms, increasing
their competitiveness and efficiency have not yet been solved [1].

The mass creation of agricultural cooperatives after the adoption of the aforementioned Law
did not significantly affect the innovative rise of the industry. These small farms are not covered
by the association in cooperatives, they produce artisanal agricultural products, the existing
cattle are mostly not breeding, outdated tools are used. For many types of food, imports remain
high, the Kazakh content of the domestic food market is insufficient. Therefore, the authors
propose to create an integrated structure that includes a production chain capable of generating
high added value.

This topic is relevant from the point of view of the fact that currently there are about 1.636,2
thousand in the agricultural sector of the country. PSF, which by the end of 2020 produced
products worth 2.6 trillion tenge. These farms employ more than 3.5 million rural residents, who
belong to the category of people with low income [2, 3].

The purpose of the study is to study the existing integrated innovation structures (IIS) in the
world and to assess the possibility of applying best practices in Kazakhstan to unite the above-
mentioned agricultural entities.

In order to achieve this goal, the following tasks are being solved: the variants of integrated
structures that exist in practice are considered; a brief analysis of the development of agriculture
in recent years is performed; a variant of vertical integration of agricultural enterprises is being
considered, contributing to the growth of the organizational, technological and economic level
of production in the industry.

The object of study is the current mechanism of management of economic entities in the
agricultural sector. By using analytical, statistical, systematic and integrated approaches in the
study of the essence of integrated structures, it is possible to choose the most suitable option
for combining small farms in the agricultural sector of Kazakhstan. These methods allow us to
reveal the features of management and determine the feasibility of integration of subjects. By
getting acquainted with the articles of foreign scientists and specialists, materials on the Internet,
the authors tried to develop a variant of a vertical integrated structure (VIS) on an innovative
basis in agriculture in Kazakhstan.

The working hypothesis of our research is the creation of IIS that implement the task of
increasing the competitiveness of agricultural enterprises, contributing to the formation of a new
sector of the rural economy — corporate, which will be based on innovative structures, the use of
property management mechanisms on a market basis.

Research methods

Theessence of theresearchis theapplication of analytical, statistical, systematicand integrated
approaches to the study of the integration of small business entities, individual entrepreneurs,
personal subsidiary farms; the expansion and specification of scientific ideas about integration
processes in the context of the industry specifics of the agro-industrial complex. This involves
revealing the genesis, features, socio-economic results of horizontal integration on an innovative
basis; substantiating the directions for further development of integration processes in the real
sector of the economy.

The main research question is: how correct are the theoretical calculations regarding the
integration of traditional economic entities, in particular personal subsidiary farms (PSF), into a
new organizational form such as a corporation, where collective ownership takes place and new
economic relations arise on the basis of property ownership and income/profit distribution? In
addition, the owners of the new combined structure, i.e. shareholders can work as employees
in any positions in this structure, receive wages for their work. There is a symbiosis of private
property in the form of collective ownership of property and joint management, which some
people may associate with the Soviet “collective farm” and cause contradictory associations.
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The choice of research methods and tools was carried out on the basis of the principle of
necessity and sufficiency to achieve the objectives of the study, ensuring the required depth and
detail of the study of the main aspects of the tasks, the reliability and reliability of the results
obtained. The research materials include statistical and analytical information of the Statistics
Committee of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Ministry of Agriculture, materials of the websites
of organizations for the production and processing of agricultural products. The materials were
processed using statistical data, sampling and grouping methods, and expert assessments. The
reliability of the information was achieved by comparing, studying alternative sources, data and
verification calculations.

Discussion

The current crisis of the economies of a number of countries caused by the covid epidemic
and then the sanctions war dictate the need to form well-thought-out development strategies
capable of withstanding tough competition and responding to the challenges of the external
environment in conditions where WTO rules and international agreements do not apply. In this
situation, we consider the mechanism of integration of certain business areas to be a key factor
in the development of business entities in order to be able to apply technological innovations
and thus strengthen the competitive positions of partners, achieve sustainable development of
the new structure.

The relevance of the study of the integration process lies in the justification of its applicability
to a particular industry, since the globalization of many business areas, as well as the acceleration
of the diffusion of innovations lead to the need for a constant search for new solutions and this
affects the economy of almost all countries.

For many years, globalization has been the driving force of integration processes, which has
contributed to the formation of world-famous corporate structures. Integration is related to how
different divisions of the company coordinate their activities [4].

The COVID pandemic and the sanctions war have destroyed many trade and economic ties
between the countries. National governments and national entrepreneurs must take a fresh look
at the economy in order to create a new generation of production. In this regard, we find the idea
of vertical integration of companies interesting, i.e. the unification of previously autonomous
producers connected by successive stages of production of the final product from crop cultivation
to the production of finished products.

Before talking about the possibility of creating an IIS in Kazakhstan, it should be remembered
that in a number of post-Soviet countries, corporate companies appeared after the collapse of the
USSR in the form of holdings, financial and industrial groups (FIG). As you know, privatization
and denationalization of property took place in different ways in post-Soviet countries, in
Kazakhstan on this basis, a large business emerged, the share of which is about two-thirds [5].
For example, in the Russian Federation, the corporate economy accounts for 60% of GDP [6].
The share of large capital in Kazakhstan is approximately 45%, 50 largest private companies are
included in the list forbes.kz [7, 8].

The total revenue of the top 50 in 2019 amounted to 3.42 trillion tenge, in 2020 - 5.04 trillion
tenge in Kazakhstan, large capital mainly belongs to foreigners, the raw materials sector is
occupied by them by 90% sometimes. For these reasons, there are no truly national companies in
Kazakhstan, there is no real capitalization in companies.

Exports account for more than 36% of GDP, and taking into account infrastructure and
service industries, this is more than half, that is, the economy of Kazakhstan produces mainly
what the country does not consume [9].

The share of imports is more than a quarter — 27% of GDP, and taking into account trade and
everything else — also about half, that is, the country consumes mostly what it does not produce.

At the beginning of 2022, Kazakhstan’s trade turnover in 2022 collected 18.2 billion US
dollars, which is 52.5% more than due to a similar interim last year (12.0 billion US dollars).
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Kazakhstan’s trade balance has improved. Exports from Kazakhstan in January-February 2022
increased by 71.4%, and also collected 12.1 billion US dollars.

Itis known that large integrated structures, through the introduction of innovations, are able
to regulate profits in intermediate production chains, reduce transaction costs along the entire
product line, increase the range and efficiency of manufacturing final goods. Vertical integration
eliminates any monopoly on the price of the intermediate product. As can be seen from figure 1,
there are several approaches to motivate the formation of IIS.

The increase in exports is justified by an increase in the supply of crude oil, ferroalloys,
uranium, zinc, etc. Imports to Kazakhstan in January-February 2022 increased by 25.1% and
collected 6.1 billion US dollars. An increase in imports is guaranteed for the result of the import
of similar products, as well as: grain, car bodies, ECM, ores, as well as copper concentrates,
pharmaceuticals packaged for retail sale, telephone devices, etc.

Particular attention should be paid to the trade in energy resources. Kazakhstan lives at
the expense of rent, and not by creating efficient industries, the export of oil, gas, metals creates
state income. At the same time, the profit from the export of raw materials is either wasted or
works for the outflow of capital abroad. The best option is when investments fall into the same
raw materials sector.

If we take the period from the noughties for analysis, we can clearly see that the growth of
industrial production almost all the time lagged behind the growth of GDP, which indicates the
technical backwardness of the main industries and the conservative nature of industrial relations
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[10]. At the same time, the volume of investments in fixed assets outstripped the growth of GDP
and industrial output, which confirms the extensive nature of production and the low efficiency
of capital investments.

Capital investment can be a determining factor in whether the economy is showing healthy
growth rates or anemic growth rates. [11].

There are several reasons for this situation. Today, the organizational and innovative culture
of entrepreneurship in Kazakhstan is not high enough. The weak trends in improving the quality
of economic growth so far indicate the ineffectiveness of the current reform mechanism and the
need to form a new model for the development of companies. Therefore, the formation of the
structure of enterprises on an innovative basis seems extremely expedient.

The analysis of the works of scientists and specialists shows that in building a scheme of
vertical integration of enterprises, a large market power is important for companies operating in
adjacent links of the production chain. The main reason for vertical integration is the elimination
of the possibility of obtaining a “double margin” and achieving social efficiency, as well as the
natural desire of economic entities to reduce costs [12, 13].

A good example of vertical integration is known in the literature, when a company includes
several production units characterized by a high level of concentration of managerial, economic
and financial resources. Such a corporation structure allows us to rationally distribute investment
flows between different types of activities and achieve high development indicators. The main
emphasis is on obtaining an economic effect, which represents the amount of winnings for both
sellers and buyers [14, 15].

Then it will be possible to delve into the essence of the study, where different approaches
will be applied to research methods.

Results

Vertical integration is about improving and strengthening control over various aspects of
your business [15].

The creation of vertical integrated structures canhaveboth positive effects for the region where
the partner enterprises are located and negative consequences. The advantages were described
above, and in our opinion, the formation of a monopoly structure and the establishment of high
barriers to entry into the market should be attributed to undesirable consequences. Another
negative aspect of a vertically integrated association may be the loss of interest in finding the
most profitable orders, customers, partners, as well as suppliers of raw materials, semi-finished
products, which gradually reduces the efficiency of activities. Figure 2 reflects the result of the
analysis of negative consequences, potential reserves, opportunities and threats for the effective
functioning of vertical structures of innovative type.

Of course, vertically integrated companies have a lot of advantages, but at the same time,
they are able to generate negative effects as they exist, which are shown in the figure. Such a lack
of integrated structures as the restriction of any competition, the ability to control the market
of specific products, dictate prices to suppliers of raw materials and establish a monopoly
for consumers is of great concern. In our opinion, before proposing the creation of an IIS, it is
advisable to make a preliminary assessment of the effectiveness of integration [14, 16].
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To do this, all costs should be divided into constant (FC) and variable (VC). FC is a constant
that does not depend on the volume of output. The sales volume function is calculated using the
formula:

R= ft (QP) (1)
where:

Q - the volume of production in the physical dimension;

P — the price of the product.

The total cost function is determined by the formula:

TC=1 (Q )

The totality of the above functions is something other than the production function of
determining costs and results, a simplified model of the enterprise’s functioning system. The
possibility of its use in the analysis of the integration of individual stages of production is shown
in the graph shown in figure 3.

Let us illustrate the formulas given by the example of cotton fiber production for 2010-2022
(Table 1).
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As you can see, the area of losses lies at the point in 2010, when the volume of production
fell, which means that costs increased (-630 million tenge). The decline in profits is recorded
in years when the production of cotton fiber decreases, or prices fall. This was the case in 2015
during the period of a strong drop in world prices for mineral and fuel and energy resources,
and this trend continued over the next 2-3 years.

We also observe a drop in production volumes, an increase in costs and a slight decrease
in prices in the post-pandemic period in 2021, the profit amounted to only 9 million tenge. This
point can be called the break-even point, where the curves TC and T4 intersect. At the point of
2021, the sales volume R (66,963 million tenge) is almost equal to the total cost function f (Q)
(66,954 million tenge), the total cost of the vehicle (686 tenge per 1 ton) practically coincides with
the price P (686.1 tenge), there is a minimum profit of 9 million tenge. In general, a decrease in
production volumes below 92-97 thousand tons leads to losses or a significant decrease in profits.

The intersection point of the sales function R and total costs TC is the break-even area up
to the point T,. The profit zone and the loss zone are separated by the point T, Q,. Usually, an
increase in production volume, i.e. supply, is accompanied by a slight decrease in price, but total
revenue initially increases, but when Q, volume is reached, revenue begins to fall.

Let’s say that a peasant or farm has attached several private PSE, they are suppliers of
an intermediate product. In this situation, the volume of production of finished products is
growing, and marginal, primarily variable costs will decrease. The effect is to increase sales and
reduce overall costs. At the same time, the quality and assortment of goods may improve, new
technological stages of processing agricultural products may appear.

The sequence of steps for the organization of an integrated innovation structure (IIS) is a
Business Formation Strategy, which can be considered below in figure 4.

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It should be noted that when creating an integrated structure, most often the fixed costs
of FC increase somewhat due to the joining of partners - the manufacturer (supplier) of the
intermediate product. In any case, the integration effect should be calculated, it is recommended
to clearly determine the costs for each conversion and the total income depending on the market
price of the final products. Ultimately, all experts agree on one thing: the effectiveness of vertical
integration is to increase the quality, assortment and production volumes, reduce costs and prices
of the final product. Both the consumer and the producer win, because their profits are growing.

The production of any product is a sequence of links in the technological chain. Such a
chain may include the extraction of raw materials, its primary processing, transportation to the
place of deep processing, the stage of manufacture of the final product, as well as appropriate
packaging, storage conditions, wholesale and retail sales, after-sales service, etc.

If we take modern agriculture in Kazakhstan, in most cases there is a traditional chain:
harvesting, sorting, packaging, processing, transportation of finished products to the consumer.
A firm that performs functions on all or several links of this chain is considered vertically
integrated. In industrialized countries, such a company is usually controlled by a common
owner. At the same time, each division produces its own product or service that meets the most
refined tastes of consumers [13, 14].

With regard to the agricultural sector, two options for vertical integration can be proposed.
The first type is “backward” integration, when a business expands by moving “backward” (or
“down”) along the technological chain. For example, a cotton processing plant buys a peasant
farm that grows cotton in order to have its own raw material base.

Another type of vertical integrated structure is integration “forward” (or in another way -
“up”). In this case, there is an expansion of production due to the addition of several stages of
production to the technological chain, mainly due to the subsequent stages of processing the
product and/ or its sale. As an example of this kind of integration, it is possible to name the
acquisition of yarn manufacturing enterprises, weaving production and tailoring by the same
cotton processing plants.

Defining the essence of a business is essentially drawing up a business plan, but this
is preceded by the formation of a company’s vision in order to clearly understand what the
integrated structure will do. Then it is necessary to form a business vision, that is, how the future
owners and top management are going to achieve the state in which the company will remain
in the future. The concept of understanding the business, the vision and mission of the company
should remain constant for some time [17, 18].

It is advisable to formulate a mission at the very beginning of the creation of the company
in order to have clear goals and objectives. The fundamental values of the company are
embedded in the mission, i.e. the corporate philosophy, the worldview of the company. These
conceptual provisions should not depend on the will and desire of officials, momentary actions
of management. In developed structures, the core values remain unchanged, even if you have
to change the profile somewhat. These are the principles of the business vision of the creators of
the integrated structure. The value chain represents both the main and auxiliary activities of the
enterprise and reflects the conceptual approach to production.

Today, there is such a chain in the agriculture of Kazakhstan: harvesting, sorting,
packaging, storage, transportation and sale of agricultural products. We offer integration on
an innovative basis of personal subsidiary farms (PSF), small agricultural producers (SACP),
and peasant farms (PF), producing the same goods or services. In the recommended structure,
there is no desire to monopolize the market, strengthen control over these farms, because the
financial basis of this is shares, collective ownership, the created company will be engaged
in the efficiency of multidisciplinary production, reducing costs and increasing profits, and
not tracking competitors. Our point of view is to create soft structures in the agro-industrial
complex, for example, associations or enterprises based on working joint-stock ownership,
which allows joint activities on a corporate basis while maintaining the isolation of its members,
rural workers.
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The partners of such innovative structures may be disparate agricultural producers who,
for a number of reasons, could not effectively organize the economy. Processing, servicing, and
trading organizations can also be attached here. It should be noted that among them there may
well be economically strong farmers interested in further growth, interested in stable supplies
of agricultural raw materials, improving the technology of growing crops and improving the
processing of products. It is possible that there may also be economically dependent people who
have fallen into the sphere of interests of the first farms. The fact that all personal subsidiary
farms (PSF) are included on equal, fair terms in the integrated structure with their shares / shares
in the form of money, land, equipment (securities, foreign currency are not offered to accept),
makes the proposed structure the most attractive.

Profit distribution takes place according to the size of the share from the mutual fund, all
shareholders or at least one family member from the shareholder must work in the created
structure, receive wages as an employee. Shareholders have the right to take their share of profits
or invest in the further development of the enterprise. Such a system allows each shareholder to
be interested in effective work and control the administration of the farm [19, 20].

Such a management mechanism makes it possible to better use the property of the enterprise,
ensure the rational movement of capital, and spend finances for their intended purpose.
Agricultural enterprises, personal subsidiary farms (PSF), processing, agricultural service,
trading and other enterprises included in the integrated structure can be guided by the Law on
Agricultural Cooperation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, which allows ordinary shareholders/
shareholders to own a controlling stake in the property and fully manage the enterprise.

In this case, the aim and objectives of the IIS are achieved through the following elements:

1. Cooperation of small private subsidiary farms (PSF), other small agricultural producers
(SACP) into large high-tech complexes.

2. The growth of labor productivity in the agricultural sector due to the centralization of
the work of services for the repair of machinery, preparation, storage and sowing of seeds,
fertilization, provision of fuels and lubricants, material and technical supply of components, etc.

3. The effect of scale when creating an agricultural firm is to reduce conditionally fixed costs.

4. The formation of prices for finished products, taking into account the smooth reduction
of costs as a result of the unification of raw materials farms, processing enterprises and sales of
products.

5. Combining functions for the implementation of the final product with the possibility of
creating a single trademark, brand, the possibility of organizing your own outlets.

6. Investment attractiveness for entrepreneurs, financial and banking institutions, business
partners.

In the future, a thoughtfully created VIS is able to attract solid borrowed capital to the
agricultural sector of Kazakhstan. Solving the issue of the use of investment loans by farmers
would allow them to purchase agricultural machinery, elite seeds, carry out the construction
of large agricultural complexes, effectively solve the problems of updating the material and
technical base.

Conclusion

Summing up, it should be emphasized that an integrated innovation structure is an important
system for development and provides a huge opportunity to improve life in agriculture. You can
also pay attention to the following recommendations and justifications for a vertically integrated
structure in the economy:

1. Vertically integrated structures in agriculture can become complexes of innovation-
oriented value chains aimed at increasing the multiplicative effect of product value increment.
Value chains formed on the principle of cooperation represent something other than the process
of reproduction and combine the production, distribution and commodity-money circulation of
manufactured products. The corporate structure created in this way will be effective if it has its
own sales infrastructure and sales network.
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2. Vertically integrated structures have a great future, on their basis the economic regulator
of the economy is transformed - the mechanism of investment, the pricing system, the
efficiency of capital investments will significantly increase. An intersectoral corporation is being
established within the VIS, which removes the problem of different profitability between the
mining and processing sectors, between intermediate and final production complexes. The issue
of distribution of the effect, which is provided by investments in new equipment, technology,
and innovative products, is solved in a reasonable way. The main source of accumulation for VIS
is not an increase in prices, but a reduction in costs and an increase in commodity output.

3. Vertical integration means creating a flexible organizational structure that is mobile
in time and space. It allows you to quickly get rid of unnecessary links, create new units or
attach new links as you develop. Integration makes it possible to improve the productivity
of the agricultural sector, gain access to agricultural markets, and ensure that food products
comply with international quality and safety standards. A responsible task is being solved at the
national level - providing food to its own consumer, protecting the domestic market, producing
competitive products at a new technological level, accelerated implementation of agricultural
sector development programs.

Thus, integration improves the productivity of the agricultural sector, makes it possible to
produce competitive products, protect the domestic market, provide food to its own consumer,
switch to new technologies, ensure compliance of food products with international quality and
safety standards.

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Green economy: implementation of «<Demoethics» principles
for sustainable development of environmental compliance and
corporate social responsibility

Abstract. Goal: Conceptual analysis of “green” economy tools through the
implementation of environmental compliance and corporate social responsibility
based on the concept of “Demoethics” for sustainable development.

Methods: The study utilizes a general methodological approach, namely a systemic
approach, which includes methods of logical, statistical analysis and synthesis, goal
setting, and goal decomposition.

Results: The development of a “green” economy through the implementation of effective
practices of corporate social responsibility and environmental compliance should be
based on the concept of “Demoethics” which is based on the idea that sustainable
development of society can only be achieved through adherence to ethical rationalities
that can ensure a balance between the economic, social, and environmental needs of
humanity. The paradigm of sustainable development is based on ethical rationality,
which includes ensuring the basic needs of people, reducing socio-economic inequality,
respecting cultural values, and environmental responsibility.

Conclusions: The integration of education and upbringing, a well-developed mind,
acquisition of knowledge, scientific principles, and honest labor make a certain
contribution to sustainable development. Therefore, democratic principles shape
ethical rationality in society, and their effective implementation in corporate social
responsibility and environmental compliance allows for improving the quality of life
of the population and the competitiveness of society.

Keywords: demoethics; Sustainable Development Goals (SDG); Corporate social
responsibility (CSR); environmental compliance; sustainable development; green
economy.
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Introduction

Currently, most countries in the world are raising issues related to climate regime. One of
the first documents dedicated to this topic is the Kyoto Protocol of 1997. The next agreement,
considered by the overwhelming majority of countries, is the Paris Agreement, which prioritizes
the prevention of the average global temperature increasing by more than 2 degrees Celsius by
2100.

In accordance with the requirements of the Paris Agreement, all participating countries
must formulate and submit long-term strategic development plans for their states in order to
reduce carbon emissions.
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Faced with the global climate crisis, Kazakhstan has demonstrated its commitment to
sustainable development by signing the Paris Agreement in August 2016. In this regard, the
Strategy for Achieving Carbon Neutrality of the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2060, adopted
by the Presidential Decree in February 2023 [1], defines the country’s development trajectory
towards a low-carbon future and provides a solid foundation for the specific efforts of the
country over the next decades.

Currently, the concepts and tools of corporate social responsibility (CSR) and environmental
compliance are gaining broader traction worldwide, including in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

“Today, more than ever, partnership for the sake of sustainable business development is
relevant. In collaboration with industrial enterprises, it is necessary to more widely integrate
an integrated health preservation system into their business structure, which will influence key
indicators of sustainable development” [2].

In the future, this will enable the extension of workers” professional longevity and create
favorable conditions for labor activities.

The aim of the study is a conceptual analysis of the instruments of the “green” economy
through the implementation of environmental compliance and corporate social responsibility
based on the concept of “Demoethics” in order to ensure sustainable development.

The subject of the study is the analysis of methodological approaches in the field of
environmental compliance and the “green economy” as one of the main elements of sustainable
development.

Literature review

A responsible attitude towards society and the environment is essential in implementing
CSR and environmental compliance. L. Ionescu proposes mechanisms for assessing and
analyzing the relationship between environmentally friendly financial behavior, climate change
mitigation, and ecological energy sustainability [3]. Y. Wu has developed a model for analyzing
the relationship between innovation and growth in the “green” economy [4]. V. Fang, K. Ma,
and Z. Lei have proposed a model to study the relationships between corporate culture and
corporate sustainability from the perspective of enterprises engaged in transport infrastructure,
as well as determining which factors of corporate culture can influence sustainable low-carbon
development in transport infrastructure enterprises [5].

J. Jonsdottir and his co-authors propose property strategy as a mechanism for managing
collective actions and responsible ownership to achieve SDGs and conditions for environmental
protection, social welfare, and governance [6]. A significant amount of research is focused on
studying the conditions for implementing elements of social and environmental responsibility in
business models and processes [7; 8; 9], the role of users in the development of intelligent energy
systems [10], and the connection between sustainability and corporate social responsibility [11;
12;13]. M. G. Kairgaliyeva, together with co-authors, summarizes the trends in the development
of the economic system in the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan [14]. Yu. K. Zhakupov,
in collaboration with a group of researchers, proposed a methodological approach to assess
the impact of entrepreneurship on the socio-economic development of regions in the Republic
of Kazakhstan [15]. A. Baktymbek and a group of colleagues identified the peculiarities and
problems of the energy industry and developed recommendations for the development of the
energy industry in the Republic of Kazakhstan during the fundamental transformation of the
global energy system [16].

Mazhorina, in her work dedicated to sustainable development law, states that “different
state policies aimed at achieving a general plan for sustainable development should include a
set of criteria, from preserving natural capital to developing cultural and social capital, allowing
for the assessment of their integrability and synergistic aspect” [17]. In other words, the role of
humans as consumers of goods and services and their negative impact on the environment is
directly noted.
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State policy in the field of sustainable development should be formed based on components
such as Demoethics, demography, democracy, and demo-economics, as they describe the
possibility of effective use and combination of economic, scientific, technical, social, and ecological
components [18]. This concept can become one of the new approaches to assessing sustainable
development, including in the fields of the “green” economy and Artificial Intelligence.

Currently, the direction of “carbon-free” and “green” energy has gained significant
popularity in many countries. It is used for electricity generation and is believed to be able to
replace traditional energy sources. However, it is important to remember that at the current stage
of development, there is no possibility to store the generated energy. Therefore, it is impossible
to quickly abandon traditional energy sources.

Global climate change has already started to cause significant changes. According to data
presented by the World Meteorological Organization (WMO), it is possible and necessary to note
the following [19]:

— an increase in the annual average temperature;

— a decrease in the Arctic ice area;

—record glacier melting (a decrease in the thickness of reference glaciers by 1.3 m);

— an increase in the heat content of the world ocean;

— an increase in drought (in January 2023, more than 20 million people in East Africa faced
food shortages);

— deaths due to heatwaves (in 2022, Spain reported 4,600 deaths, Germany - 4,500, France
- 2,800, according to WMO data; the total number of heat-related deaths in Europe exceeded
61,000 people [20]);

—a decrease in food security (in 2021, more than 2.3 billion people faced this issue, of which
924 million people experienced acute food insecurity);

— forced migration due to weather changes (internal migration);

— floods and drought.

In 2023, temperature records were recorded worldwide, so the situation at the end of the
year may be considerably worse than in previous observation periods.

During this period of time, despite the challenging situation in the world, many countries
are addressing sustainable development issues. However, in our opinion, based on the analyzed
literature and legislation, there is no comprehensive study of integrated factors, elements, and
problems of corporate social responsibility and environmental compliance aimed at ensuring
sustainable development in domestic and foreign science.

At the current stage of economic development, the concept of corporate social responsibility
is considered widely implemented and researched in global science, including in the Republic
of Kazakhstan. However, sustainable development poses new challenges in the context of
harmonization with various areas of knowledge, interdisciplinarity, the influence of digitization
on climate change, that is, the development of a digital economy (which is understood as an
economy using digital technologies) as one of the elements of the future “carbon-free” energy.

International documents by authoritative organizations such as the United Nations
Environment Programme (UNEP), the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and
Development (OECD), and the World Bank consider and study numerous issues in the field
of the “green” economy. Large international institutions, such as the International Food Policy
Research Institute, and various international funds are also engaged in sustainable development
and the “green” economy, which contributes to the promotion and development of sustainable
development methods and principles, responsible investing, and ESG standards.

The health and well-being of workers are one of the goals of sustainable development because
the well-being of employees is a competitive advantage for acompany. The level of socio-economic
development is determined not only by the power of production forces but also to a large extent
by the state of the health of the working population. Working in hazardous conditions requires
special requirements for managing workers” health, and a risk-oriented approach is currently the
most effective with the possibility of developing preventive and prophylactic measures. More
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than 7,000 people with occupational diseases were registered in the country. In the structure of
diseases, diseases caused by industrial aerosols occupy a leading place (41.6%); diseases related
to functional overloads of individual organs and systems constitute 27.0%; diseases caused by the
influence of physical factors — 25.3%; diseases caused by the influence of chemical factors — 4.4%;
diseases caused by the influence of biological factors — 0.8%; allergic diseases — 0.9%; malignant
neoplasms made up 0.1%. Analysis of the prevalence of occupational pathology by regions
showed that 54.7% of patients are residents of the Karaganda region, 34.4% — East Kazakhstan
region, 4% — Zhambyl region, 2.1% — Shymkent city, in Akmola region —1.4%, in Pavlodar region
— 0.8%. In Astana city, Aktobe, West Kazakhstan, South Kazakhstan, and Turkistan regions,
23-37 people have occupational diseases. Analysis of indicators of occupational morbidity by
sections of economic activity revealed that a high level of morbidity is observed in the mining
and coal industry. Workers in the mining industry account for 65%, coal — 27.9%, chemical —
4.1%, metallurgical — 1.6%, medical workers — 0.8%, and construction workers — 0.6%.

The registered level of occupational morbidity does not reflect the true situation in the field
of working conditions in modern Kazakhstan. If Kazakhstan sees 300-600 cases of occupational
diseases within a year, then in the Czech Republic it is more than 1000 cases, in Poland — more
than 2000, and in France — more than 50,000 new cases of occupational diseases per year. Long-
term hygienic studies conducted by Kazakhstani scientists as part of planned research work,
by specialists of supervisory bodies in the field of sanitary-epidemiological and environmental
monitoring, and certification of working conditions on various industrial sites have revealed that
the production and surrounding environment in 80% of industrial enterprises in the Republic do
not meet sanitary and hygienic and environmental standards [21].

The study showed that the level of occupational morbidity in Kazakhstan from 2018 to 2020
changed insignificantly. The disease rate among women in the general population was 4%, while
among men it was 96%. The highest number of cases was recorded among workers aged 45 to 59.
Production factors such as noise, silicon-containing dust, working position (standing and sitting),
vibration, humidity, lighting, and temperature play the most significant role in morbidity. The
data indicate the relevance of implementing measures to prevent occupational diseases among
workers in various industries in Kazakhstan [22].

The United Nations has focused its attention on adopting 17 Sustainable Development Goals,
while advocating for a new sustainable approach to development policy [23]. The 12th SDG
explicitly mentions ensuring “sustainable patterns of consumption and production” [24]. People
around the world are increasingly concerned about globalization, industrialization, population
growth, and the rapid exploitation of natural resources. Currently, consumers worldwide are
beginning to show interest in products that generate less waste, are suitable for further processing
after use, and are manufactured in an environmentally friendly manner. Consumer behavior is
crucial, asideas of sustainability and environmentally friendly consumption become increasingly
popular in response to growing environmental issues [25]. Understanding the nature of decision-
making processes by clients regarding the adoption of environmentally friendly and sustainable
products is crucial for a sustainable world [26].

One of the directions considered in the modern stage of human development is sustainable
development, and many discussions and research are dedicated to how sustainable consumption
can help mitigate the negative consequences for the environment [27]. Human behavior and
actions play an important role in protecting the environment [28]. Consumers are recommended
to change their lifestyles and consumer habits to more environmentally friendly alternatives
[29]. According to recent research, it can be noted that people who care about the environment
and feel responsible for its protection prefer to buy environmentally friendly products [30].

The value of green consumption means that an individual’s purchasing and consumer
habits can demonstrate that they value the environment [31]. Green consumer values indicate
a preference for consuming products that are environmentally friendly and sustainable [32].
Ideals associated with green consumption strongly influence the purchasing habits of “green”
consumers [33]. Consumers who value environmentally friendly products believe that their
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consumption will not harm the environment [34]. Recent studies have shown that environmental
consumer values mediate consumer relationships and environmental behavior. Moreover, the
relationship between “green” consumer behavior and “green” consumer values can be mediated
by the intention of “green” purchases [35]. However, it is necessary to note that consumers’
attitude towards environmentally friendly products is a subjective concept and therefore may
vary depending on the product [36]. Sustainable products are those that can be recycled and
bring benefits to both society and the environment [37].

Thus, interdisciplinary, demoethical, and human-oriented research is necessary to emphasize
the values and needs of people in managing the “green” economy.

Methods

The main question of the research addressed in the proposed study is to examine the
conditions for developing sustainable development goals and transitioning to a “green” economy
model through the implementation of effective Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) practices
and environmental compliance based on the principles of Demoethics.

The study is largely based on the concept of “green” consumption advocated by the
United Nations Sustainable Development Goal 12 (Responsible Consumption and Production),
which aims to ensure sustainable consumption and production models. The study focuses on
researching environmental consumer values.

The research has the following objectives:

Objective 1: To examine the conditions for developing sustainable development goals and
transitioning to a “green” economy model through the implementation of effective CSR practices
and environmental compliance based on the principles of Demoethics.

Objective 2: To investigate the quality of medical services provided in industrial enterprises
in order to preserve people’s health in the context of long-term production.

The research was conducted in several stages:

1) Analysis of scientific works dedicated to the currently developed theories and practices of
implementing sustainable development principles, as well as legislative aspects in the territory
of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

2) Application of Demoethics principles in the development of new “green” economy
models.

3) Analysis of professional pathology and occupational injuries.

The research utilized a general methodological approach, which is a systemic approach
that includes methods of logical, statistical analysis and synthesis, goal setting, and goal
decomposition.

The research results consist of an analysis of the necessity of implementing Demoethics
principles in the development of strategic plans for the implementation of “green” economy
elements.

Results and discussion

Corporate social responsibility

Ensuring sustainable development is integrated into the CSR system and aims to achieve
social, economic, and technological efficiency goals. The concept of “sustainable development”
has gained wide recognition in science and practice, as well as in industry and regional studies.
Sustainable development primarily involves changes in three main areas: finance, society, and
ecology. The role of CSR in the sustainable development of businesses and enterprises in the
real sector of the economy is crucial, as it enables them to maintain strategic competitiveness,
support their image, and promote the company internationally, in the global market, taking
into account compliance with new trends in global sustainable development. It also allows
companies to participate in ESG rankings, increase the trust of stakeholders — both internal and
external stakeholders, and demonstrates the integration of companies into the global sustainable
development agenda.
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Ecological compliance

Ecological compliance is aimed at ensuring compliance with and enforcement of
environmental and nature conservation legislation in relation to water, oil, gas, energy resources,
and other environmental areas. Ecological compliance is considered as an element of Corporate
Social Responsibility (CSR) and an essential attribute of the company’s corporate policy aimed at
long-term sustainability. Moreover, the global trend is towards the formation of environmentally
oriented businesses, which, as a form of sustainable development, ensure the transformation
of consumer value with an increase in qualitative properties and characteristics. Based on the
approach of the International Compliance Association, compliance is understood as the ability to
act in accordance with established regulations and requirements. The International Compliance
Association identifies the main objectives of compliance in companies as follows:

1) identification and prevention of risks;

2) development of preventive methods;

3) monitoring the effectiveness of the conducted compliance policy;

4) resolution of emerging complex compliance implementation issues, including legal
matters;

5) consulting businesses on regulations, standards, and supervisory procedures.

In order to preserve people’s health in the context of long-term production, it is necessary
to adhere to four main criteria for the quality of medical care: effective and timely assistance,
efficient use of resources, satisfaction of patient needs, and treatment effectiveness.

In Kazakhstan, there are large production complexes in various industries, but working
conditions in them are unfavorable and lead to the development of occupational diseases. To
improve the situation, it is necessary to develop comprehensive health protection measures,
including medical services, occupational hygiene, and other aspects. Workers’ health issues
require improvement, and the history of harmful production factors continues. Healthy and
engaged employees are an important competitive advantage for a company. Improving health
protection is only possible through broad cooperation of society, the government, workers, and
employers. Emphasis should be placed on prevention and the promotion of employee well-
being, taking into account the specificities of their work and health. The quality of medical
examinations also needs improvement. A comprehensive approach to employee health is
necessary for effective recovery.

Demoethics issues of sustainable development

Over the past few decades, ethics has become increasingly applied, which necessitates the
use of normative-philosophical analysis to interpret phenomena related to the medical field [38;
39], education [40], existence of information in the media space [41; 42], the political field [43; 44],
environmental protection [45; 46]. Therefore, ensuring the sustainability of society is impossible
without ethical foundations and principles.

The study attempts to analyze the extent to which traditional forms of ethical thinking
can contribute to the protection of the environment and sustainable use of natural resources
worldwide. In particular, environmental ethics has a specific approach to the distribution of
responsibility: between UNESCO (which will release an ethical code), national governments
(which will ban single-use utensils, gasoline engines, introduce tax benefits for electric vehicles),
companies (for their emissions), families (for organizing household waste separation), and
individuals (who will reject cosmetics tested on animals, bring their own bags to stores), etc.
The ability of moral subjects to take responsibility is largely determined by their strength in the
broadest sense of the word, including moral strength.

The idea is to build a “green” economy through the implementation of effective CSO
(Corporate Social Responsibility) practices and environmental compliance in a way that meets
ethically justified requirements and expectations of all stakeholders and thus creates trust and
balance among them.

In 2023, the article “Demoethical Model of Sustainable Development of Society: A Roadmap
towards Digital Transformation” [47] justified the necessity of the main principles of demoethics
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that contribute to the formation of a worldview that ensures the sustainable development of the
modern world.

The practical implementation of the research is ensured by demoethics as a new model of
sustainable development of society for the new era, based on the mechanisms of demoethics
realization and the transformation of sustainable development.

The concept of “demoethics” emphasizes the social nature of ethical norms, which are of
significant importance and implemented by free citizens who have rights and obligations to
society. Inmodern science, there isno comprehensive study in the field of sustainable development
of society with consideration of the “demoethics” component. “Demo” and “Ethics” are terms
that we use to combine applied ethics and social innovations that contribute to the sustainable
development of society. Based on this, we have developed a new model for organizing the
activities of sustainable development of society as a way to enhance competitiveness and quality
of life for the population.

The development of humanity has led to an imbalance of various components, which can
be expressed as the system of “nature-human-society”. The interaction between society and
nature has become one of the most pressing issues of modern times. Therefore, questions related
to the development of adequate environmental consciousness [48; 49], based on a scientific-
philosophical understanding of the unity of human and nature, are particularly acute.

The formation of environmentally oriented consciousness ensures sustainable development,
as it is aimed at shaping people’s behavior in a way that does not deprive future generations of
the ability to live in a state of well-being. This means that environmental creativity acknowledges
the priority of ethical norms of the demo, which contribute to the survival of society and nature.

Sustainable development requires the harmonious coexistence of social, economic, and
environmental aspects. In order to achieve this harmony, the principles of demoethics recognize
the vital role of education and upbringing. Education provides people with the knowledge,
skills, and values necessary to understand and address the problems of sustainable development.
Upbringing, on the other hand, emphasizes the importance of instilling ethical and responsible
behavior from an early age. Together, education and upbringing form a powerful combination
that can lead to the transformation of society towards sustainable development.

The principles of demoethics, aimed at promoting the sustainable development of society,
include several key components, including reason, knowledge, and science. Reason enables people
to understand and solve the problems of sustainable development, while knowledge allows
them to make informed decisions. Science, as a systematic and scientifically based approach,
provides the tools necessary for analyzing complex problems of sustainable development and
developing effective solutions.

The demoethical model recognizes the importance of honest work as a key component of
sustainable development. Honesty fosters trust, fairness, and cooperation within organizations,
leading to responsible decision-making and fair distribution of resources. Honest work also
includes ethical decision-making practices within organizations. Ethical decision-making
involves considering the long-term consequences of actions, evaluating their ecological and social
impacts, and making decisions that align with the principles of sustainable development. Ethical
decision-making within the demoethical model is based on a commitment to honesty, integrity,
and the pursuit of the greater good for society. It encourages people to consider the values and
principles of sustainable development when making decisions, beyond short-term profit or
personal gain. By including ethical decision-making, honest work ensures that organizations
actively contribute to sustainable development, with a priority focus on the well-being of people
and the planet.

The integration of honest work into the demoethical model offers several advantages for
sustainable development. Firstly, it strengthens relationships with stakeholders, promoting trust,
cooperation, and interaction. Trust enables effective collaboration and knowledge exchange,
activating collective efforts to ensure sustainability. Secondly, honest work fosters innovation
and creativity within organizations. When people feel empowered, valued, and trusted, they are
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more likely to offer innovative ideas and solutions to the problems of sustainable development.
Honest work creates an environment that encourages experimentation, learning, and continuous
improvement.

Therefore, we believe that a green economy, through the implementation of effective CSR
practices and environmental compliance, should be built on the concept of “demoethics”. This
concept is based on the idea that sustainable development can only be achieved by adhering to
ethical rationalities that can balance the economic, social, and environmental needs of humanity.
It is this ethical rationality that underlies the paradigm of sustainable development, which is
not only focused on economic growth but also on ensuring basic human needs, reducing socio-
economic inequality, respecting cultural values, and increasing environmental responsibility.

Conclusions

In general, demoethics governance in the “green” economy plays an important role in
ensuring justice, sustainability, and trust from society and stakeholders. This contributes to
the successful development of green initiatives and establishes the foundation for long-term
sustainable economics.

Demoethics governance shapes policies that prioritize sustainable practices, social well-
being, and environmental preservation. Sustainable cities integrate advanced technologies,
promote efficient resource utilization, and enhance citizens” well-being.

Education and upbringing contribute to holistic personal development through the
cultivation of the mind, acquisition of knowledge, and application of scientific principles. Honest
labor plays a key role in manifesting and embodying values that align with virtuous individuals,
leaders, cities, and sustainable development. The integration of education and upbringing, a
well-developed mind, the acquisition of knowledge, scientific principles, and honest labor all
contribute to sustainable development.

Values shape a person’s way of existence. Despite the existence of various forms of value
differentiation and their relative nature, the highest and absolute value is people themselves and
their lives. Following the paradigm of Society 5.0 and Industry 5.0 for sustainable development,
the value of an individual should be perceived only as a valuable goal, never as a means to
achieve sustainable development.

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Availability of bank loans for economic entities in Kazakhstan:
assessment of the interrelation of influencing factors

Abstract. Currently, the credit opportunities of the financial and credit sector are strategically
important in ensuring the full development of economic entities, modernization and
diversification of production, financing of investment projects. In Kazakhstan, in order to
implement state programs, strategies for the development of the financial and credit sector are
being developed, modern mechanisms for requlating and stimulating the lending activities
of second-tier banks are being used. At the same time, it is noted that the target indicator for
expanding the participation of banks in financing the economy has not been reached due to the
negative impact of macroeconomic and geopolitical factors, including a decrease in business
activity, the dependence of large enterprises of Kazakhstan on external borrowings and others.
The article substantiates that the limited access to credit resources is a serious obstacle for
economic entities, including small and medium-sized enterprises. A comprehensive solution
to the problems in this area is needed to improve the process of interaction between credit
institutions and economic entities. Increasing the availability of loans for the real sector of the
economy can be achieved through the use of digital technologies, including big data analytics
and artificial intelligence in decision-making and the formation of credit conditions.

Introduction. Achieving economic growth of the country is possible with a full combination
of various sources of financing of the real sector of the economy. In these conditions, ensuring
the availability of bank loans for economic entities becomes one of the most important tasks of
modern macroeconomic policy of Kazakhstan. As the experience of many developed countries
shows, the expansion of economic entities” access to bank loans has a positive effect on the
development of economic activity and, ultimately, has a positive synergistic effect on many
socio-economic processes.

The usual approaches in the lending activities of banks are being replaced by modern
digital practices, the transformation of a traditional bank into a multifunctional IT company
is taking place. Digital innovations in the banking business are connected with the fact that
financial transactions can be integrated with cloud technologies, blockchain technologies, the
Internet of Things, the use of electronic signatures, which has led to the large-scale development
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of contactless payments, P2P financing, the cryptocurrency market, digital banking, platform
solutions, etc. The rapid transformation of the banking sector in the IT direction implies the
growth of both opportunities and threats in the field of information security, which requires
improving approaches in the formation of credit policy and in the management of the banking
business model as a whole.

The study of theoretical ideas about the content of the concepts of “credit relations”,
“lending”, “lending process” allowed us to generalize the content of the concept of “lending to
an economic entity” as a process of interaction between a lender and a borrower - an economic
entity regarding the provision of credit resources for temporary use on a refundable basis.

In the Kazakhstani economy, it is bank lending that is more developed and widespread,
which is due to the possibility of using temporarily available funds by borrowers with an optimal
combination of key lending conditions. Kazakhstani banks traditionally interact with economic
entities, providing their needs for credit resources and redistributing funds from one entity to
another.

Problem statement. The increase in global risks and macroeconomic uncertainty necessitates
the development of a qualitative methodological and applied basis for the formation of a credit
policy, which acts as a fundamental tool of the bank’s lending activities, has a significant impact
on the sustainable growth of the country’s economy and creates conditions for the transition to
innovative economic development.

Along with this, the problem of increasing the availability of loans for enterprises in the real
sector of the economy is very urgent. Unfortunately, the measures taken by the state to stimulate
corporate lending and lending to small and medium-sized businesses have not yet shown
significant results in this area. It is possible that the introduction of new digital credit products
by banks will meet the needs of business structures and will contribute to the expansion of
lending to this sector.

The availability of financing, as noted in the World Bank study;, is a serious problem in many
OECD countries, including Central Asia [1]. The data obtained as a result of the survey show
that in Kazakhstan the share of enterprises in need of a bank loan exceeds the global average by
14.2%. In addition, the share of enterprises whose loan application was rejected is 12.2% higher
than the global average, which indicates a large number of inconsistencies between potential
borrowers and their documentation to the credit policy of banks. Accordingly, the number of
enterprises that have received a loan or a credit line from Kazakhstani banks is less than the
average for all the countries studied. It should also be noted that most of the loans (79.3%) issued
to Kazakhstani enterprises assume the availability of collateral. This indicator in Kazakhstan
exceeds the global average by 4.4%. Among the biggest obstacles limiting business development,
12.3% of the surveyed enterprises in Kazakhstan indicate difficult access to financing [1]. Thus,
the study of the availability of financing based on a survey of enterprises conducted by the World
Bank illustrates the deterioration of indicators in Kazakhstan compared to the global average.

The purpose of the study. The purpose of the study is to deepen the theoretical and practical
aspects of the credit policy of second-tier banks with the development of the main directions for
its improvement in the conditions of digital transformation of the economy of Kazakhstan, as
well as to identify the degree of influence of various factors on the volume of bank lending to
economic entities.

The practical significance of the study lies in the fact that recommendations for improving
credit policy can be used by second-tier banks in the implementation of a credit strategy and
the formation of a bank’s digital credit infrastructure. The results of the research in the field
of increasing the availability of loans for the subjects of the real sector of the economy can also
be used by government agencies in the development of measures to stimulate lending to the
corporate sector and support entrepreneurship.
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Literature review. The study of the issues of crediting economic entities is currently very
relevant. The study of the development of lending to economic sectors is presented in the works
of foreign and domestic scientists. As noted by Kazakhstani researchers Rakhimzhanova K.K.
and Makysh S.B., the development of lending plays a key role in the main functions of the
domestic banking sector, taking into account financial stability and economic growth, that is, by
investing in the real sector of the economy [2, pp. 158-166]. According to these researchers, credit
institutions accumulate and mobilize monetary capital, turning it into the most important source
of resources for economic entities.

At the same time, N.K. Kuchukova and others noted that the economy of Kazakhstan has a
number of internal problems associated with the country’s increasing technological lag behind
world standards. The main reasons include insufficient own funds of enterprises, as well as
unacceptable conditions for investment and lending [3, p. 7-16].

According to researchers Kantorova G.K., Zholamanov M.T. and Shamova A.E., the study of
credit relations makes it possible to assess the state of the country’s financial and credit system.
The decrease in lending volumes is reflected in the level of financial security of the real sector
of the economy [4, p. 143]. Along with using the financial capabilities of national holdings and
development institutions, in the anti-crisis package of measures, commercial banks act as the
main channel for the movement of financial and credit resources to stabilize the situation in key
sectors of the economy.

The assessment of the relationship between the indicators of economic growth, credit
investments of second-tier banks, key parameters of the development of the banking and
real sectors is presented in the works [5, 6, 7]. The authors, noting the trends in lending and
the peculiarities of the formation of credit policy at the present stage, point to the need for
modernization and introduction of innovations in the lending process.

The key role of bank lending in the development of the real sector of the economy is presented
in sufficient detail in many studies. At the same time, in the current conditions of deterioration
of the macroeconomic situation in the country, priorities in approaches and principles for
considering the role of lending in ensuring sustainable economic growth are significantly shifting.
In this regard, the analysis of the dynamics of the development of lending to economic entities,
the factors influencing it, the instruments of regulation and stimulation of credit activities of
financial and credit organizations is of considerable interest. This is especially important in the
conditions of maintaining a high proportion of overdue loans, artificial prolongation of bank
loans, mismatch in the urgency of loans sent to long-term investment projects, devaluation of
deposits, acceleration of inflationary processes.

Research methods. The theoretical and methodological basis of the study was the works
of Kazakhstani and foreign scientists in the field of credit relations, lending and interaction of
credit institutions with economic entities, as well as regulatory documents of the Republic of
Kazakhstan in the field of financial sector development and financial support of the economy.
In the course of the study, general scientific methods of comparative and dynamic analysis, a
comprehensive assessment of credit investments in the economy of Kazakhstan, etc. were used.
Based on the regression analysis method, the main factors affecting the availability of bank credit
for economic entities were identified. The information base of the study was the official statistical
data of the Bureau of National Statistics of the Agency for Strategic Planning and Reforms of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, the National Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan, reporting and
analytical information of second-tier banks, research results and analytics of rating agencies,
databases of international organizations.

Results. As a result of the analytical study, the main trends in the development of bank
lending to the economy of Kazakhstan were identified. Table 1 presents the main macroeconomic
indicators for lending to economic entities for the period 2018-2022, according to which there is
a tendency for the growth of bank lending to economic entities in Kazakhstan from 13.1 to 22.8
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trillion tenge. At the same time, the growth rate of loans in the two years of the analyzed period
significantly accelerated: from 6% in 2019 to 23.3% by the end of 2022.

The share of bank loans to GDP remains approximately at the same level in 2018-2022: no
more than 23%. It should be noted that developed countries are characterized by a fairly high
level of this indicator: in the EU — 194%, in the UK - 239%, in Japan — 92% [8, pp. 35-41]. In
Kazakhstan, the ratio of loans to GDP is much lower. This fact indicates that the participation of
the banking sector in financing the needs of the economy is still insignificant.

The volume of loans to legal entities in absolute terms for the period 2018-2022 increased
from 7.8 to 8.6 trillion tenge, but at the same time its share in the total volume of bank loans
significantly decreased from 59.5% in 2018 to 37.9% by the end of 2022. A decrease in the share
of loans issued to enterprises and firms means a proportional increase in the share of loans
issued to individuals. Consequently, lending to the retail sector during this period has become a
priority area of lending activity of Kazakhstani banks.

Over the past 5 years, the annual increase in loans issued to non-bank legal entities has been
approximately 10%. However, the total loan portfolio of the corporate sector has practically not
grown, which is largely due to significant write-offs of debts of large enterprises, the sale of
problem loans to JSC “Problem Loans Fund”, measures to reduce the volume of non-performing
loans based on the results of asset quality control [9].

Thus, against the background of the predominance of second-tier banks in the credit market
of Kazakhstan, the greatest potential for expanding lending volumes is concentrated in the
banking sector. However, in reality, there is an insignificant role of banks in financing economic
entities, which is confirmed by the low ratio of bank loans to GDP at the level of 22.5%. In
the current economic conditions, the interests of financial and credit organizations in obtaining
income and profit through short-term investments dominate the need to increase the volume
of lending to economic entities and increase the availability of credit resources. The structure
of credit investments of second-tier banks demonstrates a bias towards lending to individuals,
non-productive entities and trade. For investment purposes, enterprises prefer to direct their
accumulated own funds, and to purchase working capital at the expense of short-term loans. The
current economic situation may lead to an increase in the share of problem debt in the corporate
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loan portfolio of the banking sector. Another negative factor is that the public sector continues
to occupy a predominant position in the economy of Kazakhstan, leading to distortions in the
structure of its financing.

A comparative analysis of the dynamics of GDP and the ratio of loans to the private sector
and GDP in the countries of Central Asia and the Russian Federation, according to the World
Bank, revealed the presence of different trends. Table 2 shows the indicators of GDP and bank
loans to the private sector in the countries of Central Asia and the Russian Federation for the
period 2017-2020.

According to Table 2, it should be noted that in all countries of Central Asia and the Russian
Federation in 2020 there was a drop in GDP compared to the level of previous years. The largest
decrease in GDP in 2020 is observed in the Kyrgyz Republic (-8.4%), as well as Azerbaijan (-4.3%).
Positive GDP growth in 2020 was recorded in Uzbekistan and Tajikistan.

At the same time, among all the analyzed countries, only in Kazakhstan there is a decrease
in the share of loans to the private sector to GDP. This indicator in our republic decreased from
25.83% in 2017 to 22.02% in 2020. In the rest of the Central Asian countries and the Russian
Federation, there was an increase in the indicator “the ratio of bank loans to the private sector
to GDP”. Consequently, in Kazakhstan, the participation of the banking sector in lending to
the economy continues to remain at an insignificant level even compared to the banking sector
of neighboring countries, including the Russian Federation, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan and
Azerbaijan.

Analyzing the sources of financing of fixed and working capital of enterprises in Kazakhstan,
it can be noted that most of them use their own funds for these purposes. Less than 10% of
economic entities use bank loans to finance fixed capital, and less than 1/5 of economic entities
use them to finance working capital, as noted in the market survey of enterprises in the real
sector of the economy conducted by the National Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan [13].
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The low level of demand for bank loans is primarily due to tight credit conditions. Thus,
according to the results of the sectoral market survey of the National Bank of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, 22.1% of agricultural enterprises, 14.9% of manufacturing enterprises, 13%
of transport and logistics enterprises, 12.1% of construction and trading companies, 10.2% of
mining enterprises consider the conditions of bank lending unacceptable for themselves [14].

In these conditions, ensuring the availability of credit resources becomes one of the most
important tasks of modern macroeconomic policy of Kazakhstan. As the experience of many
developed countries shows, the expansion of economic entities” access to bank loans has a
positive effect on the development of economic activity and, ultimately, has a positive synergistic
effect on many socio-economic processes.

As one of the indicators of credit availability, the assessment of the demand for credit
resources of financial and credit institutions based on the analysis of sustainable demand for
them from economic entities is recognized. However, according to the results of the market
survey of the National Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the 4th quarter of 2022, the share
of enterprises that applied for a bank loan was only 571 enterprises or 17% of the respondents.
On average, during the fourth quarters of 2018-2022, the share of enterprises that applied to
banks for a loan did not exceed 21% of all respondents. Consequently, most enterprises used
other sources of financing for their activities, mainly their own funds.

The share of enterprises applying for a bank loan decreased by 3.3%: from 20.3% in the 1st
quarter to 17% in the 4th quarter of 2022. At the same time, the main demand for loans is formed
by manufacturing and trade enterprises: 22.9% and 17.3% in the 4th quarter of 2022, respectively.
Low demand for bank loans is observed in the transport and warehousing sector (no more than
8.2% of the respondents). The share of mining, construction and agriculture enterprises that
applied for a loan varies between 10.6-12.8% of the respondents. Consequently, the deterioration
of the Kazakhstani economy against the background of the influence of external and internal
factors leads to a tightening of credit conditions, which in turn leads to a decrease in demand
for loans from the subjects of the real sector of the economy. Under these conditions, less than a
third of manufacturing enterprises and less than 1/8 of agricultural enterprises apply for loans.

As noted in the review of the National Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan, negative
assessments of price and non-price lending conditions prevail among domestic enterprises. At
the same time, non-price conditions include the maximum size and term of the loan, requirements
for the financial condition of the borrower, security requirements, etc. Price conditions cover the
level of interest rates on loans and the number of possible commissions for the organization of
the loan, etc. [14].

The dynamics of interest rates on loans from second-tier banks of the Republic of Kazakhstan
depends mainly on decisions on the base rate of the National Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
A significant increase in the base rate since the beginning of 2022 has led to an increase in interest
rates on bank loans and negatively affected the availability of credit resources. The highest
interest rate is observed for long-term and short-term loans in the national currency, which
amounted to 19.2% in 2022.

A study of the processes of digitalization of banking business has shown that Kazakhstani
banks have developed and are successfully implementing Internet banking and a mobile
application for representatives of the corporate sector and SMEs. Digital services and digital
credit products of second-tier banks of the Republic of Kazakhstan have significant differences
due to different priority areas of credit activity and business models. Credit risk management
is based on its own systems and algorithms based on the use of artificial intelligence, internal
customer information, integration with external databases, etc. In general, Kazakhstani banks
strive to develop beyond classical banking functions through the development of ecosystems and
super-applications. Banks are expanding the possibilities of interaction with business structures
and conducting credit transactions in an online format, diversifying the range of services for
business clients available through personal accounts on online banking platforms. Consequently,
further technological development, user-friendliness of the interface, speed, availability and
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uninterrupted operation of digital services, along with the stability of the bank, come to the fore.

In order to confirm the existence of causal relationships between the volume of bank lending
to legal entities and macroeconomic conditions, an economic and mathematical model was
developed within the framework of this scientific study. The peculiarity of the proposed economic
and mathematical model is an integrated approach based on the determination of causality at
two levels: 1) between the indicators: the volume of bank lending to non-bank legal entities and
the GDP of Kazakhstan; 2) the influence of factors (the level of interest rates on loans for legal
entities, the number of second-tier banks of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the amount of overdue
debt on bank loans) on the growth of bank lending to economic entities, and, consequently, on
the availability of loans for business structures.

Let’s test the hypothesis that there is a connection between the indicators of GDP (billion
tenge) and the volume of loans to STB non-bank legal entities (billion tenge). The statistical data
used for the analysis for the period from 2002 to 2022 are taken from the Statistical Bulletin of
the National Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan and official data of the Bureau of National
Statistics of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Correlation and regression analysis was used to assess
the relationship, in particular, the linear regression model, which allows to determine the
correlation coefficient between the studied indicators, as well as to assess the degree of influence
of one indicator on another.

To identify the relationship between the first group of indicators (GDP and the volume of
loans to non-bank legal entities), the Pearson correlation coefficient was used, which is used
to measure the linear relationship between two variables. To construct the linear regression
equation, the indicators y — GDP and x — the volume of bank lending to non-bank legal entities
were taken. Results of calculations of the correlation coefficient:

The results of econometric modeling allows us to draw the following conclusions:

1) the closeness of the relationship between GDP and the volume of loans to non-bank legal
entities is high (the correlation coefficient value of 0.973 is close to 1) and positive;

2) the regression equation as a whole and its individual parameters with a probability of
99% are statistically significant and reliable;

3) the coefficient of elasticity of GDP in relation to the volume of loans to non-bank legal
entities amounted to 1.357. Therefore, it can be expected that with an increase in the volume of
loans from second-tier banks of the Republic of Kazakhstan to non-bank legal entities by 1%,
GDP will increase by an average of 1357%.

To assess the second group of indicators and determine the degree of influence of certain
factors on the dynamics of bank lending volumes to economic entities (), the following indicators
were taken:

x, — the level of the interest rate on loans for legal entities (%);

x, — number of second-tier banks of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

x, — the amount of overdue debt on bank loans to legal entities.

Statistical data of the National Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan for the period from 2002
to 2022 were used to estimate the parameters of the regression equation. To identify the closeness
of the relationship between several variables, a multiple regression method was used, which
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allows us to determine how a dependent variable is related to several independent variables and
how strong this relationship is. The results of the approximation of the studied indicators are
presented in Table 3.

The coefficient R is equal to 0.817, which indicates a fairly close relationship between the
resulting feature and factor features. The coefficient of determination R2 is 0.669, i.e., 66.9% of
the variation of the dependent variable is explained by the regression obtained. The observed
value of the Fisher criterion is greater than the critical F = 11.442 and greater than the critical
F . =4.667, which indicates the statistical significance and reliability of the regression

equation as a whole with a probability of 95%. Comparing the absolute values of the observed

values of t-statistics = 2.691 with the critical value ¢,,,;, = 2,160 it can be concluded that with a
95% probability the regression coefficients are statistically significant and reliable. The normal
probability graph allows you to visually assess the degree of linear dependence between the
dependent and independent variables (Figure 1).

The free coefficient is equal to 11,853.44 and shows what the volume of bank loans to legal
entities will beif all the factors studied are equal to 0. Therefore, the value of the dependent variable
is influenced by other factors not described in the model. Perhaps this is due to measures of state
support for business and the development of lending programs for development institutions.
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The coefficients of variables x,, x,, x, equal to 301.33, -375.56 and 3.70 respectively show
the weight of these variables on y. That is, the level of the interest rate on loans for legal entities
within this regression model affects the volume of lending to legal entities with a weight of 301.33
(a large degree of influence), the number of second-tier banks of the Republic of Kazakhstan -
with a weight of -375.56 (a large degree of influence with an inverse relationship), the amount of
overdue debt on bank loans to legal entities — with a weight of 3.70 (average degree of influence).
The negative impact of the second variable shows that a decrease in the number of banks does
not entail a decrease in lending volumes, since in the conditions of digital transformation, even a
small number of banks are able to expand remote credit services based on Internet banking and
mobile banking.

The correlation analysis showed the presence of a different causal relationship between the
studied variables, the results of which are presented in Table 4.

The closeness of the relationship between the volume of loans and the totality of the studied
factors is quite high and can be used to predict the volume of bank loans to legal entities. Thus,
with an increase in independent variables (the level of the interest rate on loans for legal entities,
the number of second-tier banks of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the amount of overdue debt on
bank loans) by 1% within the regression equation will lead to an increase in the volume of bank
lending to legal entities to 9709.3 billion tenge. On the other hand, with a decrease in independent
variables (the level of interest rates on loans for legal entities, the number of second-tier banks
of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the amount of overdue debt on bank loans) by 1% within the
regression equation will lead to an increase in bank lending to legal entities to 10339.3 billion
tenge. Such a significant difference in the results obtained is due to the negative influence of the
factor - the number of second-tier banks of the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as the influence
on the dependent variable (the volume of bank lending to legal entities) of other factors not
included in the economic and mathematical model.

Conclusions. As the results showed, a slight decrease in interest rates on bank loans does
not have a significant impact on the growth rate of lending to legal entities during the specified
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period, which confirms the thesis that the level of interest rates on loans in Kazakhstan is still
high compared to acceptable rates for enterprises.

In addition, there is a negative statistical relationship of average closeness between the
number of second-tier banks and the volume of loans they issue to enterprises. The obtained
result confirms the thesis that the quantitative reduction of second-tier banks did not have a
significant impact on the availability of loans for subjects of the real sector of the economy in
the Republic of Kazakhstan. However, according to the results of the correlation analysis, there
is a positive correlation of an average degree between the volumes of overdue loans and the
volumes of lending to legal entities, which confirms the thesis about the interdependence of
these indicators and the impact on the credit activity of banks and the increased availability of
loans for economic entities.

Thus, an economic and mathematical model was used to assess the impact of various factors
on the volume of lending and the availability of bank loans for economic entities. The model
included indicators of the volume of bank lending to legal entities and the GDP of Kazakhstan,
and also determined the degree of influence of such factors as the level of interest rates on loans
for legal entities, the number of second-tier banks of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the amount of
overdue debt on bank loans to legal entities for the period 2002-2022.

The success factors of credit policy in the digital transformation of banking business models
can now be:

- clear strategy and ambitious goals. The following elements should be included in the
bank’s credit strategy: the process of creating and developing digital credit products and business
models, calculating the costs of implementing the strategy, measures to identify risks arising
from the digitalization of credit activities;

- development of partnerships with startups and fintech companies, telecommunications and
IT services, which will allow you to gain additional competencies and competitive advantages
in the credit market;

- development of digital competencies, including the collection and processing of a large
volume of unstructured data, including using artificial intelligence.

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Islamic social finance efficiency and eco-system: Islamic finance

Abstract. The potential and prospects of Islamic finance are the issue that is currently
generating the most discourse among professionals, governmental bodies, and financial experts.
The objective of the article is to assess the efficiency of Islamic social finance and suggest
potential improvements in the current financial framework. The focus is on assessing the
economic and social outcomes of integrating Islamic finance principles into micro businesses,
as a means to promote economic development and involve communities in solving social issues.
Moreover, the authors explore how social initiatives aimed at supporting micro-businesses can
lead to cost savings for public resources. The paper seeks to develop an optimal eco-system
design for countries with dual financial system based on conventional and Islamic by utilizing
an analysis approach based on Kazakhstani implementation case. The establishment of a
social financial ecosystem offers Islamic finance an advantageous role in promoting societal
benefits. This is achieved through regulations that encompass not only civil law and human
frameworks but also the principles of Islamic Law. Such arrangements enable the development
of a sustainable and prosperous financial system and equally nurture a society that prioritizes
social welfare and philanthropy. Furthermore, based on the findings from this study, enhancing
the societal functions of Islamic finance can address various social challenges present within
communities with vulnerable populations, and may serve as a viable solution for reducing
government expenditure on targeted social assistance programs. Additionally, this study
provides recommendations for institutional support of the Islamic social finance eco-system
integrated into the financial system of the country.

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Introduction

Islam provides a holistic approach toward life, offering guidance for human beings to achieve
prosperity and success in both personal and communal aspects. In terms of economic principles,
Islamic teachings promote equitable distribution of wealth with justice, freedom, moderation,
and compassion as core values. Consequently, this sets in motion the growth and advancement
of an ethical financial system that benefits everyone without exploitation or discrimination.

Therefore, Islamic economics is not just a set of rules but rather a comprehensive ideology
encompassing various methodologies aimed at addressing contemporary socioeconomic
challenges based on the Quranic message and Prophetic traditions. Adopting this perspective
means expanding academically by exploring diverse fields such as history, sociology, politics
economy while deepening one’s knowledge around Shariah laws related to finance & trade;
improving analytical skills regarding global markets trends - enhancing understanding from
macroeconomic indicators- developing research methods applied towards alternative investment
strategies within institutional framework compliant with risk management features enforced
highlighting impact investing examples for greater social responsibility driven returns [1].

The main goal of Islamic economics is to ensure that the fundamental needs of individuals
are met by utilizing resources efficiently and maintaining social harmony in order to foster
cooperation between labor and capital, whilst completely eliminating monopolization.
Eminently, it also emphasizes attaining social justice through fair wages for employees as well
as reducing unemployment rates. Furthermore, this economic system seeks to strike a balance
between individual requirements and societal development factors [2].

Presently, there are 274 million individuals worldwide who require humanitarian
intervention. Notably, the required budget for such aid has grown annually and reached 41 billion
US dollars in 2022 [3]. The rise of conflicts and wars around the globe along with the current
pandemic have further complicated matters, increasing migration numbers and exacerbating
issues faced by those who seek assistance from outside their homeland or place of origin.
Consequently, it is vital that these individuals receive help from the international community;
several measures have already been implemented to address this need while simultaneously
searching for alternatives solutions - one being Islamic social finance when integrated alongside
microfinance approaches which hold great potential as a means of overcoming both economic
and social challenges presented by global threats today.

Islamic finance offers a distinct approach to microenterprises. Microfinance is an effective
tool for alleviating poverty, as it provides financial services, credit facilities, venture capital
support, savings accounts, insurance protections, and money transfers at the grassroots level of
society [4].

Consequently, households’ earnings would increase while creating demand for other
essential goods and services such as education, health care, and nutrition. In times of political
and social unrest or when supporting migrants or vulnerable groups becomes necessary charity
combined with technological solutions could leverage Islamic microfinance towards achieving
its goals in this regard.

The symbiosis of Islamic finance and technology needs an environment for development,
which can be provided by the ecosystem. The ecosystem for Islamic social finance, which is
deeply anchored in ethical and societal values, assumes a pivotal function in the realm of social
finance [5]. The ecosystem is developed through the integration of services and systems offered
by conventional financial institutions with those provided by Islamic financial institutions. The
four principal participants within this ecosystem are the coordinators representing various
stakeholders involved in the system, and providers of social finance.

One of the key elements for the Islamic finance and social objectives’ successful advancement
is to confront institutional hindrances such as legislative, organizational, and economic
challenges. To counteract these obstacles, it is necessary to establish effective measures that
constitute an explicit plan for the promotion of Islamic finance. Recent research has put forth
pragmatic remedies ranging from revisions in current regulations to assimilation of financial
technologies; all aimed at maximizing the social effects generated by Islamic finance.

To establish and develop an ecosystem, it is crucial to create a plan of action initially.
Afterward, one needs to recognize the providers that offer social finance services for this process.
These may comprise government authorities, global institutes, zakat or waqf foundations, and
Islamic financial institutions along with representatives from socially responsible and sustainable
commerce based on the magnitude and intention of determining the predicament in the initial
phase.

Literature review

The essential tenets of economic relationships in Islam have a strong social foundation, as
elucidated in the Holy Scripture. Islam advocates for peace and prosperity on Earth by promoting
good deeds towards family members, orphans, the poor, neighbors - both kin and strangers -,
companions nearby or during travel, and slaves one possesses without haughtiness or arrogance.
Any unfavorable thoughts, actions or disputes run contrary to Islamic teachings which mandate
cooperation in virtue while avoiding misconduct [1].
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The social and ethical features of financial system based on Islam are summarized as
following [2,3]:

- Islamic finance is driven by principles that foster a stable and socially conscientious
economic system. The system prohibits the charging of interest, instead opting for productive
economic activities based on tangible assets.

- Uncertainty, speculation, and gambling are also forbidden as they do not lead to sustainable
economic activity rooted in real financing arrangements where partners must fulfill their
commitments according to Islamic teachings.

- Any business or commercial transactions involving haram items are strictly prohibited
while profit without liability for service risk is not accepted in such financial systems.

- Further, money serves only as a technical instrument used solely for facilitating sales
transactions rather than possessing any inherent value within itself- all this is done with the
ultimate aim of ensuring community welfare aligned with Maqasid principles upheld by Islam
which stresses balance across areas including social development, economic prosperity, and
preservation of natural resources.

- The essential foundation of the unadulterated Islamic financial instruments, specifically
Musharaka and Mudaraba, originate from the principles of profit and loss sharing. The
fundamental value system that supports these principles is defined by a cooperative method of
business endeavors in which capital acts as a representative for forming partnerships. In stark
opposition to traditional banking systems, Islamic financial institutions deem it imperative not
only to distribute profits but also losses and risks fairly with their clients who are regarded as
collaborators. Furthermore, they refrain from hedging risks or transferring them onto their clients;
instead opting to undertake collective responsibility to maximize mutual benefits. This principle
derives its credibility through “liability justifies return” which underscores the importance of
combining liability with returns while ensuring no disparity exists between benefits derived
from ventures and associated risks faced thereby promoting balanced rights and obligations for
all parties involved in such agreements.

- Islamic financial instruments offer an alternative approach to financing that prioritizes
asset-based and asset-backed transactions, thereby promoting real economic activity.

- The societal implications of Islamic finance encourage funding that prioritizes the
community, aiming to tackle social problems like poverty and inequality through mechanisms
such as zakat and qard-hasan.

These distinctive features set Islam financial system apart from traditional instruments while
providing it with a competitive advantage during times of economic crises. To demonstrate the
ethical benefits for individuals and economies, we have presented them in tabular form together
with their underlying sources.

Figure 1 depicts the Islamic finance system’s benefits and advantages for economics and
society. Efficiency plays a vital role in this context and is based on the fundamental idea of
profit and loss sharing. This principle encourages true transactions between financial resources
and tangible assets while ensuring that there is no excessive accumulation of monetary funds
in interest-bearing entities. Stability in this system derives from its prohibition against trading
debt-to-debt or speculative instruments; instead, it emphasizes connections between financing
activities with real commodities. Even though there are some debt-based arrangements available
within Islam finance, selling of debts remains firmly forbidden. Islamic financial institutions
employ various contracts to foster equal access to information for all stakeholders - thus ensuring

an overall sense of transparency throughout their operations.

Enabling the mobilization of financial resources towards ethical investments and disallowing
business activities classified as haram, such as drug, alcohol, tobacco production, adult
entertainment services provision, casino gambling operations or weapon distribution allows for
financing of economic development without exacerbating community needs. The institutional
structure featuring interest and debt trading within the Islamic financial system showcases its
sustainability when faced with economic and financial crises while possessing effective tools to
manage their aftermaths.

Profits are generated through profit-sharing investments and partnerships in Islamic
financial relations. The system includes a range of financial contracts that are compliant with
Islamic principles and can be used in place of conventional debt contracts. Despite not being
widely utilized globally, Islamic finance has experienced a surge in popularity over the past few
years and has been increasingly embraced by numerous countries and financial institutions. The
benefits of the system include increased access to finance for those who may be unable to access
conventional finance due to religious or ethical reasons, as well as a focus on ethics and social
responsibility in financial activities.

It is notable that, Islamic finance is on the way to the achievement of widespread adoption
internationally, despite the potential benefits of its principles, such as sharing of the profit and
loss and ethical financial practices. There is a growing trend towards Islamic social finance and
ethical investments that align with its values. Its social features as equal abilities, social justice,
and sustainable growth, demonstrate the advantages of the system. By promoting efficiency,
stability, equity, and sustainability, Islamic finance offers a unique approach to finance that
emphasizes social responsibilities and can promote society and economic development.

Islamic finance supplies social instruments for socio-economic enhancement, including
Zakat (mandatory almsgiving), Waqf (endowments), Sadaqah (voluntary giving), and Qard
Hasan (interest-free loans). These tools are not limited to Islamic countries and have been
adjusted and adopted globally. Zakat is a mandatory payment, whereas waqf is a charitable
endowment trust, and sadaqah is voluntary giving to those in need. These tools are frequently
utilized to facilitate education and healthcare, enhance infrastructure development, and sustain
social welfare programs for disadvantaged individuals, mainly through informal systems [9].
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Social financing through zakat and waqf takes an essential role in Islamic financial relations.
Zakatis a form of wealth redistribution, and waqf involves dedicating assets for specific charitable
purposes. Expanding social financing channels can help address social and economic challenges
within Islamic communities.

According to the Islamic Development Bank the potential for Zakat 12, or mandatory
almsgiving, globally is estimated at 3% of the GDP globally, while the real collection is only
around 0.15% of OIC member countries” GDP. However, estimates of actual global Zakat
collection vary widely, with some studies suggesting a range between 200 billion and 1 trillion
US dollars. Notably, that mostly Zakat is paid by individuals and is not represented officially in
the data, which contributes to the variation in estimates. Despite the potential for Zakat, the real
collection falls far below the estimated potential [10].

The significance of Islamic financial systems extends to micro-enterprises, making the
subject of Islamic microfinance a topic that has garnered attention from scholars over an extended
period. The effectiveness of microfinance as a means of reducing poverty has been acknowledged
by reputable academics like Mohammed Obaidullah (2008). Islamic microfinance’s main goal is
to offer a range of financial services including venture capital, credit, insurance, savings, and
fund transfer to individuals and small businesses with low income. The provision of these
services aims to not only boost their earnings but also stimulate demand for essential goods and
services such as nutrition, education, and healthcare. By extending access to financial resources
in this manner, microfinance has the potential to greatly benefit disadvantaged populations by
empowering them economically and promoting inclusivity within the financial system. Islamic
microfinance sets itself apart from conventional microfinance by adhering strictly to Shariah
principles which prohibit interest-based transactions while emphasizing ethical investments
that align with social responsibility practices.

According to Khan (2008), the utmost importance should be given to ensuring access
to microfinance, rather than solely focusing on the expenses associated with establishing
and executing microfinance initiatives for poverty alleviation [11]. To achieve this objective,
several key principles of microfinance need to be adhered to. For example, individuals and
households with low incomes must have access not only to loans but also to a diverse array
of financial services such as insurance, savings programs, and money transfers. Utilizing
these financial services has the potential to enhance household earnings and cultivate wealth.
Furthermore, integrating microfinance into a nation’s financial system enables effective access
to underprivileged communities. The prospect of microfinance lies in its ability to foster the
creation of local financial institutions that can accumulate deposits and subsequently employ
them for lending activities, while also offering various other financial services. By emphasizing
these principles, microfinancing can be influential in advancing both financial inclusion and
poverty alleviation.

During the course of implementing Islamic microfinance, several obstacles have been
encountered. Nonetheless, the primary objective continues to be tackling societal and economic
issues for both microfinance institutions and the wider community [12].

The focused issue of the research in Islamic finance social tools has been changed from 1979 to
2020. The research primarily focused on delineating the fundamental principles of Islamic social
finance and conducting a comparative analysis between the Islamic economy and traditional
economic systems until 2006. Subsequently, efforts were made to evaluate the potential of Islamic
social finance in terms of poverty reduction through various financial instruments [4].

The research methodology and focus of research in Islamic social finance have evolved
over time. Early studies were focused on historical reviews and critical analysis of theoretical
materials while modern studies have shifted toward empirical research and model construction.
Additionally, the research topics have been modernized, with a focus on using Islamic social
finance to overcome economic problems and promote development [13]. There has been
increasing attention on the role of Islamic social finance in poverty alleviation and enhancing the
institutional framework for the operation of Islamic finance [14] [15]. This indicates the continuous
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advancement in research concerning Islamic finance and emphasizes further investigation into
how Islamic social finance contributes to economic growth and reducing poverty. This highlights
the ongoing evolution of Islamic finance research and the need for continued exploration of the
potential of Islamic social finance for economic development and poverty reduction [16-19].

Based on official statistics, it is proof of the Muslim faith constitutes the largest religious
affiliation among the population of Kazakhstan, accounting for approximately 70.2% of its
inhabitants. Furthermore, within Kazakhstan’s religious landscape, there exists a singular
organization known as the Spiritual Administration of Muslims in Kazakhstan. This non-
profit voluntary association serves as a central governing body overseeing Islamic affairs and
promoting communal cohesion amongst adherents to Islam across the country.

To facilitate the collection of zakat and sadaqah, various channels are utilized. These include
a designated bank account mentioned on the organization’s website, online platforms such as
websites and mobile applications that enable direct contributions. Additionally, traditional banks
like Halyk and Kaspi in Kazakhstan have integrated payment systems into their own websites
and apps to collect funds. Furthermore, cash donations are also accepted at mosques for those
who prefer an offline mode of giving.

Some scholars have proposed the integration of different measures aimed at reducing
poverty and redistributing wealth in order to generate positive interactions. One suggestion
pertains to enhancing the efficacy of zakat institutions by establishing collaborations with
microfinance organizations and financial institutions. This proposal implies that zakat and waqf
establishments, which are charitable trusts, should be integrated into the strategy for alleviating
poverty among member countries of the Islamic Development Bank, including Kazakhstan as
one such member [20] [10] [21].

According to Kuanova (2022), the potential of the Islamic financial resources in the country
21.55 billion US dollars, considering average per capita income, and the propensity to save.
Islamic financial assets in the total financial assets in Kazakhstan - is 0.2% [22]. Kazakhstan’s
per capita income stands at 3,680 US dollars annually, which is nearly 2.5 times greater than
the average amount of bank deposits in the country. However, it is important to note that these
figures should be interpreted with caution as they do not take into account the contributions
made by Islamic legal entities. Furthermore, Kazakhstan has a relatively low propensity for
saving with only 0.43 individuals actively engaging in savings practices. It is worth mentioning
though that these statistics are based on predictive data and should be considered within this
context.

Islamic Social finance possesses the capability to effectively tackle the social and economic
difficulties prevailing in Kazakhstan. This model emerges as a potential solution that aids in
extending financial aid to individuals who are impoverished and vulnerable, while concurrently
fostering development initiatives such as educational enhancements, healthcare provisions, and
sustainable progress.

Islamic Social finance is a growing and dynamic sector. It has the potential to make a
significant contribution to the social and economic development of the countries. The statement
highlights the importance of integrating various aspects of the Islamic economy to maintain a
robust Islamic economic ecosystem. It emphasizes the need to consider multiple elements, such
as social financing through zakat and waqf, tokenization of Sukuk, digitization and development
of Islamic Fintech, regulation of Islamic finance, and impact investing. These factors are seen as
potential enablers for Islamic finance development.

Regulation of Islamic finance is crucial to ensure compliance with Islamic principles and
maintain the integrity and stability of the industry. Effective regulatory frameworks help build
trust and confidence among investors and participants in the Islamic finance ecosystem. Impact
investing, which focuses on generating positive social and environmental impacts alongside
financial returns, aligns with Islamic principles of ethical and responsible investing. Encouraging
impact investing within the Islamic finance industry can promote sustainable development and
address societal challenges.
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Methodology

The present research employs data analysis techniques combined with content analysis,
which are a set of clear and uncomplicated procedures utilized to demonstrate how study data
is generated and structured. The collected information was assessed based on its trustworthiness
before it could be examined for informative purposes. In this particular investigation, the
researchers employed content analysis as an analytical tool that allowed them to methodically
investigate the contents of a specific dataset through comparisons so as to elucidate fully
their possible importance, prospects, impact, and role in empowering individuals by Islamic
social finance projects. This technique assists in comprehending the complete description and
interpretation of analyzed materials within the context being evaluated.

The study aimed to evaluate the efficiency of the Islamic social project from a socio-economic
perspective and suggest recommendations for integrating it into the Islamic finance ecosystem.
One of the challenges in assessing the social efficiency of utilizing financial resources is the lack of
consistency and clarity in the methodologies employed by researchers [27-29]. This is primarily
because the social sphere involves complex relationships between individuals, the government,
and private institutions, all working towards improving the standard and quality of living for
the population. As a result, the outcomes of these efforts, known as social effects, are not always
easily quantifiable in economic terms and are interpreted differently across various sources.

There are challenges in assessing the long-term sustainable social outcomes that have
benefits for the whole society from the realization of social programs. This includes the difficulty
of measuring these outcomes in terms of value, and the use of cost assessment techniques like
cost-benefit analysis (CBA), cost-effectiveness analysis (CEA), and cost-utility analysis (CUA)
to analyze the effectiveness of social investments and projects. The cost-benefit analysis is
specifically mentioned as a systematic comparative method of the project costs and benefits,
using a single standard metric, often in monetary terms. This highlights the need for careful
consideration of research methodologies and comprehensive analysis when attempting to
measure the effectiveness of social projects and investments, especially when assessing their
long-term impact [23] [6].

The interpretation of BCR (Benefit-Cost Ratio) is as follows: if BCR is less than 0, it means that
the costs outweigh the benefits from an economic standpoint. In such cases, it is recommended
not to proceed with the project. If BCR is equal to 1, it indicates that the costs are equal to the
benefits, implying limited validity for the project. However, if BCR is greater than 0, it signifies
that the benefits exceed the costs, and therefore, the project should be authorized to proceed. It
was selected as a social project based on the zakat and donation collection for the assessment
and the demonstration of a structured mechanism of Islamic social finance efficiency evaluation.

The “UME Social Market” (shop) in Kazakhstan endeavors to offer a convenient and
uncomplicated means for various sectors of society to revive products, economize on clothing
and non-essential items, as well as engage in philanthropic activities. This social charity shop
strives to facilitate the process of giving new life to goods while simultaneously ensuring that
individuals have access to cost-effective options.

Moreover, it serves as an avenue through which people can actively take part in charitable
occasions. By catering to diverse segments of the population with its user-friendly approach,
the shop aims to foster sustainable consumption practices while promoting social responsibility.
Part of the total income generated by the “UME Social Market” goes to operational expenses, and
the rest spends on charity. The project is based on the mechanism of acceptance of applications,
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delivery to collection points, delivering to the warehouse, selling, and getting profit. This
highlights the importance of social entrepreneurship and social investment in promoting
sustainable social outcomes and enhancing the standard of living for members of society who
are in need.

Results and Discussion

efficiency of the project.

In the first year, the initial capital expenditure of the founders will be returned. However, in
line with the principles of the “UME social market” and their original project idea, a significant
portion of this amount will be allocated towards charitable causes. This implies that by
implementing the project, not only did the founders contribute around 47 thousand US dollars
to charity at once but they also established a mechanism whereby profits generated would
continue to be divided equally between returns and contributions towards charitable initiatives
every subsequent year.

Based on the financial indicators and projected financial statements and cash flow, the
social shop is a profitable venture with strong financial performance. If all the invested funds are
directed towards charity after the project is realized, and the social market operates intending
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to generate profit for charity, it becomes an effective project for conducting long-term charitable
activities.

The social shop holds significant social importance as it seeks to promote the concept of
social protection and aid for the socially vulnerable population, as well as encourage a transfer
from “excessive” consumerism to “rational” consumption. The project addresses various social
issues, including;:

- Assisting low-income families by providing affordable goods;

Reducing inventory and waste;
- Facilitating the sharing of material and human resources;
Addressing the issue of excessive consumption;

- Encouraging community involvement and reciprocal support.

Table 4 presents the socio-economic efficiency of project realization and highlights its
successful operation.

The estimated socio-economic efficiency of investing in the social shop is 4.27. This implies
that for every unit of currency invested the social shop, there is a return of 4.27 units of currency
for charitable purposes, as the shop operates by utilizing its profits for charity. Additionally,
the socio-economic efficiency of the shop is 158.90. That is, for every unit of currency invested
and utilized in the shop, there is an additional savings of 158.90 units of currency for socially
vulnerable customers and individuals with limited incomes.

Over the initial five years of operation, there will be a 427% increase in charitable assistance
provided, and the number of needy individuals benefiting from the social market will quadruple.

Therefore, engaging in social entrepreneurship can yield financial gains and contribute to
the overall welfare of a nation’s population. The positive outcomes observed in this scenario
serve as an incentive for the growth and expansion of social enterprises within Kazakhstan and
other nations, effectively demonstrating their viability at smaller scales like microenterprises.

Islamic social finance eco-system

Within the Islamic social finance ecosystem, there exist proponents and supporters of social
welfare. These individuals and organizations play an integral role in promoting and fostering
positive societal change through various initiatives:

1. The primary advocates for the welfare of society are typically government institutions
and international organizations responsible for initiating social support programs;
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2. Non-profit public social organizations;

3. Companies and businesses that prioritize social responsibility - profit-oriented or non-
profit;

4. Institutions involved in Islamic social finance encompass various organizations that
focus on zakat, waqf, and offering micro-Islamic financial services.

In order to ensure the proper functioning of the ecosystem, it is essential to have effective
coordination from various entities whose main objective is promoting social welfare and
achieving efficient social impact. In Kazakhstan, these coordinators include governmental bodies
such as the Ministry of Finance, Ministry of Digital development, Innovations and aerospace
Industry, along with institutions like AIFC and Agency of Strategic Development. Additionally,
zakat institutions and wagqf institutions play a crucial role in coordinating the ecosystem’s
activities. Specifically for our country, Zeket and charity foundations, and SAMK’s (Spiritual
Administration of Muslims in Kazakhstan) waqf department serve as key players in this regard.

Moreover, socially responsible businesses also contribute significantly towards coordinating
the operation of the ecosystem by actively participating within its framework. Furthermore,
R&D institutions hold immense significance in creating an enabling environment for innovation
within the system. They act as valuable sources providing insights, perspectives, and ideas that
help fuel advancements.

This study presents a model for the Islamic social finance ecosystem which is derived
from conventional ecosystem models but has been adapted to serve social purposes and
cater specifically to the Islamic financial industry. The model provides an overview of the key
stakeholders involved in this ecosystem.

The construction of the Islamic social ecosystem involves a series of phases. Initially, it
entails recognizing the existing social problems and issues at hand. In terms of national context,
this stage aligns with the UN Sustainable Development Goals as our country is part of the
United Nations. As such, we are committed to addressing these societal challenges that were
investigated in the article - namely, poverty alleviation and minimizing government expenditure
on social welfare for vulnerable individuals.

The ecosystem preparation process consists of two main stages: first, the identification of
coordinators and responsible entities, and second, the establishment of an advanced mechanism
to account for the results achieved in previous stages. To effectively implement this ecosystem,
it is crucial to utilize appropriate technological solutions. Within the realm of the Islamic social
finance ecosystem specifically, these technological solutions may include a crowdfunding
platform that brings together Islamic social institutions, fund providers, and those in need.

Throughout the investigation, scholars have identified several obstacles that hinder the
progress of Islamic Social Finance. These challenges include:

1) Inadequate institutional oversight and control over Islamic Social Finance organizations:
The absence of proper regulation and supervision may give rise to non-professional investment
practices as well as ineffective risk management, potentially resulting in financial setbacks.

2) Insufficient capacity within Islamic Social Finance institutions to effectively handle
substantial quantities of funds: Numerous Islamic Social Finance institutions encounter
limitations in terms of resources and expertise required for managing significant volumes of
finances.

3) Inefficiency caused by the absence of collaboration among institutions in Islamic Social
Finance: The absence of effective coordination and collaboration between different entities
involved in Islamic Social Finance can result in redundant efforts and inefficient allocation of
resources.

4) Insufficient public knowledge about Islamic Social Finance: There exists alack of awareness
and understanding among individuals regarding the principles and functions of Islamic Social
Finance. This limited familiarity often leads to insufficient demand for products and services
associated with this field.

Efforts are currently being made to foster the growth of Islamic Social Finance through
various means:

1) One such initiative involves the creation of a national council dedicated to overseeing
and shaping policies and regulations in this field. This governing body assumes responsibility
for formulating guidelines that will enhance the efficacy and integrity of Islamic Social Finance.

2) Additionally, there is an active focus on establishing standards and regulations specific to
Islamic Social Finance to promote more transparent and reliable financial products and services
within this realm. The development of these frameworks aims at bolstering confidence among
those engaged in Islamic finance transactions.

3) Recognizing the importance of nurturing expertise, training programs have been put
into place aimed specifically at providing education opportunities for practitioners involved in
Islamic social finance endeavors. By enhancing their skill sets, we can ensure that fund managers
possess the necessary knowledge required to proficiently manage funds.

4) Enhancing public understanding of Islamic Social Finance: Raising awareness about
the concepts and benefits of Islamic Social Finance has the potential to foster greater demand
for these products and services, leading to enhanced social and economic progress within our
nation.

To accelerate the enrichment of the poor community, an integrated approach can be
implemented through management and distribution integration. This approach involves both
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funding management and efficient distribution methods. There is an outline of the proposed
strategy:

Management Integration:

a. Empowerment through Zakat Funds: Utilize zakat funds to provide projects and initiatives
to the recipients. This empowerment process should focus on enabling individuals to improve
their economic situation and become self-sufficient.

b. Development of Funding through Investment Instruments: Explore investment
opportunities that align with Islamic principles to generate additional funds for poverty
alleviation. This can involve ethical investment vehicles such as Islamic banking, socially
responsible investments, or microfinance initiatives.

Distribution Integration:

To ensure efficient and non-overlapping distribution, the process can be divided into four
phases known as the “4 ER” approach:

a. Economic Rescue: Provide immediate assistance to meet the basic needs of the poor
community, such as food, shelter, and healthcare. This phase aims to address the most urgent
and critical challenges faced by individuals in poverty.

b. Economic Recovery: Focus on supporting individuals in rebuilding their lives and
livelihoods. This can involve providing vocational training, education, and job placement
services to enhance their employability and income-generating capacity.

c. Economic Reinforcement: Offer ongoing support to individuals who have made progress
in their economic recovery. This phase can include mentorship programs, business development
assistance, and access to financial services to strengthen their economic stability and sustainability.

d. Economic Resilience: Promote long-term economic resilience by empowering individuals
to become active contributors to their communities.

Conclusion

The authors presented economic assessments of the efficiency of charity-driven social
enterprises. They introduced a theoretical framework for institutional support to ensure that
Islamic finance in Kazakhstan is socially impactful. In order for Islamic finance to grow and
effectively serve its intended purpose, it is imperative to address institutional obstacles through
the implementation of legislative, organizational, and economic initiatives as outlined by
the development strategy for Islamic finance. There exists a deficiency in the knowledge and
awareness among society regarding Islamic finance. The general public lacks understanding of
the operations carried out by Islamic financial institutions and their focus on societal well-being,
while only a few experts possess this expertise. To address these issues, an integrated approach
is proposed to evaluate the efficiency and outcomes of incorporating social aspects into Islamic
finance processes with regard to uplifting impoverished communities. It is essential to establish
mechanisms for frequent monitoring, evaluation, soliciting feedback, and making necessary
modifications accordingly in order to ensure ongoing progress.

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Qualitative and quantitative analysis of the state of the financial
market of Kazakhstan

Abstract. The relevance of the financial market, stability and efficiency of operation in the
context of the need to ensure socio-economic development is increasing in the context of growing
geopolitical and geo-economic changes in the world. The financial market plays an important
role in ensuring the high quality of socio-economic development of any state, regardless of the
degree of its development.

Of particular importance at the current stage of Kazakhstan’s development are the issues
of ensuring favorable conditions for increasing the level of competitiveness of Kazakhstan's
economy, deeper diversification of the structure of the national economy, which should
ultimately affect the improvement of the quality of life of the population.

The article considers the current state of the securities market of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
financial performance of brokers, dealers and investment portfolio managers, methods of
forecasting the dynamics of value dynamics of technical analysis tools: fundamental and
technical analysis. Special attention is paid to forecasting prices on the financial market using
the latter approach. The reasons for underdevelopment and inefficiency of the stock market and
ways to realize further development of the securities market in Kazakhstan are given.

This means that the domestic system of state regulation requires significant modernization,
when not only the benefits and interests of financial and credit institutions focused on the
extraction of commercial profit will be put at the center of attention, but also the interests of the
state, business and society will be simultaneously taken into account (for the state: promotion
of uninterrupted capital flow at the macro, meso and micro level, revival and development of
the innovation sector, increasing the competitiveness of the Kazakhstani economy and economic
growth; for the state: promotion of uninterrupted capital flow at the macro, meso and micro
level, revival and development of the innovation sector, increasing the competitiveness of the
Kazakhstani economy and its growth; for population and business — maximum accessibility and
satisfaction with the quality of financial services).

Today, within the framework of implementation of the «Zhana Kazakhstan» Concept,
the beginning of improvement of the institutional environment has been laid: the Concept of
development of public administration in the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2030, the Concept
of new budget policy until 2030, the State Planning System and updating of the National
Development Plan of the country until 2025 have been approved, transformation of state programs
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into National Projects has been carried out, the Concept of development of the financial market
until 2030 is planned to be approved.

Research methods. In this paper the authors used the following general scientific research
methods: generalization, statistical methods, comparative analysis, as well as the method of
forecasting.

In 2022, the situation in the external market was characterized by high uncertainty and the
presence of increased volatility. The geopolitical conflict between Russia and Ukraine was the
main reason for a large number of unprecedented sanctions against Russia, worsening supply
problems, which provoked a global general increase in prices, including energy prices. This
intensified the observed inflationary pressures in the global economy.

Theliquidity surplus in the money market slightly increased. Excess liquidity was withdrawn
through short-term notes, deposit auctions and NBRK deposits. Interest rates in the repo market
were mainly formed at the lower boundary of the corridor, except for tax weeks and periods
of high uncertainty, which caused an increased demand for tenge liquidity. The overnight repo
market in terms of liquidity placement became more highly concentrated, as it remains in terms
of attraction.

The foreign exchange market was characterized by high volatility amid growing uncertainty.
In particular, the exchange rate dynamics was influenced by changes in the cost of energy
resources, geopolitical situation, tightening of monetary conditions in developed countries and
strengthening of the US dollar against the currencies of other countries. The increase in the
norm of compulsory sale of foreign exchange earnings by quasi-governmental sector entities
contributed to the growth of foreign exchange sales by them. After sharp rate hikes in the first
half of 2022, in the second half of the year the foreign exchange market was characterized by a
more balanced supply and demand, as well as moderate volatility.

Results. As of today, Kazakhstan has a full-fledged securities market and an infrastructure
that provides market participants with the necessary tools to perform a full cycle of trading
and PIC trading operations. In particular, the domestic stock market assumes realization of the
concept «from Start-up to Blue chips», as a result of which the companies of different sizes,
forms of ownership and levels of development have created conditions for attraction of equity
and debt financing through securities market instruments.

Since October 2020, the possibility of remote conclusion of brokerage contracts through
biometric identification using mobile applications of brokers, as well as the provision of a full
range of brokerage services by banks has been implemented. This allowed for an active growth
in the number of retail investors in the market, the number of which increased by 56% over the
past year to 198 thousand.

As of 01.01.2023, the securities market of the Republic of Kazakhstan is represented by
38 brokers and (or) dealers (15 banks and 23 non-bank organizations), 10 custodian banks, 20
investment portfolio managers, 3 transfer-agents, as well as 2 infrastructural organizations: J[SC
«Kazakhstan Stock Exchange» and JSC «Central Securities Depository» (hereinafter - the Central
Depository), which also performs the functions of a single registrar and trade repository (Table
1). In addition, a central counterparty functions on the basis of Kazakhstan Stock Exchange JSC
[1].

As of 01.01.2023, the number of issued licenses to carry out activities on the securities market
is 74 pcs.

In the accounting system of the Central Securities Depository 550 21710 sub-accounts of
clients of depositors are opened (Figure 1), of which 519 790 (94.5%) sub-accounts belong to
clients of 4 depositors: JSC «Freedom Finance», JSC «DO NBK «Halyk Finance», JSC «Kazpost»,
JSC «First Heartland Jusan Invest». In December 2022, the number of sub-accounts increased by
4.6% (for 2022 growth by 149.9%) mainly due to an increase in the client base of «First Heartland
Jusan Invest» JSC.

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Total assets of brokers and (or) dealers and investment portfolio managers for December
2022 increased by 6.8% (46.2 billion KZT) to 579.1 billion KZT (14.6% growth for 2022) (Figure
3.10). In the structure of assets of brokers and (or) dealers and investment portfolio managers as
of 01.01.2023, the main share is securities portfolio - 66,6% or KZT 385,8 bln (Figure 3.11). The
share of non-government securities of the RK issuers is 54.5%, government securities of the RK -
17.4%, securities of international financial organizations - 8.2%.

Securities portfolio for December 2022 increased by 7.5%, for 2022 the growth amounted to
10.9% mainly as a result of increase in the volume of government securities of the RK (by 46.5%
or 21.3 billion KZT), non-government securities of the RK issuers (by 32.9% or 51.9 billion KZT)
and government securities of foreign issuers (by 12.8 billion KZT or 2.7 times).

Total liabilities for December 2022 increased by 14.2% (KZT 21.5 billion) to KZT 173.4 billion
(Figure 3.10) as a result of an increase in repo liabilities (KZT 27.8 billion).

Equity capital of brokers and (or) dealers and investment portfolio managers increased by
3.9% (KZT 15.5 billion) to KZT 405.7 billion for December 2022.

For 2022, the aggregate profit of brokers and (or) dealers and investment portfolio managers
amounted to 9.4 billion tenge.

The pandemic has accelerated a number of global trends, most notably the widespread
growth of the retail investor base, the accelerated shift to a green agenda and digitalization.

Systematic work is also carried out in terms of liberalization of legislation on investment
funds. Thus, in 2018, the requirements for their minimum asset size and the number of unit
holders were excluded. In 2020, risk investment units were admitted to circulation in the trading
system of the Kazakhstan Stock Exchange (KASE) for qualified investors. Amendments were
made to the Tax Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, according to which, starting from 2025,
income from the increase in the value of units will be excluded from the income of individuals
subject to taxation. In 2020, the regulator launched a major effort to provide brokerage companies
with the possibility of remote provision of services and remote identification of clients. The
initiative was quickly picked up by professional market participants - currently 10 out of 20
Kazakh brokerage organizations provide their mobile applications for retail investors, with
some implementing this service through the infrastructure of parent banks. In September 2021,
Kazakhstan’s government bonds were included in the Frontier Emerging Markets Government
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Bond Index (FTSE). To date, the task of attracting small and medium-sized companies to lend on
the stock market. KASE together with development institutions - Damu Fund and Kazakhstan
Institute of Standardization and Metrology (KISM), ARDF and the Ministry of National Economy
(MNE) has developed a program of SME financing with the help of stock market instruments
since 2022 [40].

Since the end of the last year a sharp inflow of retail investors has been observed on the
local market. Among the positive trends can be highlighted: growth in the number of daily
transactions taking place on KASE in 2.4 times; the number of active accounts - in 2.9 times; the
daily volume of transactions on the stock market reached 1.8 thousand with an average volume
of one transaction of KZT0.5 mln. Based on the successful experience of stock exchanges in other
countries, since November 2021 trades in foreign shares have been launched in the new sector of
KASE Global, where more than 40 most liquid shares of foreign companies are currently traded.
Shares of 6 names were especially popular among retail investors: Moderna, Tesla, Pfizer, Citi,
Boeing and Salesforce.

At the same time, there was a delisting of shares of Kazminerals JSC, whose securities over
the past few years were one of the main drivers of growth. This, however, has not prevented
the capitalization of the stock market to grow by 58% since the beginning of 2021, supported by
shares of Kazatomprom JSC and representatives of the banking sector (Bank CenterCredit JSC,
Halyk Bank JSC and Kaspi.kz JSC). According to available estimates, the share of shares offered
for sale in our country is 15-20% of their issue. It is lower than in other countries. Besides, out
of tens thousands shares of Kazakhstan joint stock companies, shares of about 300 issuers are
traded at stock exchanges, and about 90% of exchange’s turnover falls on deals with shares of
about 100 issuers. Deals with shares of many of them have occasional character, and volumes of
deals are rather insignificant

AIFC exchange was determined as the main platform for placement of corporate and
government securities. The Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Kazakhstan (Minfin RK)
plans to issue and float government securities already on the new exchange. It remains unclear
how the two exchanges will function simultaneously. Advantages of AIFC are technological
equipment of the exchange (Nasdaq Matching Engine system), variety of financial instruments
(ETF, «green bonds», sukuk) and increased interest of international investors. These factors may
deprive KASE of its status as the main domestic platform for attracting capital. Kazakhstan Stock
Exchange risks becoming an instrument only for making deals on currency and money markets.
KASE shareholder structure. The National Bank owns the largest stake of shares - 50.1%. The
second-tier banks have 25.45%. Another 23.68% belong to legal entities, including subsidiaries of
banks. The share of individuals is only 0.77% [41].

An interesting trend was the entry of microfinance organizations into the capital market.
In 2020, the ARDF allowed microfinance companies to raise debt financing on the stock market,
and the KASE simplified procedures for SMEs to list on its platform. Already by the end of
November 2021, 16 issues of 12 microfinance organizations, including two issues denominated in
dollars, were placed on KASE. By the way, the ability to issue securities denominated in foreign
currencies on KASE is also one of the innovations of 2021, and microfinance organization «Credit
Time» was the first to use this opportunity.

Discussion. Among the new trends, ESG -bonds. It continued to grow in 2021. However, so
far only international financial organizations and national development institutions participate
in the placement of this type of bonds, but in general we see that the trend is positive. In 2021, the
Asian Development Bank placed gender bonds on KASE, Damu Fund - social bonds, Eurasian
Development Bank - one issue each of gender and social bonds for a record KZT40 bIn. Securities
from the ESG sector are mainly popular for their high credit ratings and stable financial indicators.

On the derivatives market KASE launched a new trading and clearing system SPECTRA in
2021. At the moment, it holds trades in non-deliverable futures on four underlying assets: U.S.
dollar to tenge rate, common shares of Halyk Bank and Kazatomprom and KASE index. It is also
planned to launch three-month futures on some shares on dollar. Volumes of trades in this sector
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are still modest, for its development it needs big liquidity and high level of professionalism of
participants. KASE is now working on the program of market-making in this segment.

The reasons for the underdeveloped and inefficient stock market, which cannot still ensure
fair pricing, free access of investors to the securities market and protection of their interests, are:

- low financial literacy of the population (in terms of operations with securities, types of
securities, their advantages and disadvantages) and their lack of involvement in operations with
securities;

- deductive approach to the formation and development of stock exchanges in the country
(in other words, non-development of stock exchange operations in the regions where substantial
financial resources of industrial enterprises and population are concentrated in thesaurus as
potential sources of investment in securities);

- lack of a transparent country-level mechanism of capital spillover at the meso and macro
levels that would facilitate the effective transformation of savings into investments;

- unattractiveness and lack of demand for the proposed financial instruments for potential
investors;

- the practice of minimizing the authorized capital in order to prevent control over the
company, which facilitates the issuance of no more than 30% of the issued shares from their
total volume (more often no more than 10%), will not solve any financing problems due to the
modest percentage of the authorized capital both for the enterprises of the real sector and for the
population;

- the current legislation does not take into account all aspects of investors” and exchange
participants” work (cases of infringement of the rights of small shareholders (minority
shareholders) and non-resident shareholders as a result of actions of large holders of shares
(majority shareholders), significant costs in buying and selling shares, re-registration of the
rights of owners, primarily of illiquid instruments;

- underdevelopment of insurance instruments in financial risk management; 8) low
shareholder (dividend) culture (joint stock companies often have a short history, do not have
a clear dividend policy (frequent non-payment, not high dividend amount, acquired not as a
result of dividend increase, but as a result of exchange rate difference growth, which indicates
their speculative rather than investment nature);

- non-competitiveness of debt financial instruments (corporate bonds) compared to bank
loans;

- lack of public confidence in the financial market as a whole (real estate and foreign currency
deposits are more preferable investment objects for the population, while the world practice
shows that the stability of the stock market largely depends on the presence of private investors
and the volume of their investments in equity and investment funds);

- underdevelopment of the derivatives market (in world practice, the set of derivatives
offered is more extensive, and interest rate derivatives have long been the leader, while in our
country the overwhelming share of transactions falls on stock and currency derivatives) and
others;

- many participants of the stock exchange do not fully understand the possibilities of
concluding transactions in different ways, have a poor understanding of the types of transactions
on the stock market, as well as participants of transactions have a low investment culture;

- impossibility to manage financial risks - European stock exchanges have a kind of
insurance companies on the stock market and all risks of transactions are not significant. Often
a special mechanism of transactions becomes a guarantor of absence of risk, as the culture of the
population and investors allows to make this system more fine-tuned;

- lack of a clear government long-term policy with regard to the securities market, which
would facilitate the transformation of savings into investments. The stock market is not efficient
enough due to the fact that it cannot ensure fair pricing, free access of investors to the market
and protection of investors” interests. This is manifested in the infringement of the rights of small
shareholders and non-resident shareholders as a result of the actions of large holders of shares,
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in the high costs of buying and selling shares and re-registration of owners’ rights, especially
when it comes to small volumes of transactions of not very liquid shares;

- extremely small number of derivative instruments. In the world practice, the set of
derivative financial instruments offered is more extensive and interest rate derivatives have long
been the leader, while in our country the overwhelming share of transactions falls on stock and
currency derivatives. The degree of public confidence in the financial market is important for the
development of the stock market. The experience of developed countries shows that the stability
of the stock market largely depends on the presence of private investors. And the real way of
participation of small and medium investors is their investments in joint-stock and investment
funds;

- mistrust of counterparties in the OTC market;

- lack of exchange-traded derivatives market tools for efficient management of their
portfolios in order to minimize risks through hedging transactions;

- lack of opportunities for stock market participants to create different trading strategies on
the exchange market (speculative and arbitrage transactions);

- insufficient legal regulation of operations on the derivatives market (including taxation
issues);

- absence of a legally enshrined procedure for liquidation close-out netting in case of
counterparty bankruptcy (primarily relevant for banks);

- impossibility of NPF participation due to the ban on pledging pension assets, etc.

Further development of the securities market in Kazakhstan requires fundamental
transformations within the current model of the stock market infrastructure in order to ensure
the stability of its functioning and integration into the global economic system while achieving
a high level of competitiveness. In order to fulfill this task, it is necessary to have a model of
self-regulated securities market infrastructure, within the framework of which realization it is
proposed:

- implementation of programs to reduce the level of risks accompanying the professional
activities of stock market participants;

- ensuring active participation of professional participants in improving the legislative and
regulatory framework;

- development and implementation of unified standards of professional activity for all
participants of the Russian securities market, as well as principles of corporate behavior;

- expansion of the range of services provided by professional participants with simultaneous
reduction of their cost price (while maintaining high quality of services provided through
unification and optimization of operations conducted in the financial market);

- organization of work on standardization of document flow (unification of documents -
EDM system) of stock market participants, and, first of all, in terms of circulation of documents,
the exchange of which is stipulated by regulations;

- reducing the costs of state regulatory authorities for direct supervision of all professional
participants of the stock market, licensing and collection of reports;

- ensuring effective state regulation by focusing on the most important problems of securities
market regulation;

- modification of software in order to improve the efficiency of professional activities on the
securities market;

- improving the quality of consulting services on all issues related to professional activities on the
securities market (reporting, attestation, licensing, etc.);

- introduction of the practice of regular professional development of employees of
organizations that are active participants of the securities market;

- improving the quality of information support for stock market participants; improving
the system of internal monitoring and control in order to increase the level of efficiency of state
regulation of the securities market, etc.

In the world practice there is a large number of methods used to forecast prices on financial
markets.
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The level of forecasting with the help of technical analysis is quite high.

Determination of indicator sensitivity to changes in prices of financial instruments can be
tested using correlation and regression analysis.

Let us consider the dependence of the following indicators.

The listed indicators serve as a basis for correlation analysis. For each indicator of technical
analysis correlation was calculated on the basis of data for a trading week (5 days), month and
3 months. Based on the obtained results, the most indicative were the calculations based on the
price change and the corresponding indicator change, as well as their modulus change. Thus,
the correlation of two technical analysis tools MACD and commodity channel index have a close
relationship with the changes of all technical analysis tools. The correlation in this case turned
out to be greater than 0.6. The obtained high values of correlation between the data indicate a
strong sensitivity of the indicator changes in relation to price changes. Other analyzed indicators
did not show a close relationship. It should be noted that the correlation coefficient between
the data can vary greatly over time, which is caused by the constant rise and fall in the value of
financial market instruments.

To obtain a quantitative comprehensive assessment of the effectiveness of technical

indicators, the methodology is supplemented with the calculation of an integral standardized
indicator (Zcomplex i ). This indicator is calculated as the sum of standardized indicators included
in the system of criteria for assessing the effectiveness of the application of technical indicators,
including two groups of indicators.

The lower the value of the integral standardized indicator of the quality of financial assets
management with the help of technical indicator (Zcomplex i), the more effective its application

in exchange trading is. This allows ranking technical indicators by their value Z complex j .

The use of a technical indicator for a private investor is primarily indicated by the possibility
of increasing the total capital. In other words, the results of growth have a greater impact on his
interests compared to other indicators. That is why the capital increase has the greatest weight
in the calculation of the integral standardized indicator to find the optimal indicator and to
build a trading strategy for a private investor with it. Since the drawdown indicator, the ratio of
drawdown to growth and the coefficient of determination are of equal interest to the investor,
these coefficients are evaluated by the same amount of weight in the final calculation of the
indicator’s integrated performance indicator.

After all calculations, based on the methodology of rating based on a standardized
indicator, the results for each indicator are presented in Table 1.

Financial indicators play a crucial role in investment decisions by providing insight into
a company’s financial health, operating performance and future growth prospects. Investors
use these indicators to compare different investment options and select those that meet their
investment objectives.

Thus, a comprehensive understanding and effective application of financial indicators is a
key aspect of financial analysis, guiding informed decision-making by investors, lenders, and
management alike.

Conclusion
Formula for calculating a consolidated standardized performance indicator of a technical
indicator, taking into account the significance of its parameters for a private investor:

According to the used methodology, the lowest value of the standardized indicator indicates
high efficiency of the technical analysis indicator. Based on this, effective indicators for application
in the financial market are Bollinger Bands, Schaff trend cycle indicator and Parabolic SAR.

Based on the evaluation of the indicators” efficiency, a private investor can form an asset
management strategy by using an optimal combination of technical analysis tools.

It is commonly believed that technical analysis is used for quick trades and fundamental
analysis is used for long-term trades. Therefore, investors with a long planning horizon may
ignore technical analysis. If we compare both types of analysis, fundamental analysis is future-
oriented, while technical analysis is based solely on the past.

Experienced management companies skillfully combine the two types of analysis.
Experienced investors do the same. Beginning participants of the stock market can master both
types of forecasts, but on small portfolios. As a rule, it is recommended to allocate the amount
that you can afford to lose to practice a new strategy or acquired knowledge.

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Budget quality and the need for risk management

Abstract. The preparation of transparent budget documents requires politicians to explain
complex concepts to a wide range of audiences. This gives tangible benefits. Clear and
transparent budget documents can enhance the impact of policy, budget planning, legislative
oversight and citizen participation. Such reports allow policy makers to send signals about
emerging economic and fiscal trends, helping shape public debate and anticipating future
responses.

An open budget that takes into account economic and fiscal realities in an understandable form
promotes accountability and effective budget planning. This allows civil society organizations to
interact with the budget. This, in turn, strengthens the social contract between citizens and the
state. Certainly, clear writing not only aids relevant authorities in honing their budget strategy
and policy thinking but also contributes to improved and more coherent policy decisions.

The primary objectives of this research encompass an examination of how attributes like
transparency, assessment, and goal accuracy in budget reporting influence budget efficiency.
Additionally, the study explores the influence of risk management as a constraining factor on
the correlation between budget characteristics and the resulting budget reports. In practical
terms, the findings of this investigation aim to enhance the effectiveness of entities involved in
the planning and execution phases, thereby contributing to overall operational improvement.

Introduction

Many countries produce voluminous budget documents with reports that take up hundreds
of pages, and thousands of pages of raw data. The main documents are a verbose, overloaded
with terms, a disparate set of strategies, spending programs and insignificant or insignificant
details, with little analysis of macroeconomic or fiscal trends. In some countries, the situation
is different. Budget documents are written concisely and clearly. They focus on up-to-date
information, with a frank analysis of spending and income trends, and clearly explain how
public finances are managed.

According to the IMF estimates, of all the components assessed in the Fiscal Transparency
Code (PBC) according to 46 principles, Kazakhstan complies with good and best practices
according to 16 principles but does not meet the requirements for 22 principles and meets only
the basic requirements for the remaining 10 principles of the PBC. According to the assessment
presented in this report, the practice of ensuring transparency of the budget system is relatively
more effective in the field of budget reporting, budget forecasting and budgeting, while relatively
lower indicators in the field of analysis and management of budget risks, as well as management
of revenues from extractive industries reflect ongoing reforms in these areas.
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Methodology

In this research, targeted sampling was employed, utilizing official data sourced from
financial authorities. In order to sort out the proposed hypotheses, statistical methods were used,
namely, linear regression and, accordingly, interaction analysis (MRA) to clarify. According to
the results of the study, it was revealed that the insecurity of the budget, that is, the deficit has
a bad impact on concreteness, assessment and steadfastness of goals. Risk management has an
indirect effect on the correlation between a competent budget and a deficit, as shown by the
results of the interaction analysis. You can say more, risk management negatively triggers the
insecurity of the budget.

Discussion

Kenis emphasizes the pivotal role of budget quality, determined by characteristics such as
participation, evaluation, feedback, goal clarity, and the complexity of budget goals, in shaping
budget development and behaviour [1]. Notably, active participation in mainly planning is linked
to the creation of a lower-quality budget, and budgetary involvement reduces the inclination
toward budget deficit escalation [2].

Enhancingbudget quality necessitates considering planning criterialike continuity, flexibility,
and accuracy. Achieving these criteria requires establishing a synergistic link between long-term
strategic planning and more operational short-term planning [3]. Furthermore, incorporating
risk elements, in line with the International Federation of Accountants’ definition of risk as
uncertainty affecting goal achievement, is crucial in the planning process. A systematic approach
to risk management, involving identification, understanding, measures, and communication,
becomes imperative [4].

Researchers such as Collier, Bury, Baerdemaeker and Bruggemann were busy searching for
an answer to the question of where the uncovered budgets came from, that is, the deficit. In this
connection, we investigated the issue of risks in the process of budget formation. For this purpose,
an empirical study was conducted. The question was posed as follows. If the risks are managed
will it affect the literacy of the budget and the relevant documents [4, 2]. Conceptually, the study
anticipates providing a fresh perspective on risk assessment in budgeting, considering budget
quality characteristics. From a practical standpoint, the results aim to inform the implementation
of risk management in budgeting processes to curb the trend of budget deficit growth.

To address the research task, primary data from a survey of employees in local self-
government bodies will be analysed using regression analysis and simulated regression analysis
(MRA). The budgeting process, as a formal method for future planning, inherently involves
considerations of risk and uncertainty [4]. Risk assessment involves conceptual challenges related
to internal or external events, information visibility, managerial perception, and organizational
systems for risk coping [5].

Collier and Berry classify budget risks based on the budget process and content, including
political and operational risks [6, 7, 8, 9, 10]. Negotiations during budgeting may lead to inefficient
resource allocation, representing a political risk. Operational risk arises from the “top-down”
budgeting process and can be minimized through systematic risk management steps [5, 11]. A
structured, managerial approach to risk management is essential for optimal resource allocation
in the budgeting process [12].

The concept of risk management, originating from the private sector, emphasizes a process
involving all elements of the organization to ensure goal achievement. In the realm of budgeting,
its significance becomes paramount, particularly when confronted with political manipulation
of budget policy. This is evident when parties aim to prioritize their interests, often at the cost
of efficient resource allocation [9]. Using conditional variables allows for the consideration of
moderators and intervening variables, influencing the relationship between two variables and
serving as intermediaries, respectively [13].

According to many principles of the PBC, Kazakhstan follows the good international practice
of public finance management (PFM) and analysis in this area, but the relevant information is
available only for internal use. This lack of public disclosure of information explains Kazakhstan’s
non-compliance with the criteria for certain principles. Multilevel budget reporting is in effect,
which does not always ensure comparability and consistency of data. A rapid increase in
transparency can be achieved by publishing reports already available for internal use, improving
data quality and adopting user-friendly reporting formats, implementing planned PFM reforms
and launching integrated data portals, including on mineral reserves (Kaznedra) and public
investments (Smart Data Ukimet). The transparency and analytical usefulness of reports can be
further improved by clearly linking information in various documents, achieving consistency
in reporting throughout the budget cycle, and explaining differences and changes between
reporting releases.

Budget reporting is consistent with good and best practices on four principles. The Ministry
of Finance (MOF) ensures timely posting of periodic and annual budget reports based on
national and international standards. The rules of budgeting, accounting and reporting have
been harmonized, and ongoing accounting reforms have led to the issuance of consolidated
financial statements on the accrual basis in 2019-2021. However, further improvements are needed
in the institutional coverage and division of the public sector into sectors, in particular with
regard to the inclusion of budget-funded quasi-public entities (CGS) in the relevant subsectors
of the public sector. In addition, further improvement of economic classifications is required
in accordance with international recommendations and ensuring consistency of reporting
throughout the budget cycle for the entire public administration sector and the public sector.
These reforms, together with improved access to and quality of basic data, will significantly
increase the availability of better information, facilitate the harmonization of data from various
sources and create a stronger basis for budget analysis and decision-making.

Certainly, the foundation for crafting budget reports lies in the data obtained through budget
accounting. According to the existing legislation of our country, budget reporting is obligated
to adhere to specific qualitative characteristics [14]: reliability, signifying the authenticity of
transactions and the absence of errors in their accounting representation; completeness, indicating
the inclusion of all necessary information outlined by the budget legislation of our country;
compliance, which means compliance with the provisions of this Code and other regulatory
legal acts on reporting.

Budget reporting includes the following types of reports of state institutions, administrators
of budget programs, the authorized bodies for budget execution and the offices of akims of cities
of district significance, villages, settlements, rural districts, the Government of our country, local
executive body.
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Based on the Conclusion to the report of the Government of our country on the execution
of the republican budget for 2022, revenues to the republican budget (including loan receipts)
amounted to 20,176.8 billion tenge or 100% of the plan. Over-fulfilment was in the amount more
than 2,5 billion tenge. Compared to two years ago, revenues increased by around 4 trillion tenge
and loan receipts by more than 470 billion tenge [15].

The revenues of the republican budget amounted to 15,963.4 billion tenge, which is higher
than the plan by 298.4 billion tenge (by 1.9%), with an increase of 3,458.8 billion tenge or 27.7%
compared to 2021.

Moreover, the dynamics for three years (2020-2022) shows a trend towards an increase in the
revenues of the republican budget in total terms, with the exception of non-tax revenues.

Thus, tax revenues in the amount of 10,026.8 billion tenge with an increase to the level of
2021 occupy a significant share in the structure of republican budget revenues. At the same time,
almost half of the increase in tax revenues (1,385,9 billion tenge) was provided due to economic
growth.

The growth in 2022 by 2021 of the GVA of the non-oil and gas sector (taking into account the
secondary and tertiary sectors) amounted to 18.5%, and the ratio of tax revenues to non-oil and
gas GVA increased by 2 percentage points (12% in 2022).

The other reasons for the increase in revenues are an increase in tax rates, one-time receipts,
amendments to legislation, a reduction in VAT refunds and improved administration.

In 2022, the proportion of tax revenues in the overall revenue composition of the republican
budget rose to 62.8%, marking an increase from the 2021 figure of 56.4%. It’s worth noting that
during 2018-2019, the share of tax revenues remained relatively stable, at 64.8% and 64.5%,
respectively.

Approximately 34.4% of the total revenue for the republican budget is derived from transfers,
amounting to around 5.5 trillion tenge in 2022. This includes approximately 4.6 trillion tenge
from the fund of future, reflecting a 6.7% growth compared to the 2021 figure of 5.2 trillion tenge.

The expenses of the republican budget for last year were approved by the Law of RK “On
the Republican Budget for 2022-2024” in the amount of 17.5 trillion tenge.

In order to implement the Law, the Government adopted Resolution “On the implementation
of the Law of RK “On the Republican Budget for 2022-2024”, which was amended 9 times (in
2020 — 5 times, in 2021 — 9 times).

When comparing the data of the updated budgets with the indicator two years ago, we see
an increase of about 4 trillion tenge (by 25% of the quarter). Five-year-old dynamo shows the
following growth:

- expenses from 9 to 18 trillion tenge;

- budget loans by 2.6 times (from 250 to 660 billion tenge, by 2021: by 0.3 trillion tenge (from
0.4 to 0.7 trillion tenge));

- repayment of loans by 3.3 times (from 0.5 to 1.6 trillion tenge, by 2021: by 0.5 trillion tenge
(from 1.1 to 1.6 trillion tenge)).

At the same time, non-linear financing is observed for the acquisition of financial assets (an
increase of 4 times, then a decrease of 6 times and a slight increase last year to the level of 85
billion tenge).

In last year, the amount of inefficiently used budget funds amounted to more than 420
billion tenge.

Inefficiently used budget funds include:

- undevelopment — around 82 billion tenge;

- return of purposed transfers — around 85 billion tenge;

- return of budget loans — around 6 billion tenge;

- the balance of funds of semi-state sector — around 11.5 billion tenge;

- violations identified by the state audit bodies — around 238 billion tenge (including the
Supreme Audit Chamber —38.3 billion tenge, audit commissions — 165.9 billion tenge, the Internal
State Audit Committee and Internal Audit Services — 33.5 billion tenge).

The research employs a survey on risk management and the understanding of authorized
state bodies of a formed competent budget with an eye to the goal in order to make appropriate
calculations and variables. Doing everything according to the document COSO Miller and Robert
need to conduct a survey. This document consists of 10 questions as to whether the authorized
body, when developing the budget, knew the latest innovations, changes and structure of
research documents, regulatory legal acts, decisions of all levels of government. The responses
were evaluated on a Likert scale in the range from 1 to 5.

For hypothesis testing, two statistical models were applied in the study:

1. Multiple regression analysis was used, formulating the regression equation as follows:

Average Value of the first variable is 31,48. The people who answered the questions consider
the budget clearly.

Average Value of the second variable is 17,57. The people who answered the questions
consider this document to be quite accurate.

Average Value of the third variable is 35,46. The people who answered the questions consider
this document acceptable for assessment.

Average Value of the fourth variable is 38,87. The people who answered the questions
consider risk management acceptable.

Average Value of the fifth variable is 37,25. The people who answered the questions find the
effectiveness of the monitoring carried out over the budget to be quite effective.

The verification of data normality through the Kolmogorov-Smirnov test with a significance
level of 5% is a crucial step. If the significance is greater than 0.05, it implies that the data follows
a normal distribution. Unfortunately, specific results of the test are not provided, so a detailed
interpretation is not possible without the information from Table 4.

Now, regarding the direct impact of budget quality the budget on the usefulness of the final
conclusions on the budget. It is assumed that the quality of the budget has a bad effect on its
control. What does the regression analysis show us about this (Table 5).

The results of the test demonstrate that the regression model is statistically significant for
predicting variables. Thus, the hypothesis of negative influence made above is correct. This
conclusion does not solve the first problem.

In the future, in-depth studies on the impact of risk management are required. That is, is
there a correlation with cooperation between competent planning and the reduction of treasury
money.

Conclusion

The audit results revealing a significant impact of budget quality, particularly clarity and
accuracy of assessment, on budget reporting support the acceptance of the study’s hypothesis.
This implies that the quality of the budget plays a substantial role in reducing the creation of
budget slack by members of the budget committee.

So, there is no statistical significance between risk management and the correlation of budget
literacy and its reporting. Total direct regression between these indicators indicate a pretty decent
opposite effect. The conducted interaction test, in order to convince the assumptions made,
confirms that a competent budget can directly affect its reporting. Thus, the study concludes
the following. Risk management itself does not serve as a deterrent in the studied dependencies.

In terms of contributions, this study adds valuable insights to the realm of management
accounting. Firstly, it expands the existing literature on budget quality by recognizing its
crucial influence. Secondly, the study emphasizes the importance of considering the budgeting
process as a multifaceted task, contributing to the growing body of research acknowledging
the complexity of budget-related studies. Overall, these findings have implications for both
academic understanding and practical applications in the field of management accounting.

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Transformation of accounting in the digital economy and
prospects for its development

Abstract. The article examines the features of digital economy, analyzes its implementation
in the Republic of Kazakhstan with the study of domestic and world statistics. The authors
present the technologies and methods of digitalization of accounting. The paper presents the
blockchain technology, a flowchart of the technology is given, its features, advantages and
problems of implementation are analyzed. Blockchain technology makes it possible to apply in
accounting procedures such as triple entry, digital audit, smart contracts, cloud data storage,
use of transactions, exclusion of unconfirmed expenses and others. Along with the undoubted
advantages of using blockchain technologies, it is necessary to name a number of problems related
to their implementation, primarily in the field of requlatory support, ensuring the availability
of competent specialists, as well as their training, investment and management systems. The
authors propose directions for the introduction and development of digital technologies in
accounting, including changing the accounting system, using a digital asset, expanding the
qualitative and quantitative characteristics of «leased assets«, the use of new digital currencies,
and improving the skills of accounting personnel. Currently, it is necessary to actively develop
the use of digital technologies in the field of accounting, since this is becoming one of the
necessary conditions for maintaining the competitiveness of organizations.

The purpose of this article is to study the main indicators of the development of the digital
economy in the Republic of Kazakhstan, to analyze the problems in the field of digitalization
in accounting, as well as to identify the main ways and factors of the development of digital
accounting.

Introduction

The State Program «Digital Kazakhstan» implemented by the Government of the Republic
of Kazakhstan through the development of innovative digital technologies is aimed at creating
an economic environment that ensures the most effective interaction of citizens, society, business
and the state [1]. The main innovative tools of digitalization are artificial intelligence, cloud
technologies, big data, and process robotization. During the transition to digital technologies and
the formation of the digital economy, the main trend of socio-economic society is information, as
the main most valuable resource. In the accounting system, the information component is also
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one of the most important and priority. In the works of modern Russian scientists devoted to this
problem, it is noted that the development of the theory and practice of accounting is impossible
without high-speed information technology complexes, digitization and transmission of
information online. Relevant information, along with the means, objects of labor and labor itself,
turns into a full-fledged factor of expanded reproduction.

Accounting, being the main subsystem of management of an economic entity and the
recognized language of business, is constantly changing under the influence of external factors,
whicharereflected in thelegislative acts of Kazakhstan. Over 80% of the information characterizing
various processes and facts of financial and economic activity of economic entities is concentrated
in the accounting system. Accounting, which includes the collection, registration and provision
of economic information about the financial and economic activities of an organization in the
context of digitalization and changes in information content, is losing its relevance [2]. This is
confirmed by the use of tools for collecting, analyzing and storing information that have not
changed for a long time, and by the stagnation of theoretical and methodological approaches
to building an accounting system and forming financial statements. The ongoing processes of
globalization and digitalization, the use of cloud technologies, artificial intelligence capabilities,
big data and tools that allow processing a large amount of information in a short period of time
by economic entities in their practical activities, affect the conceptual foundations of theoretical
and methodological approaches to the organization of the accounting system, fill the concept of
«accounting« with a new meaning. The reform of the accounting system is inevitably associated
with a change in the legislative framework, the influence of the surrounding reality, the economic
conditions in which an economic entity operates, and the rapid development of digitalization.

Research methods

The digital economy, as a new socio-economic phenomenon, is evolving at such a rapid pace
that the theoretical and methodological aspects of building an accounting system are significantly
lagging behind in the development of this phenomenon. The research theory is based on the
works of leading domestic and foreign modern scientists and practitioners devoted to the
development of accounting during the digitalization of the processes of collecting, consolidating
and analyzing information about the activities of economic entities [3].

Currently, the issues of global transformation of the accounting system through the influence
of the information potential of the existing economic space are particularly acute. The research,
based on the transformation of the content of accounting methods under the influence of
innovative digital technologies introduced into the accounting process, is based on a systematic
approach. Dialectical and empirical methods are used as the main methodological principles of
the study.

Discussion and results

The State Program «Digital Kazakhstan» [1], approved by the Government of the Republic of
Kazakhstan No. 827 dated December 12, 2017, defines the conceptual and categorical apparatus
in the field of digital economy, the goals and objectives of its implementation and development,
and also designates the following structure, consisting of five main directions of the program
implementation (Table 1).

One of the key goals of the state program is to accelerate the pace of development of the
republic’s economy and improve the quality of life of the population through the use of digital
technologies in the medium term, as well as creating conditions for the transition of the economy
of Kazakhstan to a fundamentally new development trajectory that ensures the creation of the
digital economy of the future in the long term [4].

The reporting data of the central state bodies of the Republic of Kazakhstan indicate that
there are positive trends in the field of digitalization. In the ranking of countries by the level of
development of electronic government (E-government) by the end of 2022, Kazakhstan ranked
29th among 193 countries (over the past 3 years, an increase of 10 positions up). Kazakhstan also
ranks below other economically leading countries in the total GDP (Figure 1).

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According to this indicator, Kazakhstan is significantly inferior to such countries as Israel
(30th place), Russia (36th place), China (45th place), Uzbekistan (87th place), India (100th place),
etc. To assess the effectiveness of investment volumes in the field of digitalization, which affects,
among other things, socio-economic development, on basis of official data since 2015, the ratio of
such effective qualitative indicators as exports and imports of goods related to information and
communication technologies (ICT) has been considered and it can be stated that in comparison
with other countries with a sufficiently developed economy, the share of exports of ICT goods in
Kazakhstan in total exports remains extremely low (Figure 2).

The volume of total ICT costs for the period 2015-2022 amounted to 2,484,856.4 million
tenge, including the costs of public administration - 310 668.2 million tenge or 13% of the total
(private sector — 87%).

The volume of total expenditures on information and communication technologies (ICT)
in Kazakhstan for the period 2015-2022 amounted to KZT 2,484,856.4 million, including
expenditures of public administration bodies - KZT 310,668.2 million or 13% of the total (private
sector - 87%) (Figure 3).

Against the background of the growth of the total volume of ICT costs, which in 2022
increased by 168,080.8 million tenge (or 76%) compared to 2015, the lion’s share falls on the
payment of services of third—party organizations and specialists (outsourcing) related to
information technology - 696,732.9 million tenge or 42.5%.

In addition, relatively significant costs associated with the acquisition of software used on
the basis of a license agreement, their share at the end of analyzed period was 16.6% with
positive growth dynamics (2015 — 9.7% and 2022 - 16.6%).

It should also be noted that there is an increase in the need for IT specialists, which in 2022
increased by 63% compared to 2015 (2015 - 4,449 people, 2021 - 7,038 people).

On the contrary, independent software development within the organization and employee
training related to the development and use of ICT by the end of 2022 accounted for a relatively
low share in the structure of total costs (4.4% and 0.3%, respectively), in the latter case with
negative dynamics of the indicator (2015 — 1.5% and 2022 — 0.3%).

As aresult of a number of studies in the field of digitalization of accounting, using software,
databases, as well as the principles of their configuration and construction, two directions of
such digitalization have been identified:

— technology for obtaining, storing and transmitting the necessary information to addressees
in accounting;

— methodology of systematization of information [6].

The technology of obtaining, storing and transmitting information includes the use of
modern information systems related to the creation, operation and maintenance of databases in
accounting. The development of such information systems is directly influenced by two main
factors:

—innovations in the technical base and equipment, entailing the creation of new information
needs;

- innovations in automated information systems.

The essence of the accounting method is to understand and know its elements, which are
documentation, inventory, accounts, double entry, valuation, calculation, balance sheet and
reporting.

Therefore, with regard to accounting methodology, it is advisable to talk about the use of
accounting technologies such as:

— methods of primary observation, for example, documentation, inventory and others;

—methods of systematization and ordering, for example, accounting accounts, double entry;

— methods of cost measurement, for example, calculation, evaluation and others;

—ways of combining information, for example, the balance sheet or accounting statements [7].

Digitalization of accounting contributes to the fact that any aspect of economic activity is
entered into the register (database) in the form of a set of details, among which account details,
debit and credit appear. Since they are written in binary code, it is possible to use more than
two accounts. As the number of details increases, for example, analytical accounts, accounting
accounts, management and other information, it is more convenient to generalize, systematize
and present the entire information array for use in a format different from that achieved with
manual data entry [8].

Blockchain technology, which has been developing at an accelerated pace in recent years,
can become one of the most effective and working tools for digitalization of accounting [9].

Analysts of the well-known Indian consulting company Fortune Business Insights in their
report on the blockchain market research identified the leading regions, industry and market
trends, technologies being rapidly introduced at the global level, growth-stimulating factors and
constraints, as well as the competitive environment and presented an overview of the blockchain
market (Figure 4).

The volume of the global blockchain market in 2020 amounted to 3.06 billion US dollars. In
2020, the global market showed significant growth — by 52.4% compared to the average annual
growth in 2017-2019. It is predicted that in 2021-2028, the market will grow from 4.68 billion US
dollars (current figure) to 104.19 billion US dollars, and the average annual growth rate will be
55.8%.

Blockchain technology makes it possible to store data on financial transactions, legal
obligations, property rights, providing full transparency and universal accessibility for review,
but at the same time reliably protecting against any forgery, hacking, and so on. Increasingly,
at present, certain elements of this technology are used both at the state level and in individual
corporations.

The essence of blockchain technology is to build a continuous sequence of blocks according
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to certain rules. Each block of the system has a direct connection with the previous block, secured
with a digital signature [11].

The use of blockchain on a regulatory basis in accounting will be a promising and effective
direction. The essence of the tool is presented in the form of a diagram (Figure 5).

Blockchain technology has a number of advantages that are most widely used in the field of
finance, such as: traceability of financial transactions and transactions on the site; data security
using a permanent digital record; access of each participant to an up-to-date copy of the database;
speed and reliability of operations performed; protection of operations and users due to data
decentralization between servers [13].

The advantages of introducing digital accounting in organizations prevail over the problems
that accompany them, however, one should be aware that a number of significant measures will
be needed to facilitate the transition to full digitalization, including both the training of qualified
personnel and the introduction of information and communication technologies themselves,
including the preparation of the necessary equipment, resources, and information base.

Let’s outline the main problems associated with the introduction of blockchain technologies
in accounting, and requiring changes and adjustments to the system of regulatory and legal
regulation, information support, personnel changes (Table 3).

Along with the noted advantages and problems of introducing digital technologies into
accounting, a number of areas of such development should be noted:

1. Changing the accounting system in organizations.

We are talking about the development of accounting policies in organizations of various
types. To date, there are three types of enterprises in science and practice;

— traditional organizations operating normally, but at the same time using modern
technologies to solve certain business tasks;
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— organizations that operate and interact with customers only through the Internet and
various kinds of virtual channels;

— Internet organizations that are not tied to a physical asset. Their number is constantly
growing, including various innovative projects.

2. Using a digital asset as an innovative accounting object.

Digital assets are one of the types of intangible assets, which is associated with taking into
account information about objects that do not have a tangible form [16]. Assets such as franchise,
trademark, customer loyalty and others are a kind of intangible assets, and, among other things,
they can be considered as digital assets, but they are often not accounting objects, and in addition,
there is a problem of estimating their value. A number of issues are also related to intellectual
capital, namely, its accounting and evaluation of its value.

3. Expansion of qualitative and quantitative characteristics of «leased assets».

According to a number of scientists, «the new business model of an enterprise in the digital
economy allows replacing the sale of a physical object with the sale of its working resource»
[17]. Since leased property is included in the assets of the organization in accordance with
international requirements from 2019, it is necessary to envisage changes in the methodology of
accounting and identification of such «rental assets».

4. The emergence of new digital currencies.

At the level of domestic legislation, attempts are being made to consolidate such digital
financial assets as tokens, cryptocurrencies and a number of others as means of payment, and
virtual organizations engaged in mining and other activities will acquire the status of full-fledged
participants in the financial market of digital assets [17].

5. The growth of the competence of accounting personnel.

The accountant profession in the digital economy will need new competencies, for example,
he will have to perform certain tasks of the organization’s business, solve risk assessment
issues, possess knowledge in the field of economics, which will require constant professional
development and self-improvement. The accountant profession cannot disappear for objective
reasons, however, it will have to meet the new realities of business in the digital economy.

Conclusions

Thus, it should be noted that the development of the digital economy and accounting in
Kazakhstan, despite lagging behind other developed countries in a number of points, is actively
developing. The introduction of digital technologies at all levels of the economy, including the
development of the regulatory framework and the creation of conditions for application, affects
most areas of activity. The field of accounting, being one of the most conservative, requires a
special approach and developments on this issue. It is necessary to train accountants, actively
introduce digital technologies at enterprises, develop alegislative framework, and solve problems
arising in the process of implementation. The competitive advantage of organizations owning
information and communication technologies is obvious, and now it is necessary to move more
actively on this path.

Neuromarketing research of communication efficiency of tourist advertising

Abstract. The article deals with the application of neuromarketing technologies for the evaluation
of a tourism commercial in Kazakhstan. Neuromarketing research is one of the innovative areas, which
is a symbiosis of psychology and marketing. The purpose of this article is to identify which visual and
audio elements of advertising increase its communicative effectiveness based on the neuromarketing study
of the commercial using Face Reading. The options for using neuromarketing equipment to assess the
emotional perception of a tourist video are considered. A brief analysis of neuromarketing studies in the
works of domestic and foreign scientists was carried out. Particular attention is paid to what emotions
contribute to increasing memorability, arouse interest in the commercial. The studies used a spectral
analysis of the commercial, which allows us to analyze the emotional attitude of the respondents to various
visual and auditory stimuli in the advertising of tourism in Kazakhstan. The results of the study made
it possible to draw a conclusion on the potential of using neuromarketing technologies to improve the
communicative effectiveness of the commercial. As a result of the research, recommendations have been
developed for modeling a tourist video, taking into account the findings. This method not only determines
the understanding of which frames cause a higher emotional outburst, but also the possibility of increasing
emotional perception when viewing advertising to form an associative array with tourism in Kazakhstan.

Abstract. The prospects for the development of the tourism industry are increasingly associated with
introduction of information technologies and formation of a fundamentally new structure of this sector of
the economy, the fundamental elements of which may become digital ecosystems. The article presents the
main approaches to defining the essence of the concept of “digital ecosystems” and conceptually considers
the classification of digital ecosystems in the field of tourism and hospitality. The classification and
advantages of digital platforms acting as a base for building a digital ecosystem of tourism and hospitality
are considered. Based on the available world experience, the vectors of digital ecosystems development in
various sectors of economic activity are studied and the directions and prerequisites for actualization of the
digital ecosystems foundations for the national tourism industry are defined.

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A comprehensive study of Kazakhstan’s cultural heritage and its
impact on domestic tourism

Abstract. Cultural heritage is not just a static imprint of the past, but also a dynamic
contribution to the current and future socio-economic structure of the country. The article
examines the dynamic relationship between the cultural heritage of the Republic of Kazakhstan
and the growing sphere of domestic tourism. The study focuses on assessing how the rich
cultural heritage of Kazakhstan can be strategically used to stimulate the sustainable growth
of domestic tourism, strengthen national pride and cultural identity, and also covers several
key objectives: to analyze the state of Kazakhstan’s cultural heritage; to assess its potential as a
development factor for domestic tourism; to assess the level of awareness about cultural heritage
objects; and formulate pragmatic recommendations on the use of heritage for the development
of domestic tourism. The significance of the research from a scientific point of view covers
the academic discourse on cultural tourism, and the practical part offers an action plan for
stakeholders in the industry. Using a systematic methodology, the study synthesizes existing
literature to contextualize research within the broader academic landscape and uses quantitative
methods such as surveys to collect empirical data from tourists and tourism professionals. This
mixed methodological approach makes it possible to get a comprehensive understanding of the
perception and behavior in relation to cultural objects of Kazakhstan. The practical significance
of the research results lies in providing a strategic framework for the integration of cultural
heritage preservation, offering recommendations for the development of domestic tourism in
Kazakhstan. The analysis and results clarify the key role of cultural heritage in the development
trajectory of the tourism sector of Kazakhstan. Thus, it was revealed that the cultural heritage
including both tangible and intangible elements, serves as a powerful incentive for domestic
tourism.

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Introduction. The message of President K.K. Tokayev dated September 1, 2023, stressed the
need to harness the country’s potential. Similar transformative projects should be implemented
in the tourism sector [1].

In recent years, there has been a shift in the discourse on heritage from a conservation-
oriented approach to a values-oriented approach, which entails recognizing the value of cultural
and natural heritage across various spheres of life. The London Declaration of the Conference
on the Sustainable Cultural Heritage of Europe, stated that cultural heritage has a significant
impact on various areas, including economic and regional development, sustainable tourism,
job creation, skills development through technological innovation, environment, social identity,
education and construction.
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The significant potential of domestic tourism lies in stimulating the economies of countries,
strengthening cultural identity, and promoting sustainable tourism development. This potential
is rooted in the historical and cultural heritage, evident in ancient structures, works of art,
narratives, and traditions.

Purpose of the study is to conduct a comprehensive analysis of the relationship between
the cultural heritage of the Republic of Kazakhstan and domestic tourism expansion, to provide
practical recommendations for utilizing the heritage to promote sustainable tourism development
and enhance national pride and identity.

Research objectives:

1. To examine the cultural heritage of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

2. To explore the potential of Kazakhstan’s cultural heritage and cultural experience as the
primary drivers of domestic tourism.

3. To assess the level of awareness regarding the cultural heritage sites of Kazakhstan.

4. To offer practical recommendations for the domestic tourism promotion through the
preservation and popularization of cultural heritage.

Research methods

Literature review. Conducting a comprehensive review of literary sources, focusing on
cultural heritage. This stage serves to synthesize current knowledge, identify trends and pinpoint
gaps in the existing literature.

Methodological approach. The study employs quantitative methods, including surveys, to
gather numerical data and draw logical conclusions.

Data collection. Questionnaires were distributed to both tourists and individuals working in
the tourism industry to collect information.

Conclusions. Through an extensive examination of the gathered information, conclusions
are drawn regarding the influence and significance of cultural heritage in the tourism sector
development.

Results of the study. The term «heritage» encompasses the legacy of physical artifacts,
includingbuildings, monuments, landscapes, books, works of artand artifacts, as well asintangible
attributes such as folklore, traditions, language and knowledge. This heritage is inherited from
past generations, preserved in the present, and passed on for the future generations’ benefit. The
authors have examined this legacy within various contexts, as illustrated in Figure 1.

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Cultural heritage encompasses tangible elements such as buildings, monuments, landscapes
and books, along with intangible aspects like folklore, traditions, language and knowledge. It also
includes natural heritage, which comprises culturally significant landscapes and biodiversity).

Natural heritage comprises physical and biological formations or groups of such formations
that hold ecological, aesthetic or scientific value. For instance, natural heritage sites may include
national parks and nature reserves.

Historical heritage pertains to both tangible and intangible remnants of the past that possess
historical significance and value. This heritage is preserved and transmitted from one generation
to the next due to its importance in comprehending the historical context, evolution, and identity
of a specific culture, community, or nation [3].

The concept of heritage can be expansive, covering all traces of past accomplishments and
activities, whether in the realms of science and medicine or terms intended for transmission to
future generations. The definition of what constitutes «heritage» is subjective and can vary based
on culture and individual perspectives.

The field of heritage studies continues to expand and evolve. Scholars have delved into the
comprehension of cultural heritage, including not only just material artifacts but also intangible
practices, values, and meanings. Presented below are definitions and viewpoints on the cultural
heritage from renowned scholars and their publications:

Rodney Harrison (2013) provides an overview of how «heritage» is understood in various
disciplines in his book «Heritage: Critical Approaches». Harrison positions heritage as something
continually created and remade concerning the present. Heritage is viewed as a cultural process
involving negotiation, contestation, and change [4].

In his book «Perception of the Past», Cornelius Holtorf (2017) discusses the subjective nature
of heritage and how different people can perceive and interpret the same heritage object or
artifact in various ways. He suggests that heritage can serve as a form of communication between
past and present cultures [5].

D. Fairchild Ruggles (2011) explores how Islamic art and architecture contribute to the
understanding of cultural heritage in Islamic societies in her book «Islamic Art and Visual
Culture». She emphasizes the importance of intercultural dialogues and multifaceted historical
narratives embedded in these forms of art [6].

These perspectives underscore the multifaceted nature of cultural heritage and its deep
connections with social values, politics, power dynamics and identities. They also highlight the
importance of understanding cultural heritage as an ever-evolving concept intricately linked to
contemporary contexts.

Historical and cultural heritage stands as a paramount facet of the country’s identity,
and Kazakhstan is no exception. The country has a rich cultural heritage that traces its roots
back thousands of years, reflecting the diversity of ethnic groups and historical events that
have influenced its development. Presently, there are 250 monuments of cultural heritage in
Kazakhstan, of which: in the East Kazakhstan region — 8, Abai region — 13, Turkestan region - 31,
North Kazakhstan region — 8, Pavlodar region — 3, Mangystau region — 20, Kyzylorda region —
30, Kostanay region — 5, in Karaganda region — 6, in Ulytau region -17, in Zhambyl region — 30,
in Western Kazakhstan — 7, in Atyrau region — 4, in Almaty region — 4, in Zhetysu region - 8, in
Aktobe region — 9, in Akmola region 4, in Shymkent — 7, in Astana — 3 and in Almaty - 33 [7].

The historical and cultural heritage sites in Kazakhstan’s tourist destinations play a pivotal
role in attracting visitors and promoting the country’s tourism industry. Kazakhstan boasts a rich
cultural heritage spanning centuries, given the coexistence of diverse ethnic groups within its
borders. Moreover, these cultural heritage sites are instrumental in preserving and popularizing
the history and culture of Kazakhstan. The classification of cultural heritage objects is shown in
Table 1 below.

Archaeological Ancientsettlements, mounds, remains of ancient settlements, sites, fortifications,

Monumental art | Works of fine art, both as independent (stand-alone) pieces and those connected
with architectural, archaeological, or other attractions.

Architecture and | Historical centers, streets, blocks, squares, architectural ensembles, remnants of
urban planning long-standing planning and development, individual architectural structures,
as well as related works of monumental, decorative and fine art.

Gardening and | Combinations of park construction integrated with natural or man-made
park art landscapes.

Landscape Natural territories that hold historical significance.

Cultural heritage sites play a crucial role in the tourism industry development in Kazakhstan.
Being significant attractions for visitors, cultural heritage sites should be well preserved and
promoted for tourism industry growth.

The World Convention on the Protection of Cultural and Natural Heritage was adopted
in 1972. The convention establishes criteria for the inclusion of objects in the UNESCO World
Heritage List. An object must meet one or more of the following criteria so that it can be included
in the list:

1. «Historical importance»: objects of profound significance in history, art, science, religion,
or culture can be recognized for their historical value.

2. «Natural importance»: objects representing unique natural wonders or possessing
significant scientific, ecological, or aesthetic value can be recognized for their inherent natural
value.

3. «Cultural significance»: objects reflecting traditional ways of life, customs, faith, craft
techniques, or architectural styles can be recognized for their cultural essence.

4. «Innovative significance»: objects representing creative potential, innovative concepts,
or technical achievements can be listed for their contributions to the advancement of science,
technology, art or design.

5. «Social significance»: objects associated with movements for freedom, social equality,
human rights, or the resolution of social issues can be distinguished for their impact on society
[8].

Kazakhstan boasts a rich history and cultural heritage that spans many centuries. Several
of its attractions have earned a place on the UNESCO World Heritage Sites list, attesting to their
exceptional global significance. These sites not only enhance the tourist appeal of Kazakhstan
but also serve as guardians of its rich cultural identity (Fig. 2).
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Figure 2 - UNESCO World Heritage Properties in Kazakhstan

—  The mausoleum is one of the most significant structures from the Timurid period in the
country. This edifice represents an early and unparalleled masterpiece of Islamic architecture in
Central Asia and plays a decisive role in the propagation of Islam in the region [9].

—  Tanbaly, located 170 km northwest of Almaty, features a monument comprised of a series
of petroglyphs, totalling about 5,000 individual rock carvings created over several centuries.
These petroglyphs depict scenes of everyday life, rituals and symbols, offering a unique glimpse
into the beliefs and customs of ancient Eurasian nomadic tribes [10].

—  Saryarka, a natural entity, comprises two protected areas: the Naurzum State Nature
Reserve and the Korgalzhyn State Nature Reserve. Together, they occupy a vast region of Central
Asian steppes and lakes, providing refuge for more than half of the world’s small white-fronted
geese population, along with other rare bird species. This is the most crucial site for migrating
waterfowl in Central Asia [10].

—This segment of the ancient Silk Road served as the primary corridor for trade and cultural
exchange between China and the Mediterranean. Several routes traversed Kazakhstan, with
numerous settlements, caravanserais, fortifications and burial sites along their path [11].

—This transnational property is situated in the Tien Shan mountain system, one of the
world’s largest mountain ranges. The Western Tien Shan spans altitudes from 700 to 4503 meters
and offers a diverse range of landscapes, hosting an exceptionally rich biological diversity [12].

—This transnational treasure consists of fourteen components located in the arid regions of
the temperate zone of Central Asia between the Caspian Sea and the Turan highlands. This area
experiences extreme climatic conditions, with very cold winters and hot summers, and it boasts
an exceptionally diverse flora and fauna that have adapted to these harsh conditions [12].

These sites, possessing unique cultural, historical and natural significance, not only
contribute to the world heritage but also serve as evidence of the intricate intertwining of history
and the natural splendor of Kazakhstan.

When discussing the significance of cultural resources and their diversity, it is pertinent to
highlight a strong position held by Kazakhstan in the Travel & Tourism Development Index 2021.
According to the World Economic Forum Report «Rebuilding for a Sustainable and Resilient
Future» Kazakhstan is 63 out of 117 represented destinations in terms of cultural resources pillar.
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A country’s position in the global ranking has significant implications for various aspects of its
development, influence, and overall positioning within both domestic and international tourism
markets [13].

Discussion. The authors conducted a case study of countries and cities whose cultural
heritage has contributed to the development of domestic tourism (see Table 2).

Xi‘an, China Xi‘an, formerly the ancient capital of China, is renowned as the birthplace

of the world-famous Terracotta Army. While the Terracotta Army draws
foreign tourists, domestic tourism is thriving as Chinese citizens are
driven by educational programs and national pride to explore their
country’s ancient heritage.

Rome, Italy Rome, often referred to as the «Eternal City», is home to numerous
historical attractions from the Roman Empire, such as the Colosseum, the
Roman Forum, and the Pantheon. Additionally, the city is the heart of the
Catholic Church, with the Vatican drawing religious tourists.

Cairo and Luxor, Egypt | Therich history of the Egyptian Pharaohs serves as the primary attraction.
The Egyptian Museum in Cairo and the Pyramids of Giza, along with the
Luxor Valley of the Kings, are pivotal in attracting tourists. Educational
excursions and local vacations encourage many Egyptians to explore
these sites, underlining the role of cultural heritage in domestic tourism.

Cusco, Peru Cusco, the former capital of the Inca Empire, is the gateway to Machu
Picchu. The city itself, with its blend of Inca and Spanish colonial
architecture, has been designated as a UNESCO World Heritage Site.
While Machu Picchu gains international renown, Peruvians frequently
visit Cusco to reconnect with their Inca roots, contributing to a thriving
domestic tourism industry.

From the study of countries and cities whose cultural heritage has made a significant
contribution to the development of domestic tourism, the following conclusions can be drawn:

— The popularization of unique stories, folklore and historical significance of sites can
enhance their attractiveness.

— Accessibility is crucial. Improved transportation, clear signage, the availability of local
guides, and amenities can significantly improve the tourist experience.

— Informing residents about their own cultural and historical attractions often stimulates
interest. School trips, seminars and cultural programs can help boost self-esteem, leading to an
increase in local visits.

— Promoting sites on the Internet through virtual tours, interactive websites, and engaging
content on social networks can generate interest and provide the necessary information to
encourage visits.

Through an understanding and application of these lessons, regions can optimize
their cultural heritage assets, stimulating domestic tourism while simultaneously ensuring
sustainability and preservation for future generations [14].

The authors also conducted a survey. The methodology involved a systematic approach to
gathering insights on the attractiveness, significance, awareness, and preferences of respondents
regarding cultural assets. The questionnaire consisting of 7 questions was distributed through
social networks and 128 people from various age groups across all regions of the country were
interviewed. The chosen sample size of 128 respondents strikes a balance between statistical
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significance, resource considerations, and the depth of insights sought, making it a robust
foundation for understanding public perspectives on cultural heritage objects in the country.

The findings revealed that:

1. The majority of respondents, approximately 75%, fall within the age range of 17 to 24
years. The remaining age groups, spanning from 25 to 35 years old, from 36 to 50 years, and those
over 50 years old, are fairly evenly distributed, each accounting for about 8-9% of respondents
(Figure 3.1).

2. Based on the presented data, the highest preference among the types of tourism is given to
«Cultural» tourism (58%), indicating a strong inclination among respondents towards experiences
that provide insights into history, culture and education. Following that, 43% of respondents favor
the «City breaks» option, which indicates the popularity of short, revitalizing getaways. Less
preferred types such as «Ethnographic» (18%) may cater to niche interests. It is worth noting that
preferences such as «Event tourism» and «Extreme tourism» are also notable, with each attracting
almost a third of the respondents. Such information can be valuable for specialists in tourism
marketing and planning when developing service packages and promotions (Figure 3.2).

4. The most common sources from which people gather information about cultural heritage
objects are the Internet (81%) and Social Networks (50%). The prevalence of online sources
underscores the significance of maintaining a robust digital presence and accessibility for
promoting cultural heritage in the modern internet age (Figure 3.4).

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5. A substantial portion of respondents (54%) «respectfully» for the cultural heritage
objects in their region, reflecting a deep sense of esteem and appreciation for these attractions.
Furthermore, 40% of respondents «with interest» in these places, indicating curiosity or a desire
to become more acquainted with their local heritage (Figure 3.5).

6. The majority of respondents, specifically 59%, are aware of state programs for the
preservation and utilization of cultural heritage objects in the Republic of Kazakhstan.
Nevertheless, there is still a significant percentage (30%) who are unaware of these programs.
Additionally, 10% find it challenging to provide an answer, which may indicate a lack of detailed
knowledge or uncertainty about the topic. These data underscore the importance of intensifying
public awareness campaigns to ensure that the majority of the population is informed about the
efforts and initiatives related to the preservation of cultural heritage in Kazakhstan (Figure 3.6).

7. It is evident from the presented data that the top priority for respondents in shaping
state programs is the «Preservation of the historical appearance of districts». This underscores
the prevailing societal desire to maintain the authentic historical appearance of specific areas.
Following with less emphasis are considerations about «Infrastructure development» (20%) and
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achieving «Achieving an optimal balance between development and green areas» (15%). These
preferences highlight the aspiration for urban development that integrates functionality with
environmental concerns. As government programs are developed or updated, decision-makers
must take these public preferences into account to garner broader support and ensure effective
implementation (Figure 3.7).

The survey data offers insights into the public’s perspectives on various aspects of cultural
heritage and urban development. A prevailing consensus centers around the significance of
preserving the historical appearance of the districts, reflecting the respondents” profound
appreciation for authenticity and heritage. Furthermore, although infrastructure and balanced
urban planning receive somewhat less emphasis, they underscore a holistic perspective in which
history, functionality and the environment are integral components of the urban landscape.

To promote domestic tourism through historical and cultural heritage, prioritizing
conservation and restoration efforts essential to maintain the authenticity and appeal of cultural
heritage sites. Collaboration with local communities and businesses can enhance site management
and create compelling experiences for tourists while leveraging digital platforms can effectively
promote and showcase these destinations to a wider audience. Sustainable approaches should
be incorporated into all tourism initiatives to ensure the preservation of cultural heritage sites
for future generations [15].

Conclusion. The inherent value of historical and cultural heritage transcends mere echoes
of a nation’s past; it is an essential driver of domestic tourism. Cultural heritage sites serve not
only as landmarks but also as symbols of national pride. Successfully integrating these facilities
into the tourism landscape requires a delicate balance between environmental conservation,
public engagement and contemporary promotional strategies. Digital platforms, coupled with
sustainable tourism practices, prove to be potent tools in this endeavor. Public feedback reflects a
profound respect and keen interest in preserving the genuine historical essence of their regions.
As countries aim to fortify their tourism sectors, the rich palette of their history, manifest in these
locations, can unlock the potential for economic, cultural and educational growth.

Furthermore, it is exceedingly crucial to incorporate educational initiatives that deepen the
perception and understanding of the historical and cultural significance of these objects for both
residents and visitors. By upholding a symbiotic relationship between heritage preservation and
tourism development, we contribute to the enrichment of our cultural heritage and nurture a
sense of shared responsibility and reverence for our collective legacy. Thus, further advancement
and research in this field pave the way toward sustainable socio-economic development, cultural
enrichment, and global connectivity.
