The influence of the economy on the dynamics of indicators of the regional socio-economic development of
Kazakhstan

Abstract. The article substantiates the influence of the uderground economy on the dynamics of aggregated
indicators of regional social and economic development in Kazakhstan. It has been proved that under the conditions
of the subjects of economic relations primarily performing the functions of institutional innovation, mesoeconomic
indicators are characterized by positive dynamics (decrease in the unemployment rate, capital inflow, increase in
aggregate expenditures, etc.), in conditions of subjects of underground economic relations primarily functions of
institutional competition and conservation of mesoeconomic indicators are characterized by a downward trend
(increased interregional differentials the outflow of highly skilled workers, the reduction of private investment, the
reduction of budget revenues, etc.). Also, the economy slows down the growth of the state’s economic development
(for example, GDP decreases, unemployment grows, etc.). This determines the need for lawful and public management
on the basis of increasing quality and its orientation to the legalization of informal institutions.

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Development of public - private partnership in the social sphere of the Republic of Kazakhstan

Abstract. The article compares the definitions of public-private partnership in foreign countries and in Kazakhstan
and, based on this, the various mechanisms of public-private partnership and the development of public-private
partnership in the Republic of Kazakhstan were considered. It is substantiated that the main aspects that should be
taken into account when classifying projects within the framework of public-private partnership are the ways of
dividing risks and using profits.

The author comprehensively examines the potential and the need for the development of public-private partnerships.
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Foreign Experience of the State Environmental Audit

Abstract. This article examines the specifics of conducting state environmental audits in different countries, the
state environmental audit is considered here as a tool for protecting the environment and increasing the efficiency of
the use of natural resources. The history of the environmental audit as an integral part of the state audit is described,
the prerequisites for the development of state environmental audit in developed countries as one of the types of
environmental audit are considered, the relevance and popularity of state environmental audit in developed countries
is proved, types, objects, subjects of state environmental audit , and also describes in detail the goals and objectives
pursued in the process of conducting state environmental audits abroad. In the article, it is also possible to see the
levels of environmental audit, as well as the reasons for the underdevelopment of the state environmental audit in the
Republic of Kazakhstan, describe the application of the system auditing approach, which in the future can effectively
search for optimal solutions to complex environmental problems at different levels.
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Environmental audit, which is an instrument for monitoring and protecting the environment, has a fairly
wide and already stable, widespread application in international practice.

Considering the formation and dynamics of the development of environmental audit from the point
of view of international experience, we note that it began in about 1970s in a number of countries in
Europe and the United States. This was due to the fact that many economic entities were brought to legal
responsibility because of damage to the environment.

This was a consequence of the contradiction in the economy, and by this time, in pursuit of the
competitiveness of their products, firms began to reduce its cost in the market of goods and services
at the expense of non-production costs, including and environmental protection at their enterprises. The
above mentioned necessitated an assessment of the conformity of the activities carried out by them to the
norms of environmental protection legislation. As a result of these processes, around the mid-1980s, in
most of Europe, an environmental audit was formed, as a management tool to strengthen the company’s
environmental management.

Abroad, environmental audit is carried out by special firms, which comprehensively study the activities
of the enterprise, beginning with the history of its development. It is aimed not only at assessing the
environmental state of the enterprise, but also at identifying deviations in its activities from statutory
standards. The list of its competencies also includes analysis of the state-of-the-art technologies used by
the company, the state of affairs in the financial and economic sphere and the reduction of the risk of
possible fines in case of violation of environmental legislation. Western enterprises apply to the services of
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environmental auditors (legal entities or individuals) who can objectively assess their environmental status,
determine the existing deviations from the norms, that is, from the requirements of existing environmental
legislation or international standards and determine measures to bring their production and economic
activities in line with these requirements, and as a result - to increase their competitiveness both in the
product market and in the investment market.

With the help of environmental auditing, a number of tasks are being solved in the world practice,
among them:

- analysis of timely implementation of environmental measures;

- an objective assessment of environmental and economic relations in the enterprise and analysis of
correction of identified errors;

- operational control of production activities from an environmental point of view;

- assessment of the efficiency and rationality of the use of natural resources;

- Identification of existing problems of environmental management;

- development of development programs for the company from an environmental point of view.

Foreign experience shows that environmental audit, regardless of the forms of its conduct, is perceived
as a highly developed management tool and pursues the following objectives:

e  assisting the business community;

e Increasing the competitiveness of enterprises in the world market;

e reduction of environmental risks; increasing the effectiveness of environmental protection
activities;

e  verification of production safety;

e identification of problems in the healthcare sphere, increase of the investment attractiveness of the
economic entity;

e  Early detection of environmental offenses.

Environmental audit assesses environmental and economic activities from the standpoint of the interests
of the enterprise itself, thereby increasing its competitiveness and investment attractiveness.

Thus, the World Bank and the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development use environmental
audits to assess the performance of the companies they finance. The decision of these banks to allocate
investments is made taking into account compliance with environmental audit requirements.

Environmental audit has found application in such areas as acquisition or transfer of real estate,
solving the problem of production and consumption waste, ensuring the safety of manufactured products,
combating occupational diseases, controlling pollution of natural environments.

In addition to the term “environmental auditing”, the term “listening to health, safety and environment
audit” began to be used [1].

Environmental auditing is conducted at the following levels:

e state structures;

* transnational corporations;

* industry (structural - the compliance with the general ecological course of the industry is judged, the
problem is the audit of the state of solution of a specific environmental problem in the sector);

* territory (region);

* Municipal formation;

* enterprises.

Distinguish voluntary and compulsory ecological listening.

As a rule, an environmental audit is conducted abruptly to get an objective view of compliance with
environmental requirements.

Environmental audit (in comparison with the traditional financial audit) is more inherent in the analytical
nature. He does not answer the question of how the company can improve its environmental program.
Auditors only point to the identified shortcomings in environmental protection, while taking the necessary
measures is the responsibility of the company’s manager.

Depending on who carries out the audit - a group of employees or not from among them - they call
internal and external environmental audits.

External (or independent) auditors:

e sworn accountants (UK); Certified public accountants (USA), accountants or commissioners for
accounts (France), house inspectors and book inspectors (Germany), etc .; when performing the certification
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function, they are usually referred to as auditors, work without the formation of a legal entity and are
independent contractors in relation to clients;

e audit firms (UK) or firms of certified public accountants (USA), etc .; when performing the
certification function, they are also referred to as “auditors” and work with clients on the basis of auditing
contracts;

e Auditors of state institutions who report to the legislative or state body on their audits of the
reliability of financial information, the completeness and timeliness of budgetary and extrabudgetary
payments, the adequacy and effectiveness of in-farm control of state and other organizations; here it is
possible to include the tax police. External auditors should not have kinship ties with the management of
audited companies and participate in their activities (even indirectly, for example, as a shareholder).

Internal auditors are employees of the same companies whose divisions they check, but work as part of
the administration, i.e. regardless of audited units.

Thus, due to its need, environmental audit is widely used in industrialized countries - the United States,
Britain, Germany, France, Norway, the Netherlands, Sweden, EU countries and Eastern Europe.

Environmental audit is designed to help people obtain objective information about the degree of danger
of a particular enterprise as a source of anthropogenic threat.

The objects of environmental audit include specific documentation in the field of environmental
management, environmental protection, environmental safety, as well as the actual activities of individuals
and legal entities, which in its focus has an impact on the environment.

The main objective is to establish compliance with pre-established criteria (requirements) of the
audited economic and other activities (including the environmental management system) regarding the
impact on the environment and its components.

The integration processes developing in Kazakhstan, as well as the interest in financing various projects
by foreign investors, require the application of internationally accepted environmental procedures. Audit, as
an element of securing property rights, is extremely important for the economy, as it reduces the information
and commercial risks associated with making management decisions to develop recommendations for the
effective use of resources in the field of environmental management and protection of the environment.
The application of environmental auditing as a tool to ensure a favorable environmental climate is one of
the priorities of our country’s activities.

Unlike foreign countries in which environmental audit has become a real instrument of environmental
management, for Kazakhstan such a process is just beginning to develop.

In our opinion, the wide application of environmental audit in Kazakhstan is due to two main reasons:

1) Environmental indicators are becoming increasingly important factors of competition;

2) Economic and administrative sanctions are increased for violating the requirements of legislation in
the field of environmental protection and environmental standards.

Environmental audit can also be conducted in relation to enterprises, institutions and organizations,
their branches and representative offices or associations, individual productions, other facilities in general
or for certain types of their activities.

The subjects of environmental audit are: auditors - specialists who have the appropriate qualification
certificate and license for auditing; auditing firms, that is, organizations whose statutory activities include
the provision of audit services that have a corresponding license in accordance with the law; customers of
environmental audit.

The study and analysis of foreign experience in solving problems of environmental protection and
rational use of natural resources clearly demonstrates the priority importance of environmental audit
programs in improving the efficiency of industrial and non-industrial enterprises, taking into account the
requirements of environmental legislation [2].

Environmental auditing is a general term that can reflect different types of assessments designed to
identify gaps in the implementation of environmental compliance and management requirements, as well
as related corrective actions. Thus, they perform a similar function for financial audits. In international
practice, there are two different types of environmental audits: compliance audit and audit of management
systems. Compliance checks are usually classified as the main types in the United States or in multinational
corporations in the United States.

As the name implies, these audits are designed to review the status of the legal compliance of the site
/ company in an operational context. Compliance checks usually begin with the definition of applicable
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compliance requirements, on which operations will be evaluated. This, as a rule, includes federal rules,
state regulations, permits and local regulations / codes. In some cases, it may also include requirements in
legal settlements.

Audit compliance may be multimedia or software. Multimedia audits include the identification and
audit of all environmental media (air, water, waste, etc.) that relate to the operation / company. Program
checks (which may also be called thematic or media) are limited in scope to predetermined regulatory
areas, such as air.

The methodology that has arisen in the United States has become widely used in European countries,
primarily thanks to transnational corporations, but in a slightly different form, in accordance with the
environmental policies of individual states [3].

In the UK, for example, environmental auditing is primarily seen as a managerial tool for proactive
enterprise controls and can also be used to facilitate communication between the industrial and financial
sectors. The principle of voluntariness is expressed in this case in giving the enterprise the opportunity to
independently choose the principles and means for its implementation. Complex bodies do not have the
right to intervene in the eco-audit mechanism, which, in accordance with this approach, ensures the validity
of the environmental management system, compliance with all environmental standards (for this purpose
there is an independent instrument -compliance audits) or improvement of the enterprise’s environmental
performance [4].

This interpretation of the principle of voluntariness and the targeted use by the British industry of
ecoaudit as an exclusively internal tool and means of public relation is largely different, for example, from
the interpretation and principles of using this tool in Germany. The British approach, however, is reflected
in the “Guide to Environmental Management and Environmental Audit of the EU”, where environmental
auditing is seen as a new approach to environmental protection.

When conducting eco-audit in Germany, the opposition of the rules of environmental services
and environmental law, on the one hand, and environmental management and environmental auditing at
enterprises, on the other, comes to the fore. This approach is based on the experience of proactive industrial
control and the activities of state environmental inspectors at enterprises, as provided for by German law. It
is mandatory that all environmental norms and rules are fulfilled, which is also enshrined in the “Guidelines
for Environmental Management and Environmental Audit of the EU”. The introduction of environmental
management systems at enterprises and their periodic independent verification by authorized eco-auditors
is considered as an alternative to state inspection control by environmental services. The position of
Germany and France lies in the fact that environmental management and eco-audit is supposed to be used
to simplify the procedure for mandatory inspection of enterprises.

In France, an environmental audit is conducted to check the environmental safety of production and
assist the authorities in taking measures to study risks and ensure safety. The conduct of environmental
audits in France is associated with an increased risk of accidents falling under the 1976 law and the Seveso
circular on environmental auditing adopted by France as a member state of the EEC in pursuance of the
EEC Directive on Seveso No. 67/548 of 1982 which appeared after two major accidents at chemical
facilities in Fliksboro (Great Britain, 1974) and Seveso (Italy, 1976) [5].

In Norway, environmental auditing is used to strengthen environmental activities in the public and
private sectors in addition to traditional inspections.

In Europe, environmental auditing spread in the eighties, mainly as a result of the desire of American
multinational concerns to assess the performance of their subsidiaries. Having first appeared in the
Netherlands, it then spread to Scandinavia and the United Kingdom.

A number of countries, including Belgium, Indonesia, Jamaica, Bolivia, as well as the European Union
and international financial corporations, conducted environmental audits to assist business in environmental
management, reduce the risks of the financial market, increase competitiveness in the world market,
strengthen environmental protection activities, attracting private capital to industry and energy, to check
the safety of production and to provide assistance to ensure it, determine the nature and extent ecological
problems in the field of health protection. [6]

It is necessary to emphasize that in the EU countries the environmental audit is considered exclusively
as a management tool used by the heads of organizations voluntarily. Tasks that are addressed through an
audit may include:

e  obtaining information on the degree to which the organization meets the established environmental
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requirements (both legislative and developed by the organization itself);

e Internal investigation of the causes of the accident or emergency situation, which led (or could
lead) to environmental consequences or to damage to human health;

e  Obtaining information on opportunities to improve environmental performance, reduce costs
associated with the use of natural resources, raw materials, energy, etc .;

e assessment of the initial situation or conformity assessment in the development, implementation
and certification of the environmental management system;

e compliance with the conditions of financial organizations, insurance companies (providing an
environmental audit report on obtaining a loan, insurance, etc.);

e Identification of situations that may lead to the responsibility of the organization for the committed
(including earlier) violations;

e  Obtaining information that can affect the company’s value in buying and selling (including
pollution of the environment and changes in natural resources that are the result of past activities).

Depending on who conducts the audit - a group of employees or not from among them, distinguish
between external and internal environmental listening [7].

Thus, the analysis of international experience indicates a broad actual application of the environmental
audit procedure as a means of obtaining and evaluating environmental information about the enterprise or
other economic facility, and also with the aim of developing corrective measures and making managerial
decisions.

Environmental audit is transformed from a routine procedure for verifying compliance with the law into
an economic and legal instrument to stimulate the enterprise’s environmental activities. The application
of the system auditing approach can provide an effective search for optimal solutions to complex
environmental problems at various levels - from servicing a particular enterprise to carrying out regional
studies and participating in the development of national environmental policies and the preparation of
interstate agreements.

In addition, the environmental audit aims not to establish violations in the field of environmental
protection, but to determine the compliance of the audited object with environmental legislation and
identify the main ways to solve environmental safety problems.

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Impact of travel obstacles on the development of accessible tourism in
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Abstract. Tourism can be defined as an economic, social, and cultural event which arise from the relations
established when people travel to places other than their homeland for various reasons. Although disabled people
have a disability that restricts their daily activities, they need to participate in touristic activities as much as healthy
people. This study aims to examine the impact of obstacles encountered by disabled Kazakhs during their travels with
the aim of offering pieces of advice for the development of accessible tourism. We used secondary data obtained from
the literature review. The study showed that the greatest travel obstacles encountered by disabled people are economic
and environmental problems.
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Introduction. Although disabled people are a significant part of the population, they currently do not
have a serious impact on the tourism market. Even if they should be taken into serious consideration by the
tourism sector as a target population, this issue has not been adequately discussed [1].

According to Yau, McKercher, and Packer [2], touristic desires and needs of a disabled person are
exactly the same as a healthy person. But, since touristic services are designed primarily for healthy
persons, disabled persons encounter many problems while consuming these services.

But invigorating services such as health tourism contributes greatly to the adaptation of disabled people
to society [3]. Therefore, disabled people represent a notable alternative for the tourism sector, especially
when one considers that they tend to participate in such activities together with their families and friends.
But the literature shows that environment, transportation services, and facilities are not compatible with the
personal needs and wishes of disabled persons [4; 5; 6] and unqualified personnel [7] discourages disabled
persons to consume touristic services.

One of the requirements for a state to be able to create a modern society is to provide equality in
all fields including the consumption of various services without any discrimination. The right to rest is
one of these. World Tourism Organization (UNWTO) defines tourism as a health requirement as well
as a necessary factor for the wellbeing of humans. Thus, all services such as education, rehabilitation,
transportation, tourism, culture, arts, and sports as well as architecture and environment should be designed
to include disabled persons. So, we need to consider the psychology of disabled persons to determine their
expectations. This way, we can develop policies which will fix “the problems that make disabled persons
more disabled in daily life”.

Status of disabled people in social life and perception towards them. Disability effects and covers
whole society without discriminating age, language, race, culture, and economic status [8, p. 9]. Disabled
people are the greatest minority in the world. The physical as well as the social world they inhabited should
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be viewed with this awareness so that they can adapt to society and need less help. This way, we can make
them feel that they are a part of society instead of putting another obstacle in front of them. Prevention of
social exclusion is the duty of every human being, society as well as state. This exclusion is also considered
to be a violation of social state and humanism [9].

“Global Code of Ethics for Tourism™ (1990) by UNWTO states that tourism is essential for human
well-being and right to rest is a fundamental human right. Moreover, this publication claims that tourism
should be accessible to all and the access of disabled persons to touristic services should be promoted [10].
Legal, economic, social and environmental settings should be adjusted to “remove obstacles” to facilitate
the access of disabled persons to these services. Thus, disabled persons could participate in the social life
more.

If the social participation and rights of disabled persons can be enhanced, they may travel more.
Therefore, the tourism market will develop twice more by hosting disabled persons and their escorts [11,
p. 10].

Although disabled persons have an equal right just like the healthy persons to participate in touristic
activities, their participation in social activities is restricted. This restriction can be the result of either
internal or external factors. Internal factors are the personal ones that a disabled person should overcome
to be active in touristic activities such as lack of knowledge, health status, sociability, and economic status
[12].

Disabled persons, even though they overcome internal factors, must still face with the external obstacles
that prevent them from traveling and decrease their satisfaction level. These obstacles are transportation
problems, communication problems, accessibility problems of touristic facilities, lack of qualified
personnel etc. [12].

Even though more obstacles are removed every day, these efforts are not enough. Identification of travel
obstacles that decrease their participation in social activities and the removal of these obstacles effects the
travel habits of the disabled persons both directly and indirectly. Disabled persons evaluate their previous
experiences while deciding to travel, and this affects their psychology either positively or negatively.
Hence, it is important to consider the effects of travel obstacles on their psychology.

When the literature is reviewed, we can identify some common conclusions:

Study of Cizel and Cizel [13] examines the relation between touristic obstacles and the behavioral
intention of disabled persons. They found that touristic obstacles do not have a significant effect on their
intention to be a tourist, but as the obstacles culminate they develop learned helplessness, and this decreases
their intention to be a tourist. Thus, they have an indirect effect.

A study by Guerra [14] examined the touristic activities of disabled persons in Spain and found that
52% of the participants are not satisfied. The greatest problem encountered by the disabled persons in an
accommodation facility is the inaccessibility followed by the lack of information for the disabled persons.

A study that examined the accessibility of five-star hotels in Egypt found 89% compatibility. The criteria
were wheelchair accessibilities of lobby, restaurants, and elevators. There were also negative answers such
as high reception desks (67%), and lack of accessible toilet in the lobby (56%) [15].

Eichhorn et.al., [16] states that the greatest travel obstacle for disabled persons is the lack of knowledge.
Therefore, it is important to provide adequate and reliable information to disabled people regarding travel
agencies, accommodation facilities, and transportation.

A study which examined the accessibility of accommodation facilities in Australia showed that 93% of
the disabled people stayed in special rooms for the disabled and 63% reported that the greatest difficulty
they experienced during their travels was the lack of rooms for the disabled [17].

Lee et.al. [18] studied the relationship between the travel intention of the disabled people and travel
obstacles. They found that some of the disabled people lose their motivation to travel and completely stop
traveling because of the learned helplessness. Disabled people may maintain their desire to travel although
they act warier. But as the negative experiences culminate, even determinate ones may lose their self-
esteem and suffer from the lack of control and helplessness feelings.

Socioeconomic status of the disabled in Kazakhstan. Accessible tourism is the most important aspect
of social tourism. The basic goal of the social tourism is to provide travel opportunities to the disabled,
retired, veterans, students, youth, and other citizens with the support of the state, public, foundations, and
other institutions [19]. Disabilities are social facts that no society can escape, and every state create social
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and economic policies based on their development levels [20]. There are many obstacles every disabled
person encounter such as discrimination in the labor market, social isolation, poverty, and physical,
environmental, informational, emotional and communicational obstacles [21].

When Kazakhstan Committee of Statistics decided to fulfill its international liabilities arise from the
31st Article of U.N. Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD), they included a survey
to the 2014-2015 National Action Plan for the Rights of Disabled and 2014 Statistical Studies Plan to
evaluate the life quality of disabled people.

In May 2014, “Survey on the Life Quality of Disabled People” showed that the majority of the disabled
in the country was over 60. Therefore, more than half (56.8%) were married. According to the survey, 61.3%
were living in homes, 34.8% were living in apartments, 2% were living in medico-social institutions, 0,9%
were living in hostels, 0.3% were living in beach houses, and 0.6% were living in other types of houses.
In general, disabled people were dissatisfied with the technical problems (water, electricity, heating,
elevators etc.) in their residences. When the economic status of disabled people is examined, one can see
that their main sources of income are state aid (67%) and retirement pensions (58.9%). The employment
rate among the disabled is 55%. This rate is 45.4% in the rural region, and 85.1% in the urban region.
Causes of disability were eye diseases (13.1%), mental and behavioral disorders (8.5%), birth defects and
chromosome anomalies (8.1%), and musculoskeletal disorders (7.1%) [22].

When they were asked whether they can use thermal facilities or not, 16.2% stated they visited such
facility in the last 5 years and 15.4% stated that they do not show such symptoms. Rest of the participants
stated that they didn’t use thermal facilities because of travel permit problems (34.3%), inadequate money
for transport (28.2%), lack of companion (7.5%) or other reasons (30%). So, we determined that 24.3% of
the disabled were participating in a personal rehabilitation program and 17.4% of the disabled claimed that
personal rehabilitation programs are unnecessary. An important part of the participants (45.9%) stated that
they don’t have any information about the program. In this context, we can see that paperwork regarding
health services are conducted by the companions or civil servants, not the persons with disability.

According to the study results, only 22.6% of disabled persons are active in the labor market. Of this
number, 70.7% are employees, 13.7% are farming their private plots, 11.8% are self-employed, 2.3% are
employers and the rest are cooperative members or unpaid family workers.

According to the results of a study of Kazakhstan Republic, most of the disabled persons have their own
living spaces, but some are living under bad conditions. Few are living in places with favorable conditions
such as elevator, ramps, railings, and wide doors. Less than half of the participants were using Personal
Rehabilitation Programs (PRP). Therefore, the information level regarding PRP and private social services
is lower in rural regions than urban regions. Based on these results, major problems of the disabled people
of Kazakhstan are as follows [22]:

Insufficient retirement pensions and state aids (80.5%),

Quality and accessibility of health services (35.8%),

Unemployment (32.1%),

Lack of housing (22.4%),

Working places with low accessibility (19.4%),

Education problems (13.6%),

Public transportation vehicles with low accessibility (12.5%).

Conclusion. Studies showed that “medical sociological approach” that became popular among the
countries during 20" century is not enough alone for the mental health, and ineffective as such. This
situation may also trigger factors such as dependency feelings, loss of motivation and irresponsibility of
organizing his/her life. That is why, the socio-cultural approach that focuses on the mental rehabilitation of
disabled persons, is important to provide satisfaction even to a physically handicapped person. Countries
which aim to maximize the economic benefits gained from tourism are expected to turn to accessible
tourism as an alternative tourism form. Since disabled people tend to participate in touristic activities
together with their escorts or family members, they may be an important factor for a bigger tourism market.
In this context, satisfying the needs and demands of disabled people is a critical point.

Physical disabilities don’t necessarily entail social disability or represent an obstacle to social
participation. But these people constantly face with problems born from their physical disabilities.
Therefore, it may be impossible to talk about the participation of disable people to sportive, touristic,
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recreation and other activities, integration to society or enjoying leisure time under the modern situations
as the physical environment does not facilitate. To talk about accessible tourism, the destination should
be completely accessible. Reaching the hotel, traveling around, and visiting touristic sites should be made
possible for the disabled persons. After all touristic products are holistic products.

When the example of developed nations is examined, one can see that positive discrimination is applied
to disabled persons in the education and employment fields, and accessible tourism has shown a rapid
development. This situation helped disabled individuals with a specific level of income to become more
active in social activities like touristic activities, therefore contributed to social peace and development.

It is imperative for Kazakhstan’s public and private sectors, and people to act more proactively to render
touristic activities accessible as accessible tourism represent a rising market in the global field. It is important
for the numbers of environmental accessibility studies and awareness to rise. When it is considered that
tourism is a sector where humans serve other humans, one can understand how the accessibility of a facility
affects both workers and clients. So, it is necessary to increase the awareness of people with the help of
seminars. Accessibility is a human right and it is about respecting humans. Humanitarian developments
are not short-term achievements; on the contrary, they are long-term achievements and a legacy for the
later generations. So, they must be seen as strategic investments. This subject recently gained attention and
become a hot study topic. Greater the body of scientific knowledge produced in this topic, it better both for
academic institutions and the private sector.

Cluster-based policy tourism development at the regional level

Abstract. The article examines the state of development of tourism industry in the Akmola region of Kazakhstan,
as one of the territorial segments of the Kazakhstan tourist cluster.

The study identified priority areas to organize tourism industry; advantages and disadvantages of development of
tourism industry; a system of determinants determining the competitive advantages of this area of entrepreneurship
in the region.

Maindirections for promoting the development of clusters at the regional level are identified: support for institutional
development of clusters; development of support mechanisms for projects aimed at improving competitiveness of
enterprises; ensuring buildup of favorable conditions for the development of clusters.

Recommendations are proposed for creation of tourism development strategy at the regional level — concurrent
development of the territory as a place with recreational and investment attractiveness. The formation of tourism
industry will be one of the mechanisms for strategic development of the region.

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Modeling the financial pyramid through the Mathcad

Abstract. The relevance of the article is as follows: a study of the activities of financial pyramids from the
position of financial mathematics, economics and computer science.

The purpose of the article is to reveal the mechanism of existence of financial pyramids, Analysis of the dynamics
of changes in their parameters on the basis of interdisciplinary research.

The objectives of the article are as follows: Studying the activities of the financial pyramid of JSC
“MMM?”; to create a numerical model of the financial pyramid through the MathCAD application package;
to study the dynamics of the parameters of the financial pyramid through the methods of financial mathematics.
The research methods are the following: interdisciplinary approach, numerical method, mathematical and computer
modeling, analysis and synthesis, generalization of results.

The results of the research: the authors analyzed the financial activities of commercial structures (banks, firms,
etc.), a numerical model of the financial pyramid was created; the conditions for the development and collapse of the
financial pyramid are defined.

Discussion and conclusions: The numerical model approximates the basic mathematical regularities of the
financial pyramid. One of the popular types of financial pyramid of JSC “MMM” was investigated. This financial
project developed and collapsed according to the model of the financial pyramid.

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Leadership potential of Russian youth: an inside and outside look

Abstract. The article discusses the main approaches to the development of youth leadership in Russia. Studied the
conceptual model of the theoretical foundations of leadership. The current socio-economic situation of the Russian
youth is analyzed. The results of the research of leadership potential of the Russian youth are presented. Special
attention is paid to the analysis of personal characteristics, values and metaprograms that determine the development
of leadership potential. The view from the inside (assessment of young Russians themselves) and the view from the
outside (as they see the Russian youth foreigners) were given. The authors propose an approach to the development
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Today in the Russian society there is no formed and successfully reproduced from of a generation to
generation unifying national idea. Such an idea would help the young generation to lay the foundation of
values for both the individual and social groups, as well as to orient and give stability to the ever-changing
political and socio-economic conditions. One of the mechanisms for ideas into the mass’s penetration and
creation of appropriate values is cultivation of opinion leaders who are able to convey and spread this or
that idea in their social environment. To date, there is a high need in the Russian society in training and
selection of successful leaders. A special role is being given to the development of youthful leaders, since
it is the youth that shapes the future of the country, its social and economic development. Therefore, it
is extremely important to define systemic approaches to the training of conscious and progressive youth
leaders.

Young people are involved in all spheres of Russian society. However, young leaders do not initiate and
implement projects on a state level. The main purpose of this work is to study the characteristics and values
of contemporary Russian youth, as well as to understanding the possibilities of a systemic creation of youth
leaders in Russian society. The urgency of the problem is also due to the fact that young people today make
up 21.5% of the able-bodied population of Russia, who in the near future will be the driving force of the
country. Youth as a socially-economically active group in itself is a strategic advantage for the state.

Youth is a socio-demographic group, allocated on the basis of age characteristics, social status and
characterized by specific interests and values. [1] Due to the collapse of the country, in a short period of
time, the interests and values of the younger generation have changed dramatically. In the 90s, in a difficult
period of survival, the country’s leadership had priorities other than youth policies. Today the situation has
changed dramatically. There is a need for young leaders who have to be identified and educated. Modern
youth policies in the Russian Federation are formed and implemented at the federal, regional and municipal
levels. Within the framework of this policy, a number of principles are implemented [2]
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— the state is responsible for observing the interests of young people;

— young people, in turn, are responsible for the implementation of their constitutional rights and
duties in the spheres of state and public life;

—  support of youth associations is provided;

— there is a development of public-private partnership and interaction with social institutions of the
society;

—  state provides the basic volume of services with the help of which young people can develop in
various spheres of society.

The main goal of the youth policy of the Russian Federation is to create such conditions so that young
people have the opportunity to fulfil themselves, to discover their potential and further integration into
society. According to Rosstat, the share of youth in the total population of the Russian Federation for 2016
is 31.5 million people. (21.5%). [3] More than half of the youth, namely 55%, have a job. At the same time,
82% of people in the 25-29 age group work, and 52% of people in the 20-24 age group are employed. Of
the adolescents (14-19 years old), only 6% were able to find a job.

Young men show to be more eager to work than young women: at the age of 20-24 years 65% of men
and 52% of women work or are looking for employment. And at the age of 25-29 years, 95% of men and
80% of women belonging to the labor force work or want to do so. 97% of youth work for hire, and only
3% of young people started their own business. Below is a rating of economic regions by the number of
young people employed in them (20-29 years). [4]

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About 430 thousand foreigners aged 18-29 years have a permit for work in Russia. This is 41% of
all visitors working in Russia. 25% of Russians who leave the country for the earnings are young people
aged 15-29. On average, out of every 10 000 young people eight leave for another country in search of
employment. [5] From the data given above, it can be noted that only 3% of the working youth have
started their own business. This data indirectly indicates the unwillingness of the youth to take risks,
bear responsibility and take the initiative in their own entrepreneurship, i.e. to manifest as a leader. The
main distinguishing feature of a young leader from a mature one is the approach to making decisions.
Unlike experienced leaders who make decisions based on systematic analysis and rational justifications,
the youth leader often makes decisions based on his emotional state. Nevertheless, it is impossible to deny
the benefits of youth associated with energy, the desire for independence and creativity.

The main functions of the youth leader include [6]:

1. Organizational function that allows the leader to form a circle of followers around him;

2. Planning function (strategic) expressed in the fact that it is the leader who sets goals and objectives
for his followers and determines the desired state of the youth group;

3. Information function (communication) which allows the youth leader to control the flow of
information and communications in the group, and also to direct them to achieve goals;

4. Motivational function that provides the youth leader with the tools to achieve goals;

5. Control function that ensures execution of the leader’s orders and also allows solving the emerging
conflicts in the youth group.

The question of creation of a leader and his values is most often studied in an adult and formed collective,
usually in a business environment, while youth leadership is equally important. Youth leadership in the
Russian Federation is still an acute, open and little studied issue.

An active study of the phenomenon of leadership began in the late XIX century. To date, models and
concepts have been formed that consider the mutual influence of the leader and his followers in a particular
situation. Many definitions of the concept of “leadership” were presented by Foreign and Russian scientists,
but a single formulation that could be adopted in the scientific world for this phenomenon is not established.
Nevertheless, it all boils down to a common understanding of leadership as “attempts to use non-coercive
forms of influence to motivate individuals to achieve a specific goal.” [ 7] In the rapidly changing economic,
political and social environments, two approaches are best applicable for Russian youth leadership: the
classical concept of imitation by G. Tard (1903) and the modern theory of transformational leadership
by B.M. Bass (1976). According to the concept of imitation of G. Tard, the source of the progress of
society are the discoveries made by enterprising and unique personalities (leaders), imitated by followers
not capable of creativity. The process of new idea into the masses penetration according to G.Tardu is as
follows: the leader-innovator struggles with the inertia of the crowd — the crowd is fond of innovation
— the crowd obediently follows the leader, imitating him. Social progress happens due to the leaders-
inventors overcoming the inertness of the crowd. [8] In accordance with the theory of transformational
leadership of BM Bass, the leader in some situations can change the views and behavior of followers, i.e.
the leader is a transforming agent.

—  Transformational leadership is universal. It is inherent in different cultures and does not differentiate
by the gender of the leader, the type of organization, organizational levels.

—  Transformational leaders inspire their followers, encouraging them to go beyond their own
interests, helping them realize the importance of the tasks set and achieving higher goals.

—  Transformational leaders demonstrate charisma, inspire, provide intellectual stimulation, offer a
personal approach. [9]

Considering the problem of youth leadership in Russia, it is impossible not to touch upon the system of
value orientations which determine the content side of the personality and serve as the basis for the creation
of a life strategy, including the line of professional development. These values act as the foundation of youth
leadership and leaders are the guides of values in society and contribute to the sustainable development
of the entire social system. In this paper, an attempt is made to study the value orientations of Russian
youth. Also within the framework of this work, the authors have studied metaprograms of Russian youth.
Metaprograms are the peculiarities of a person’s way of thinking, which are formed throughout his life
and determine his behavior. [10] These are unconscious settings that pre-select and sort the information
provided to the consciousness. The table below shows the main metaprograms with their characteristics.

It is important to note that there are no good or bad metaprograms. Understanding and taking into account the
characteristics and values of a person can more accurately motivate him to one or another type of activity. Speaking
of youth leadership, a portrait of the individual with the necessary meta-programs (they are highlighted in the table
with color) is definitely formed for his successful functioning as a youth leader. Thus, the cultivation of youth leaders
with certain metaprograms, capable of broadcasting value orientations to the entire youth audience, will contribute to
the sustainability of Russian society in the future.

In spring of 2018, a large-scale study was conducted on the basis of the marketing department of the Russian
Peoples’ Friendship University, covering about 4000 respondents aged 13 to 30 years. The main purpose of the
study was to identify the personal characteristics and topical values of contemporary Russian youth, as well as the
willingness to take on leader roles and bring real benefits to Russia. The perception of the young generation of Russians
by their peers from other countries was also assessed. Within the framework of the research, two questionnaires were
developed — for Russian and for foreign youth audiences. In this part of the study 3367 respondents from the Russian
Federation (40.4% young men, 59.6% young women) took part, among them 13-18 (24.8%), 19-24 (66.6%), 30
(8.6%) years old. The majority of respondents were from Moscow and Moscow region (72.6%), the rest from other
territorial subjects of the Russian Federation (27.4%). The key direction in the questionnaire was the identification of
personal and behavioral characteristics of Russian youth. [11]

For the question “Do you consider yourself a leader?” the majority of the respondents answered, “Most likely yes”
(46.6%). The answer “Definitely yes” was chosen by only 18.2% of the respondents.

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This suggests that only a fifth of the youth audience engages in any kind of leadership activity. An
encouraging factor is the potential readiness for situational leadership of the majority of respondents.
The main qualities that young respondents were proud of benevolence (74%), responsiveness (61%),
dedication (49%), taking responsibility (33%). Among the characteristics that young respondents would
like to get rid of, laziness takes the leading position (87%), followed by coarseness (69%), uncertainty
(53%), short temper (56%) and fear (32%). At the same time, young respondents believe that the ability to
take responsibility and self-confidence are among the most important features of a leader. The distribution
of key personal characteristics of a leader through the eyes of modern Russian youth is presented below.

Investigating the metaprogram “proactivity - reflection” revealed that 72.3% of the young people
surveyed at first carefully think before acting. Only 27.7% consider themselves to be proactive individuals.
The results of analysis of the meta-program of the “internal-external” locus of control are presented below.
Only 10% of respondents state with certainty that the spheres of life are under their control.

The results of the research of the metaprogram “innovations-traditions” can be considered as optimistic.
64.3% gladly accept and try to immediately introduce new products into their lives; 30.2% accept
innovations unless the introduction brings about cardinal changes; and 5.5% do not like the new things,
prefer to keep to traditions. This indicator is typical for the youth socio-demographic audience as a whole.
Exploring the value guidelines by M.Rokich [12] the following results were obtained for the question
“Choose the 3 most desired states that you would like to receive in life”. The psychological well-being
of one’s own and one’s family seem to the Russian youth audience as the most valuable desired features.

Only 1% of respondents connect their values with national security. This low indicator is fixed by the
answer to the question “Do you consider it important to be of benefit the Russian Federation?””: 23,2% say
that they could definitely be of benefit to the country, this is one of the meanings of life; 63.3% are ready if
the circumstances develop; 13.5% believe that nothing depends on their efforts. Also, 47.0% of respondents
say that the principles on which they rely in life are of high value for them; for 17.2%, the status and image
that is formed when interacting with others are valuable; and 35.8% consider the activities carried out to be
extremely important. Success and recognition at a young age (under 35 years old) would be achieved by
62.9% of respondents; 11.8% see themselves held after 35 years; For 25.3% of young people, this social
parameter is of no value. Arguing about the ideal image of Russian youth, young respondents themselves

distinguish the following characteristics (see below).

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Most respondents consider it important to raise the cultural and moral image of Russians and the level
of interpersonal interaction. Development of the leadership potential and leadership skills in the youth
environment is represented by the following methods: teamwork (72%), self-education (52%), leadership
training (39%), initiative projects (21%).

465 foreign respondents aged 13 to 30 also participated in this study (50.5% men, 49.5% women).
Geographic coverage is represented practically by all regions of the world, but the majority of respondents
were from the Asian region (47%) and Eastern Europe (30%). The main emphasis in the survey is the
identification of personal and behavioral characteristics of Russian youth. [13]

It should be noted that the representation of Russian youth by the foreign youth community is rather
negative (57%). Most of the foreign respondents highlight rudeness and hostility toward foreigners, an
unhealthy lifestyle typical for young Russians, as well as the unpopular behavior of the “golden youth.”
Among the positive characteristics (24%) foreigners singled out freedom and positivity, erudition and
education (information-technologically advanced youth contingent as a separate segment) and creativity.
The main neutral characteristics (19%) include style and external attributes, subcultures and students as a
social stratum.

As well as Russian respondents’ young people from foreign countries were asked about the ideal image
of Russian youth. Most of the characteristics coincided, but for the foreign audience the interpersonal
aspect (kindness, responsiveness to foreign representatives) deserves more attention, as well as an increase
in the general level of education and intelligence (the cultural and intellectual aspects).

The results showed differences in the perception of the current state of Russian youth: the attitude of
foreigners is rather negative while Russians look at themselves more optimistically. Not the last role in
this issue is played by the established stereotypes and the image of Russians formed through the media. A
conscious approach to developing leadership potential is shown by only 18% of young Russians, which
is a low indicator. Leadership for Russian youth is not considered a valuable orientation or a significant
direction of self-fulfillment. The metaprograms of a leader are demonstrated by only 10% of the respondents
among young Russians. Regarding the ideal image of Russian youth, both groups of respondents showed
similar results. Enhancing the cultural and moral image and intellectual qualities of Russian youth is the
main vector of the transformation of the youth image.

The authors deem the main problem that was identified by the study is the low rate of young Russians
with leadership metaprograms. The majority of respondents (both Russian and foreign) stated they would
like to improve the cultural and moral component of the image of Russian youth, but this direction of
development will not lead to an increase in the percentage of youth leaders. The key socio-psychological
indicator determining the development of youth leadership is proactivity. This metaprogram is formed in
only 28% of young Russians. At the same time, laziness (87%) is a barrier to self-development, including
leadership skills. Thus it is necessary to work on reducing the rate of laziness and increasing proactivity
among young people. The development of a motivational program on a state level will contribute to the
solution of this task. To date in the state level there are programs for the selection and development of
youth leaders as part of the development of youth policy, but this work can’t be considered systematic and
thorough. Experts highlight the difficulties in training young leaders who are able to form and implement
innovative projects on a state level [14]:

- Differences in the conceptual apparatus of stakeholders, which is the reason for professional
and functional differences in the innovation sphere.

- Lack of infrastructure for training young innovative leaders as a unified training system.

- Different levels of training in the school system of the city and village, which is the reason for
the gap between the preparation levels of applicants in educational institutions.

- Lack of competent teachers and business coaches who can qualitatively train young innovative
leaders.

The problems will remain unresolved if youth leadership as a phenomenon does not become a key value
among the younger generation. It is necessary to popularize youth leadership in the Russian Federation.
For this, the authors of the article propose an approach based on branding. Branding of goods, companies,
personalities and territories is becoming increasingly popular due to direct dependence on the created
competitive advantages. Everything that is a brand stands out in the mind as of greater value, loyalty
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is increased and additional value is created. From the marketing point of view, the brand is defined as a
set of emotional links between the brand and the consumer, assuming a certain set of knowledge about
the product, influencing the consumer’s decision to use or refuse this product [15]. With regard to the
development of a youth leadership brand with a set of value orientations and leadership metaprograms,
branding technologies are also applicable.

To build a brand of youth leadership, it is necessary to:

—  Find values, characteristics and attributes associated with the brand of youth leadership;

—  Identify the brand identity of youth leadership;

—  Transform identity into a materialized proposal for youth target audience in form of services,
products, etc.

Much is being said about the problems of youth in the Russian media. However, very little attention is
paid to the strengths of youth policy and achievements in this area. Highlights and popularization of young
heroes, their success stories and achievements can become the basis for the youth leadership brand. As for
the external stimuli that will form the values of a youth leader in Russian society on state level, heroization
of the youth representatives and creation in the minds of the younger generation of an image of a proactive,
tradition-respecting and capable of introducing innovations can be done. To express and position the youth
leadership brand it is necessary to use visual-audial-kinesthetic means, and the characteristics have to be
broadcast through information and communication channels. The choice of channels for promoting the
brand of youth leadership needs to be assessed through the willingness of target groups to make decisions,
the specifics of their behavior and the degree of impact of these channels. Creation of a strong sustainable
youth leadership brand in the minds of the Russian and foreign communities will allow to successfully
solve complex tasks on state level and ensure stability in the long term.

At present the state, business and other social groups are interested in youth leaders who can promote
innovative ideas and are able to implement large-scale projects. However, studies conducted in the field of
youth leadership have shown that around 20% of respondents are potentially ready to fulfil their leadership
potential, which is extremely inadequate for solving the problems of modern Russian society development.
To develop personal and behavioral leadership characteristics young Russians need to put in place proper
value orientations and metaprograms that can in the future reveal the leadership potential from within. At
the same time, systemic work to popularize youth leadership in Russian society is extremely important. The
basis for this work should lie in branding technologies. The external trend of youth leadership popularity
will motivate the creation of personality-behavioral characteristics of Russian youth, which in turn will
support the brand of youth leadership. Thus, a mutually directed action to form youth leaders will ensure a
steady influx of innovative ideas and create an attractive image in the world community.
