Features of unofficial employment development of in the economics of Kazakhstan

Annotation. The object of the research is informal employment in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The
analysis was based on statistical data for 2016-2018. The research explores the scope, status and structure
of informal employment, identifies the conditions and prerequisites for its occurrence in the labor market in
Kazakhstan. The definition of informal employment has been clarified; the conditions for its formation and
development are identified; The analysis of the structure of informal employment by age, educational and
gender characteristics. The social and economic consequences of the development of informal employment
are determined.

Key words: informal employment, informal sector, formal employment, labor market, Republic of
Kazakhstan, labor relations.

Informal employment is an important and integral aspect in current market. At Nowadays,
labor relations are increasingly transforming from standard forms into non-standard, from formal
to informal. The situation in the labor market is characterized by an increase in the necessity for
jobs in the informal sector of the economy. As a result, a sufficiently large layer of informally
employed population has appeared, which is a specific phenomenon in the modern labor market.

The purpose of the work is to study the scope, status and structure of informal employment,
to identify the conditions and prerequisites for its occurrence in the labor market in Kazakhstan.

To achieve the goal of the research, the following tasks were set and solved:

- definition of informal employment has been clarified, the conditions for its formation and
development have been identified and its scope evaluated;

- analysis of the structure of informal employment by age, educational and gender completed;

- social and economic consequences of the development of informal employment are
identified.

The research methodology is based on the integrated use of methods of scientific abstraction,
logical, comparative, economic and statistical approaches to the study of informal employment as
a complex socio-economic phenomenon.

For the first time, the term “informal employment” was introduced by Hart K. in 1973 in his
research called “Informal Revenues and Urban Employment in Ghana™ [1].

There is no single, commonly accepted definition of informal employment. Often, informal
employment is not distinguished from unregistered, which prevents further study. But, according
to V. Gimpelson, the second type is much wider than the first one, since it includes the criminal
sector, which does not belong to informal employment [2].
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According to the approach used by the International Labor Organization (ILO), informal
employment refers to the activities of small business units producing and distributing goods and
services and consisting mainly of independent, self-employed producers [3].

In accordance with the legal approach, informal employment is defined as unregistered
official employment of workers for whom the functions of social insurance and social assistance
are not implemented, while their income is not taxed [4].

Informal employment includes employees who in the reporting period were in one of the
following situations according to the status of employment and the main activity:

- absense of state registration as an organization;

- independent workers (working at their own expense);

- employers who work in organizations of the informal sector;

- members of informal production cooperatives;

- unpaid employees of a family organization in the formal or informal sector;

- employees in organizations of the formal or informal sector, with individuals or in peasant
(farmer) farms, if their working conditions meet at least one of the following criteria: accepted on
the basis of an unofficial agreement; the employer does not transfer social security contributions;
there is no right to medical paid leave; no right to annual paid leave.

Thus, informal employment can be defined as “any kind of employment relationship based
on verbal agreement”.

Since the absence of an official employment contract or agreement maximizes violations of
labor and social rights and guarantees, it is possible to define informal employment as unregistered
employment, which includes all informal jobs, regardless of whether the work is performed in the
formal or informal sector.

The difference between formal and informal employment:

- formal employment is legally formalized;

- informal employment is based only on verbal agreement, this implies differences in the
behavior of workers and employers, compliance with all labor standards, regularity of salary
payments [5].

Formal employment is a guaranteed form of employment that allows an employee to feel
more secure and satisfied with life.

Informal forms of employment provide employment opportunities for individuals who were
not demanded in the formal labor market for various reasons.

Unofficial employment covers all forms of paid employment — on hiring and self-employed,
which are not formally registered and, therefore, are not taken into account by company statistics
and tax authorities, are not subject to regulation and are not protected by existing legal or
regulatory structures. If we use the terminology of the system of national accounts (SNA), informal
employment covers undeclared, unregistered employment in three sectors: formal, informal, and
households [6].
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Picture 1 shows the positive and negative effects of unofficial employment for society.

Unofficial forms of employment are attractive for both employee and employer. They are
typical for a family business, when family members are involved in the work, the involvement of
which in labor activity is not formally formalized.

Since unofficial employment in all definitions is unregistered employment, it is obvious that
the costs associated with hiring and leaving for such jobs are close to zero. Therefore, nothing
prevents the employee or the employer from breaking the labor relations that bind them at the
moment they want it.

Table 1 summarizes the causes of unofficial forms of employment both on the part of
employee and employer.

- unofficial forms of employment, due
to their high flexibility, make it possible to
realize jobs that are considered outsider (non-
prestigious) for most workers;

- employers get the opportunity to reduce
their costs of registering an enterprise in the

framework of unofficial forms of employment

There is a difficulty in registering people involved in unofficial employment due to the
absence of any written agreements. That is the vulnerability of workers involved in unofficial
employment, since there is no way to regulate their activities and functioning by the legislative
bodies and the state. Workers are unprotected; they cannot defend their rights legally.

Another feature and a negative part of non-contractual employment is tax evasion, various
legal payments.

All the above-mentioned leads to a decrease in the qualifications of workers, the lack of
social guarantees for workers, legal protection, their loss of health and working ability, which
negatively affects the quality of the country’s labor resources in general.

Speaking of dynamics of changes in unofficial employment in Kazakhstan, attention should
be paid to the situation on the whole labor market. According to statistics, the total population
increased from 2016 to 2018. Meanwhile, the involvement of the population in economic activity
continues to grow, which is a positive signal for the labor market.

The number of unofficially employed people tends to decrease from 1590,37 thousand people
in 2016 to 1296,447 thousand people in 2018. The share of unofficially employed population in
total population decreased from 8.88% to 7.05%.

In 2018, the number of employed population reached 8694.989 million people. At the same
time, 14.9% of the total number of employees was unofficially employed.

The main trend of recent years is the rapid increase in the number of employed people and
individuals, which largely determined the overall dynamics of unofficial employment.

Considering the structure of the informally employed population, we see that hired workers
make up the majority of the population - 57.2%, self-employed workers - 42.8%.

The subjects of unofficial employment include hired employees, including those employed
in organizations, by individual entrepreneurs, in peasant (farmer) households, under a GPC
contract for the provision of services, as well as self-employed workers, including employers,
self-employed (with taking into account the personal compound), helping (unpaid) workers of
family enterprises, peasant or farm enterprises (table 3).

In the structure of employees, there is a decrease in proportion of workers employed in
organizations (from 50.23% in 2016 to 35.09% in 2018) with a simultaneous increase in the
employment of individuals, in peasant (farm) enterprises and in GPC (civil) agreement for the
provision of services.

Informal employment is characterized not only by a high level of insecurity of labor, but
also by high labor intensity, while workers may have different level of labor skills and education
(table 4).

Various educational groups are widely represented in unofficial employment in Kazakhstan,
including those with higher education.

Out of the number of informally employed workers, 18% had higher education, secondary
vocational (special) - 40%, and secondary general - 31.3%.

Informal workers with secondary vocational education represent more than a third of the
total informally employed population. People with higher education in the informal sector are
entrepreneurs in most cases.

To analyze employment in the informal sector by age groups, we used the division of the
able-bodied population aged 15-70 and older into 13 groups (table 5).

The largest number of unofficially employed are age groups of 25-29 and 30-34 and make
up 28-29% of the total number of unofficially employed in each of the years under consideration.
The age group under 20 (from 15 to 19 years), as well as groups 60-64, 65-69 and 70 and older,
have the smallest share in the total number of employees. This is explained by the fact that a
group of up to 20 often does not need to earn money, as it is under the care of their parents, and
groups 60-64, 65-69 and 70 and older belong to the retirement age, which of course means certain
physical difficulties in doing the work, and, therefore, rejection of her search.

Thus, it is clear that participation in unofficial employment is closely related to age, and
the able-bodied population aged 25 to 34 has the greatest chance of employment under these
conditions (28.43% in 2018). It is this kind of age group that is ready to sacrifice obscure prospects
for obtaining rights to social services of the state in exchange for a more regular and higher wage,
which provides them with informal employment.

The conclusion that follows from the study and other works on unofficial employment is
that it is heterogeneous in structure. At the same time, unofficial employment of students and
pensioners is a phenomenon that is almost inevitable. Unofficial employment, which is carried
out in the form of entrepreneurship or self-employment, in our opinion, contains at the moment
more pros than cons.

Noteworthy is that part of unofficial employment that relates to those for the employment
of the able-bodied population. The reason is that it is here that violations of labor and social
guarantees are concentrated, incomes are lower here and there are practically no opportunities for

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professional self-realization and growth.

The state socio-economic policy has a significant impact on unofficial forms of employment.
Thus, in conditions of low state regulation of the labor market, conditions are created for the
development of unofficial forms of employment. The low minimum wage contributes to the
transfer of workers from the official to the unofficial sector of employment, since it does not allow
them to realize their personal needs. Shortage of coordination between the labor market and the
market for educational services leads to a significant imbalance in the labor market.

The lack of registration of workers in accordance with the law automatically classifies
workers as unofficially employed. Increasing requirements for compliance with labor laws by
enterprise managers and stimulating the withdrawal of wages from the shadows will reduce the
level of informal employment.

The importance of unofficial employment for the economy of Kazakhstan is very mixed.

On one hand, its positive role in solving the problems of employment and incomes of the
population, expanding the market for goods and services, creating the basis for the development
of small and medium-sized businesses, is obvious, allows many employers to choose a convenient
working mode.

On the other hand, it raises a certain number of social problems. First of all, it creates
additional conditions for the development of criminal environment. In addition, for those employed
in the informal sector, there are no real social guarantees or monitoring of working conditions.

In general, nowadays, unofficial employment plays a positive role in the economy. Despite
its shortcomings, doing without it does not seem real.

The issues of stimulating the development of small and medium-sized businesses,
expanding employment in the private sector and transferring unofficially hired workers to the
legal economy are closely interconnected. The scale of unofficial employment in Kazakhstan can
be significantly reduced with the improvement of the socio-economic situation in the country as a
whole, a decrease in labor market tension, an increase in the standard of living of the population
with increased employment opportunities in the formal sector, an increase in the attractiveness of
formal employment, and a significant decrease in the effect of factors that motivate the population
to informal employment.

Mustafa Shokay about collectivization in Kazakhstan and the republic of Media Asia

Abstract. Publication of the 12th volume edition of the previously unpublished works of Mustafa
Shokay, in our opinion, will significantly enrich the history of economic thought in Kazakhstan.

In the socio-political activities and analytical researches, he, one of the founder of Alash movement
and the leader of the Kazakh opposition to the Soviet government outside the USSR, paid considerable
attention to the socio-economic processes that took place in that period in the world’s wide area, and in
countries of various continents in particular.

The focus of Mustafa Shokay’s research has always been socio-economic problems associated
with socio-economic reforms to transfer the economy of the former tsarist empire in connection with the
coming to power of the Bolshevik party to power, the socialist rails in the 20-30s. During the period of
the data transformation in the period in question, the Soviet Union had significant negative consequences,
expressed in the deaths of millions of people and a significant deterioration in the welfare of the majority
of the country’s population.

These problems were particularly acute during the period of collectivization of peasant farms, and
especially in Kazakhstan and the Turkestan region.
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It was these negative socio-economic processes that served as a pretext for so close attention of the
tireless fighter for justice and independence of the Kazakh people and the entire Turkic world.

In the presented article reviewed numerous scientific and journalistic work of the researcher. In his
writings, the author assesses the process of collectivization at its various stages in the Soviet Union as a
whole, in the republics of Central Asia and in Kazakhstan, in particular, on the basis of a critical analysis.

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The efficiency of outsourcing and the issues of its USE in the activities of oil and gas
companies

Abstract. Transfer of supporting business processes is a widely used business practice worldwide.
The basis of management of any business is the development of strategy, its adaptation to the specifics of
the company and implementation. The process of strategy development is based on a thorough study of
all possible directions of development and activity and consists in the selection of the general direction,
mastered markets, served needs, methods of competition, attracted resources and business models. One of
the strategic methods aimed at improving the efficiency of the company is to outsource non-critical business
processes and production facilities of the company. The article highlights the problems of outsourcing in
the activities of oil and gas companies in Kazakhstan, as well as the authors give some recommendations
to solve the problems, namely, the features of the organization of production in the oil and gas industry, a
procedural model to ensure the competitiveness of oil and gas industry, the mechanism of reengineering
of oil and gas industry. The research methods are used: comparison and analogy; unity of objective and
subjective in the development of economic processes; expert assessments; content-analysis of documents
and research materials.

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Today the development of the oil and gas industry plays an important role in the economy
of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Revenues from the oil and gas industry are the basis of the entire
budget of the country. The work of oil and gas enterprises depends on the implementation of state
development programs on the scale of both the regions and the state as a whole.

From the total volume of proven and recoverable oil reserves in Kazakhstan, the share
of deposits in Kyzylorda region is slightly less than 5% [1]. The largest oil fields in the region
include Akshabulak, Kumkol, Konys and North-West Kyzylkiya. At the moment, 14 oil and gas
companies are registered in Kyzylorda region, developing 59 oil and gas fields (6% of the total
number of fields in Kazakhstan). In recent years, the volume of production in the region annually
decreases. The largest companies in terms of oil and gas condensate production in the region
are LLP «JV «Kazgermunai», JSC «Petro Kazakhstan Kumkol resources», LLP «Kolzhany», JSC
«Turgay petroleum» and LLP «South-oil». These five companies account for more than 80% of
total oil and gas condensate production. The largest volumes of gas production are accounted for
by such companies as LLP «JV «Kazgermunai», JSC «Petro Kazakhstan Kumkol resources» and
LLP «JV «KuatAmlonMunai». Kyzylorda region ranks fifth in terms of oil and gas condensate
production in the country. At the same time, due to the transition of most of the fields of the region
to the third and fourth stages of development in the absence of measures to increase and maintain
the level of extraction, the volume of oil and gas production in this area will continue to decline.
In such circumstances, it is necessary to develop measures to improve the efficiency of oil and gas
companies.

The oil and gas company can hold a series of events to improve the efficiency of its activities.
The main activities in this regard are: the formation of a long-term development strategy for
the company; implementation of measures for the implementation of effective management;
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development of measures aimed at increasing profitability and increasing the value of company
assets, etc. The management of any business is based on strategy development, its adaptation to
the specifics of the company and its implementation. The company’s strategy is a comprehensive
management plan that should strengthen the company’s position in the market and ensure
coordination of efforts, attraction and satisfaction of consumers, successful competition and
achievement of global goals [2]. The process of developing a strategy is based on a thorough study
of all possible directions of development and activity and consists in choosing a general direction,
developed markets, served needs, competition methods, attracted resources and business models.
In other words, strategy means that a company chooses its development path, markets, methods
of competition and business.

One of the strategic methods aimed at improving the efficiency of the company is outsourcing
nonessential business processes and production facilities of the company. The transfer of supportive
business processes is a widely used business practice worldwide.

Outsourcing (from English outsourcing: (outer-source-using) using an external source /
resource) - transfer by an organization, on the basis of an agreement, certain business processes
or production functions to serve another company specializing in the relevant area [3]. In contrast
to service and support services that are one-time, episodic, random and limited to the beginning
and the end, outsourcing usually takes over the functions of professional support for the consistent
operation of individual systems and infrastructure on the basis of a long-term contract. The
presence of a business process is a hallmark of outsourcing from various other forms of provision
of services and user maintenance.

The main source of cost savings through outsourcing is to increase the efficiency of the
company as a whole and the opportunity to release the appropriate organizational, financial and
human resources to develop new areas, or focus on existing ones that require increased attention
[4].

We can single out several current business processes from the category of supportive ones,
the outsourcing of which will not only allow the company to gain financial resources, but also
optimize the current staff in the company. Among the business processes that, in our subjective
opinion, can be outsourced primarily the following: to carry out tax accounting; to carry out
accounting; manage engineering staff; to carry out legal support.

Disadvantages of outsourcing: it creates the need to work with people who are not involved
in the work of the company; the purchase of ready-made solutions can entail the loss of direct
control and makes the business process dependent on the contractor, especially if it comes to IT-
technologies, accounting services, HR record management; increase in the cost of services of the
outsourcer company [5]. It is necessary to correctly compare the costs of maintaining your own
unit and the cost of services to a third party; it is also necessary to note the likelihood of breach of
confidentiality when outsourcing a number of services. Such situations are possible, for example,
if the same employees are involved in providing services to several companies.

Outsourcing provides a number of significant advantages: the ability to concentrate on core
and key areas of activity; cost reduction. Depending on the type of outsourcing, the reduction
of expenses for non-core areas of the company’s activities can be from 10 to 40%; obtaining a
higher quality of work or services. As a rule, works (services) outsourced are specialized for an
outsourcer, specialists have high professional competence, processes are automated and equipped
with necessary software products; quick ready solutions. An enterprise from outsourcers receives
in a short time ready solution, an independent search of which would require a lot of time and
human resources and resources.

In the oil and gas industry, outsourcing for outsourcing of oil and gas production services,
as well as geological exploration and test drilling, has become most prevalent. As is known, in the
field of providing such services, the world leader is a service company Halliburton. The oil and
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gas industry in Kazakhstan has a number of negative trends, such as a reduction in exploration
and production drilling, a decline in the quality of the resource base, a high degree of depletion
of production reserves, and a distortion in the proportions between reserves and oil production.
Within oil and gas enterprises in the field of management, the trend of concentration of non-core
business processes continues. This leads to the need to apply the outsourcing process in oil and
gas companies.

Today in Kazakhstan there are several reasons hindering the development of the outsourcing
market. These include: the lack of practice of concluding long-term outsourcing contracts; the
merging of the concepts of outsourcing and outstaffing [6]; the lack of economic justification
for the profitability of its own production or acquisition on the side, allowing to make a decision
on outsourcing the expectation of a significant reduction in production costs from outsourcing;
lack of professional personnel in the field of outsourcing, both from the customer and from the
suppliers; high competition from foreign companies in the field of creation and application of
new high technologies, production and supply of the latest oil and gas process equipment; low
competitiveness of domestic specialized enterprises.

The obstacle to outsourcing in the oil and gas sector may be that doing business requires an
extremely high level of management organization: competent strategic planning and professional
operational management, clear financial management and reliable quality control mechanisms at
all levels of raw materials development. Unfortunately, these requirements are now rarely met by
management in both customer companies and executing companies.

To improve the efficiency of oil field development, enterprises conduct a large number of
measures to increase the intensification of oil production and oil recovery. The list of measures,
depending on the specific geological and field conditions in different oil companies, is quite large
and reaches several hundred. When carrying out a complex of works, a significant amount of
advanced technologies is being developed on the effects on the formation and the bottom hole
formation zone, methods for carrying out complex repair and insulation works in wells, new
equipment, equipment, tools, etc. are being introduced. They all increase the efficiency of oil
production, increase labor productivity, reduce the complexity of the operations, which ultimately
leads to an increase in production efficiency in the early stages of field development.

Deposits in the late stage of development are characterized by a deterioration in the structure
of hydrocarbon reserves, and in order to maintain high values of the efficiency of development
management methods, it is necessary to conduct an in-depth analysis of the results of previous
work and make recommendations to improve their effectiveness in the planned period. It should
be borne in mind that at the final stage, the annual net income goes into a negative unprofitable
phase and only due to accumulated positive values in previous periods can a positive value be
maintained for the entire design period of the field development. The economic efficiency of
the events is influenced by a rather large number of factors. Of the main groups of factors, it is
necessary to note the mining and geological, technological, economic and environmental. These
factors affect the cumulative costs of carrying out activities, the subsequent operation of deposits.

The greatest impact on the economic result of the implementation of the event have: an
increase in production; costs of implementing the event; the water content of the extracted
products; the cost of oil production; including semi-variable costs; oil sales price and the current
tax system. At the same time, the oil company, as a rule, cannot influence the price of oil, which is
formed on the world and domestic markets, as well as on the amount of tax payments, which are
regulated by the current legislation. The subsoil user has the opportunity to improve the efficiency
of oil production and ongoing activities by regulating and reducing costs.

Particular relevance is acquired by the problems of taking into account the peculiarities of
petroleum products and factors affecting its quality from the standpoint of improving the efficiency
of business processes. If we consider all types of industries that form the cycle of development of
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oil and gas resources, then we can be convinced of the significant diversity of products (works)
and technological processes that are carried out in each individual link in this cycle. Thus, in the
process of geological exploration (the initial part of the cycle), the main types of products are
increments of open reserves (resources) of oil and gas, as well as geological information, then in
oil refining, one of the final parts of the cycle is the range of oil products (target products).

Each product (work) has very significant features related to the specifics of the object of
labor and the nature of its processing (Table 1).

In such industries as exploration, drilling and oil production, the peculiarities of the
subject of labor that affect the nature of its processing, and, consequently, the organization of
the production process and, ultimately, product quality, is the effect of the natural factor, the
dispersion of production facilities, territorial fixation and isolation the subject of labor, its distance

In Kazakhstan, the assessment of the efficiency of the transfer of business processes is almost
limited to considering only the financial component of the net effect. This is a big drawback for
oil and gas companies, as their scale and specialization have serious political, socio-economic and
environmental consequences.

Reengineering of business processes of a company is one of the tools to improve the
efficiency of management systems of oil companies, their financial and economic activities,
and, consequently, increase their competitiveness [8]. Reengineering of business processes in
the management of an enterprise is used to solve the following tasks: increasing the market
attractiveness of products and services; increasing competitiveness with foreign enterprises and
monopolists; cost structure improvement; updating production assets; improvement of the social
sphere; elimination of the problem of shortage of working capital [9].

For us reengineering is the redesign of the use and distribution of material, technological,
financial, human resources of an enterprise on the basis of connection, division, liquidation of
structural divisions, organization of new, connection of other enterprises.

The characteristics of integrated enterprises of the oil and gas industry, traditionally
consisting of core and non-core business processes, under certain circumstances may reduce their
efficiency and competitiveness (Figure 1).

The advantage of this model is that the introduction in the production process of new
technologies in oil and gas production and new organisational solutions will certainly provide
an opportunity to increase profits and decrease costs through development of business processes,
which will undoubtedly lead to an increase in the specific economic and technical indicators of
the industry that will ensure the competitiveness of the enterprises of the oil and gas industry. The
disadvantage of the proposed procedural model is that the whole process will be implemented in
the case of ensuring the introduction of the innovation process in the development of the industry.
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Such enterprises have overestimated the costs of maintaining production capacities along all
links of the production chain, which, while reducing the demand for their final products, leads to
an unstable financial situation.

The uneven development of individual divisions of the company leads to an imbalance of
their production capacity, the containment of technical progress and the innovation and production
potential of the enterprise as a whole (Fig. 2). Divisions of a company delivering within a company
are isolated from market mechanisms, their services and products may be more expensive and
worse in terms of the quality of similar products and services of competitors. For oil and gas
companies the most economically feasible to meet transportation and technological needs through
the services of third-party enterprises.

To solve the problem of one-sided economic evaluation of the effectiveness of the
implementation of outsourcing in the Kazakh oil and gas industry, in our opinion, it is necessary
to conduct a strategic analysis of groups of various factors. This is a study of the general state of
the oil and gas company, financial resources, the level of management of departments, the volume
of services consumed, the transparency of the company. Consideration of the activities of service
units: production facilities, the need for personnel, the technology used. The study of domestic
and foreign markets, the availability of independent service companies, contractors, the level of
demand for products (oil prices, etc.)

Establishing all of these factors will give an initial idea of the desirability of transferring some
of the functions to the implementing companies. Then calculate the most important indicators,
which reflect their values before and after outsourcing.

It should be noted that the solution of most problems on the effective implementation
of outsourcing in the oil and gas industry of Kazakhstan will be the development of a formal
regulatory framework at the state level, since the majority of transactions on the transfer of
functions of organizations is based on the examples of Western oil companies. At the same time,
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the responsibility of partners is not enshrined in law, that the leadership of oil and gas companies
have to worry about the transfer of their business processes. Among the business processes that,
in our subjective opinion, can be outsourced in the first place the following: to carry out tax
accounting; to carry out accounting; to manage innovative technologies; to carry out legal support.

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Silk road economic belt and national development strategies

Abstract: Currently, the development of international economic relations is characterized by
increased competition on a global scale, including between the traditional centers of the world economy.
Against the background of the unprecedented advancement of Asia to the forefront of the world stage, the
issue of the formation and development of the Silk Road Economic Belt (SREB) is very relevant. At the
same time, a strengthening of regional interaction processes is observed in the global economy. In this
context, it seems appropriate to conduct a kind of interim audit of China’s program, which will give reason
to understand why this initiative was launched, what specific goals it pursues, what has been done since
2013 in the region and the world.

In this article, the authors analyzed the problems and prospects of cooperation at the regional,
national and global level, the issues of positioning Kazakhstan in these different dimensions, the realization
of national interests in the context of contact with the SREB, as well as the significance of the “Silk Road
Economic Belt”. In this paper, a study was conducted on the development of trade relations between
countries, the level of competitiveness of the export sector of national economies, and an assessment and
analysis of the competitiveness of the export potential of Kazakhstan and China.

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The main trends in the development of science-intensive economy in the conditions of
reindustrialization of the countries of the Eurasian Economic Union

Abstract. This article discusses the conditions and prerequisites for the development of science-
intensive sector of the economy in the countries of the Eurasian economic Union, taking into account the
policy of reindustrialization. Reindustrialization is defined as the restoration of domestic industry on a
new technological platform, as well as the return of previously exported industrial enterprises to national
borders, but taking into account modern technological requirements. At the same time, the current stage
of development of the countries of the Eurasian economic Union shows that the states are forced not just
to reindustrialize, but practically to industrialize the economy from scratch, since the industry for certain
political reasons has been completely destroyed. As part of the policy of reindustrialization, the level of
readiness of the science-intensive sector of the economy of the Eurasian economic Union is determined.
Comparison of the level of development of the science-intensive sector of Kazakhstan and the parameters of
innovative development in comparison with other member states of the Eurasian economic Union indicates
a relatively low level of performance. It is determined that the current application of the integrated policy
of reindustrialization within the framework of the Eurasian economic Union did not lead to tangible results
of increasing the scientific potential of the participating countries. In some areas, on the contrary, there
is a tendency to worsen, which requires the development of more detailed and effective measures for the
development of an integrated policy of reindustrialization within the framework of the Eurasian economic
Commission.

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Introduction. In the context of accelerating the world processes of scientific, technical
and technological development and a significant increase in competition in the world markets of
high-tech products, all States face an important task of intensive renewal and effective use of the
material and technical base of the research organization.

The processes of innovation, actively promoted in recent years, in the current period of
instability and uncertainty were in the new economic reality of the Eurasian economic Union. The
peculiarity of our time is the formation of new priorities, new challenges and new approaches to
solving the problems faced by Kazakhstan and other countries of the Eurasian economic Union
(EAEU). Large-scale changes taking place today in the world economy and directly affect not
only the situation in the economy and politics, but also in science and innovation. They create new
opportunities for accelerated innovation development, but at the same time set limits that have to
be considered by all subjects of innovation. Innovative plans and strategies of enterprises at all
levels are subject to reassessment and adjustment. On this basis, the main objective of this study
was to obtain rapid assessment of the relevance of the innovative changes in the conditions of
economic policies of re-industrialization of the countries of the Eurasian economic Union [1, 2].

In 2011, Kazakhstan officially announced the transition to OECD standards in all areas
of socio-economic development [3], and in particular, in the field of scientific and innovative
development with the priority of building a «knowledge economy» based on the expanded
reproduction of new knowledge in scientific organizations and universities, and the subsequent
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active introduction of scientific developments of domestic scientists in the business environment.
This model of innovative development of the national economy has long been tested and
successfully applied not only in developed countries, but also with variable results in developing
countries around the world, including post-Soviet countries. Especially instructive is the experience
of the European Union, which implements a supranational innovation policy aimed at the active
development of innovative entrepreneurship in the high-tech sector, as well as a policy to equalize
the levels of innovative development of the countries belonging to this integration association [4].

Main results. As a basic trend of modernization of the economy, the state leaders of the
EAEU member states declared reindustrialization on the basis of the latest technological structure.
In addition, today the efforts of the governments of these countries are aimed at enhancing
research and development activities in order to ensure the transition of the national economy to an
innovative path of development.

As a rule, in general under the reindustrialization refers to the recovery of the domestic
industry to a new technology platform, as well as the return of previously made abroad of
industrial enterprises in national borders, but also with regard to modern technological trends and
requirements.

At the same time, the current stage of development of the EAEU countries shows that the
states are forced not only to reindustrialize, but practically to industrialize the economy from
scratch, since the industry for certain political reasons has been completely destroyed. In this
context, reindustrialization acts as designing and deploying domestic industrial-technological
chains, which creates use-value of both industrial and consumer goods. This is one of the
most important features of the processes of reindustrialization of the EAEU countries, which
significantly distinguishes them from the reindustrialization of the USA, the UK and a number of
other developed countries.

In General, carrying out of reindustrialization in the countries of the EAEU, from the point
of view of S.D. Bodrunov, involves the simultaneous solution of major problems in several related
areas [5]:

- restoration or modernization of production facilities lost or obsolete in the process of
deindustrialization;

- implementation of innovative industrialization programs and projects;

- ensure the transition to a new stage of industrial development, taking into account the
characteristics and technological challenges of the industry of the coming decades.

The main determinants of reindustrialization are the following factors, which in turn
determine its long-term trends:

— public and corporate investments, the scale of which should significantly increase and
shift to reindustrialization;

— innovations, the effectiveness of the implementation of which is determined, among other
things, by the demand formed by the state for them;

— highly qualified personnel, which requires increased investment in human capital and an
active personnel policy;

— technologies, primarily used in mechanical engineering, since the state of the industry is
directly dependent on the state of the machine-building complex, which is the main factor in the
development of all activities;

—motivation of entrepreneurs, which requires an adequate state economic policy, the creation
of systems to support high-tech business, reducing administrative barriers.

At the same time, another feature of the reindustrialization of the EAEU countries is that the
financial basis of reindustrialization on a new innovative basis at its first stage will be provided by
the extractive sector of the economy. But this does not mean that the country deliberately preserves
the raw material structure of the economy, and that over them hangs the so-called «raw curse» [6].
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There are two main approaches to the impact of reindustrialization on the development of
ecological, socio-economic systems:

- technocratic approach, in which reindustrialization is considered as a means of increasing
the volume of GDP by improving the efficiency of the economy;

- socio-economic approach, when reindustrialization is considered taking into account the
entire volume of social, economic and environmental consequences for the development of the
country as a whole.

The choice of reindustrialization priorities is determined by a number of circumstances:

First, the inconsistency of the ongoing processes, expressed in the «double effect»,
when along with positive changes there is a real threat of social, economic and environmental
consequences.

Second, the three-aspect production, which is expressed in the technical and economic,
environmental and socio-economic results of the processes of reindustrialization. The close
relationship between the three aspects of production is implemented in the strategies of dynamic
development of national economies.

Third, due to the economic development of national economies, including in the field of
innovation, which leads to uneven socio-economic development of various regions and sectors of
the economy.

Fourth, alternative or variant reindustrialization in the context of the development of the
national economy.

The choice of priorities largely depends on the path taken by the reindustrialization of the
national economy.

The first option involves subordinating the socio-economic development of the national
economy to the interests of the real sector of the economy and the industrial development of
natural resources. At the same time, the industrial development of the regions in this direction will
largely depend on the processes of division of labor, including the placement of environmentally
burdensome production of the real sector of the economy in the less developed regions, where
labor is cheaper.

The second way is to «subordinate» the development of economic sectors, including the
development of natural resources, to the strategic goals of sustainable environmental, socio-
economic development of countries. The choice of this direction requires strengthening the role
of the state in coordinating actions and addressing issues related to the modernization of existing
production, placement of new, as well as the development and processing of natural resources of
the country.

The key conditions and prerequisites for the formation in Kazakhstan of an institutional
environment for the development of a high-tech sector of the national economy and innovative
entrepreneurship, corresponding to international conditions, based on the developments of
domestic scientists, should be considered through a comparison of the main indicators of scientific
and innovative development of the national economy within the same Eurasian economic Union.
As the main indicator, we have defined the level of knowledge intensity of GDP as the ratio of
gross domestic expenditure on research in the reporting period to GDP for the EAEU countries
(Figure 1) [7-11].

As can be seen from the graph, the indicator of science intensity only in Russia meets
the basic requirements of the OECD [12], i.e. more than 1% of GDP is allocated to research,
although for the development of the high-tech sector in the context of specialization in export-
oriented innovative entrepreneurship, the recommended level of this indicator for the OECD
is 3% [13]. The indicators of Belarus tend to increase and approach the basic standards of the
OECD, but the impact of the common innovation policy of the EAEU should not be attributed
to this. Traditionally, funding for research has been relatively high in Belarus [14] than in other
EAEU countries, with the exception of Russia. The other three countries, Armenia, Kazakhstan
and Kyrgyzstan, show a very low level of science intensity, which also tends to decrease. These
disappointing indicators of the knowledge intensity of GDP of the EAEU countries led to a low

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As the graph shows, only Russia enters top 50 innovative countries of the world, though the
figures in the rating of innovative development also tend to decline. This rating, as a composite
indicator, gives a complete picture of innovative development, including an overview of the
political situation, the situation in education, the level of infrastructure and business development
of a particular national economy.

In General, these graphs show that the current application of the integrated innovation
policy within the EAEU has not led to tangible results of increasing the scientific potential of the
EAEU countries. In some areas, on the contrary, there is a tendency to worsen, which requires the
development of more detailed and effective measures for the development of integrated innovation
policy within the framework of the Eurasian economic Commission. In addition, greater financial
investment is required in research and development in countries such as Armenia, Kazakhstan and
Kyrgyzstan to bring their science-intensive indicators closer to the OECD minimum requirements.

The knowledge intensity of GDP has a multiplier effect, i.e. with the growth of investments
in science, the gross product will grow in a much larger amount than the initial monetary
investments. In addition to the primary effect there is a secondary and subsequent effects.

That is why most of the world’s countries are interested in increasing investment in science,
and those States, the knowledge intensity of GDP exceeds 3%, are at the forefront of technological
progress. Today, the technology leaders support the indicator of science-intensive GDP at the level
0f2.7-4.3%. In addition, it is of great importance the fact at what level the indicator of knowledge
intensity of GDP is recorded. The science intensity of GDP, equal to 1% or less, is considered a
threshold for the scientific and technological security of the country.

To understand the mechanism of the possibility of increasing the science intensity of GDP,
1.e. an indicator that reflects the existing proportion between GDP and scientific and technical
activities in the form of the amount of costs that go to scientific research, it is necessary to analyze
their structure. According to the approved methodology, the indicator characterizing the volume
of scientific product, i.e. research or development included in GDP, is equal to the costs of its
production. Components of these costs are the following types of costs: labor; purchase of services
(for their own projects); fixed assets (machinery, equipment, buildings, etc.); other operating costs
(consumables, raw materials and equipment, rent, etc.).

Conclusion. In conclusion, we would like to note that the current stage of development
of the countries of the Eurasian economic Union shows that the states are forced not just to
reindustrialize, but practically to industrialize the economy from scratch, since the industry for
certain political reasons has been completely destroyed. As part of the policy of reindustrialization,
the level of readiness of the knowledge-intensive sector of the economy of the Eurasian economic
Union is determined. Comparison of the level of development of the knowledge-based sector of
Kazakhstan and the parameters of innovative development in comparison with other member states
of the Eurasian economic Union indicates a relatively low level of performance. It is determined
that the current application of the integrated policy of reindustrialization within the framework of
the Eurasian economic Union did not lead to tangible results of increasing the scientific potential
of the participating countries. In some areas, on the contrary, there is a tendency to worsen,
which requires the development of more detailed and effective measures for the development
of an integrated policy of reindustrialization within the framework of the Eurasian economic
Commission.

The processes of state regulation of the social and economic consequences of the
reindustrialization of the EAEU countries should be dynamic and flexible. In all the countries
of the EAEU with the already established market economies, as economic development has
changed the concepts, goals, objectives, priorities and mechanisms for industrial development.
Reindustrialization is impossible without strengthening the role of the state on the basis of a
fully justified socio-economic policy with regard to specific industrial complexes and industries.
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On the other hand, it should be borne in mind that the socio-economic impact is primarily at the
micro level. The construction of new and reconstruction of existing enterprises should include a
comprehensive analysis of the environmental, social and economic consequences arising at all
levels, both in individual regions, states and the EAEU as a whole.

The strategic goal of socio-economic development of the countries of the Eurasian economic
Union in the context of globalization in the next 10-15 years from the point of view of structural
transformation, is the formation of a modern competitive national economies, at the same time
the most important constraint on the solution to this problem is the necessity of neutralizing the
negative social and environmental impacts of reindustrialization.

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Ways to improve the quality of housing-communal services”

Abstract: Improving the quality of housing and communal services (HCS) is certainly relevant
today, as the vector of development of the national economy of Kazakhstan is becoming more focused
on improving the quality of life of the population. The quality of life of the population is crucial for the
successful development of any country. The purpose of the study is to justify the functioning of urban
housing and communal services and to develop mechanisms for its activation to improve the quality of
services provided to the population.

A detailed study has shown that there is a mismatch of living conditions with the main parameters
of comfortable living: the presence of a certain proportion of dilapidated housing; low solvency of the
population to improve housing conditions; low activity of introducing innovative technologies in the
housing sector; low investment inflow due to low profitability in the housing sector.

In order to determine the socio-economic prerequisites for the modernization of housing and
communal services and urban economy conducted sociological surveys in the Kyzylorda region. The result
of successful implementation of the improvement of the industry should be the effective functioning of
enterprises of housing and communal services, ensuring their ability to provide the population with quality
housing and communal services for a reasonable fee.

Introduction. The current state of the housing and utilities sector in the republic is
characterized by an unsatisfactory financial position, high costs, and a lack of incentives to reduce
costs. At the initial stage of the reform, most of the state ownership in the housing and utilities sector
(housing and communal infrastructure objects) was transferred to the communal ownership. In a
relatively short time it was assumed that at the expense of the population’s funds the cost of housing
and communal services would be fully covered. In turn, the preservation of the budget financing
of housing and communal services clearly reflected in the increase in the level of depreciation of
fixed assets and the inefficient work of enterprises in the industry. As a result, there was a decline
in the quality of housing and communal services to consumers, a lack of safe conditions for the
population to live in, an increase in the uncertainty in the operation of engineering and communal
life support systems. This situation was complicated by the underdevelopment of the competitive
environment in this area, the monopolistic position of housing and public utilities in the utilities
market led to an unreasonable increase in tariffs for services in the industry [1,2].

Formulation of the problem. All of the above requires innovative changes in the mechanism
of reforming the housing and utilities sector, which are concentrated on other principles: the
transition from the traditional approach to the housing and utilities sphere to an organizational set,
meeting the needs of the population in local executive services in a market economy and social
protection.

The reform of the housing and public sector of the Republic has the following main goals:

- Ensuring living conditions that meet quality standards;

- Reduction of tariffs for relevant services and costs of service providers in improving their
quality;

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- Improving the system of organization and management of enterprises in the housing sector;

- Creating conditions for the development of a competitive environment in the field of
construction, housing management and operation; changes in the system of payment for housing
and utilities; development and implementation of measures for social protection of the population.

The purpose of the study is to justify the functioning of urban housing and communal
services and to develop mechanisms for its activation to improve the quality of services provided
to the population.

Story. In the world scientific community, the concept of «housing and communal services»
has been studied since the 20s of the 20th century, and in the 1960s, 1980s and 2000s there was a
wide interest in the problem as a field of scientific research, in substantiating the terminology of
housing and communal services from theoretical and methodological aspects.

The development of housing and communal services sectors through new technologies
is to some extent investigated by Russian scientists (Chernyak V.Z., Korobko V.I., Larin S.N.,
Savostina S.V., Balyasina A.A., Lelyavina T .A., Ryakhovskaya A.N., Merkulov V.V., Shkurkin
O.M.).

To study and analyze the problems of state regulation of the development of the social sphere
as a whole, including the housing and communal sphere, scientific and practical research by A. A.
Alimbaev, B. A. Akhmetzhanov, V. B. Baimuratov, A. E. Esentugelov, R.K. Zholamanova.

Research Methods. The state of housing and communal services determines the level
of welfare and sustainable socio-economic development of the state. The state of housing and
communal services in the modern world is determined by the use of innovative technologies,
which are indicators of the quality of life of the urban population.

The studies aimed at collecting and completing the meaning and content of the existing
definitions made it possible to generalize the concepts of economic essence and the importance of
housing and communal services in the urban economy. An analysis of literary sources, including
scientific research in recent years, shows that special attention is paid to issues of social support
and social guarantees of the population in various spheres of life. A detailed study has shown
that there is a mismatch of living conditions with the main parameters of comfortable living: the
presence of a certain proportion of dilapidated housing; low solvency of the population to purchase
new housing or improve housing conditions; low activity of introducing innovative technologies
in the housing sector; low investment inflow due to low profitability in the housing sector. At the
same time, in the housing and utilities sector at the present stage of its modernization, a social
protection strategy has not been developed and directions have not been defined. Insufficient
knowledge of new technologies, a low level in the management and planning of housing and
communal services, especially in the control of enterprises of housing and communal services,
includes this industry among the most backward and unprofitable industries.

Results: Social protection of the population is expressed in the provision of socially
important services guaranteed by the state to every citizen, regardless of the material level of the
population.

An important place in the reform of the housing and utilities sector of the Republic of
Kazakhstan is occupied by targeted targeted support to low-income families. This necessitated
improved forecasting of the number of such families and the necessary financial instruments. The
amount of subsidies should not depend on factors that cannot be regulated or assumed by local
authorities (for example, on the minimum wage set at the republican level of the preferential level
of payment for housing, and so on).

The study of state financing of housing and communal services indicates a steady increase
in the share of budget financing, the emergence of new areas of financing, a significant increase in
the share of water supply and water purification, urban improvement and landscaping. However,
it should be noted that all sub-sectors of the industry cannot get the opportunity to use budget
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financial resources. For example, lending to housing and communal services, aimed at updating
fixed assets, supporting the efficient operation of an enterprise, is not provided for in the budget.
In addition, it must be recognized that heat and gas supply are not provided with budgetary funds,
insufficient funds for overhaul of the housing stock, etc. In table 1, the analysis of the security
of the housing stock of the Kyzylorda region, presented as an object of study, characterizes the
specific gravity of housing covered by the services of housing and communal services in the areas
of water supply, sewage, central heating and gas supply.

From table 1 it is seen that the sewer pipeline, the provision of heat with hot water are in a
state of stagnation. We see that the availability of water supply has grown three times compared
to 2014 and is growing annually in gas supply. The measures taken to maintain and maintain the
existing communal system show that existing communications are not developing.

Characteristic features for enterprises of housing and communal services are the size
of receivables (table 2). Despite the increase in inventories in 2018 and a significant decrease
in accounts receivable, an increase in the share of cash in the structure of working capital of
enterprises of housing and communal services was not observed. It does not yet allow enterprises
to carry out the formation of savings for the implementation of investment programs, as well as
to use borrowed sources of instruments. Due to the fact that the latter should not provide only
material, but should also be creditworthy, capable of assuming high liquidity.

In addition, this amount of income does not allow to finance the investment projects of the
enterprise.

A study of the state of housing and communal services in the Kyzylorda region involves a
study of the cost of services provided, as well as the dynamics of prices for these services.

Table 4 presents the cost structure and total costs of the industry for the production and
implementation of activities.

In the structure of the cost of production, the main share of costs is occupied by the item
“material costs”, which includes the cost of raw materials and materials, labor costs, which have
increased significantly in recent years and currently account for 31%.

Subsequent items essentially carry other costs, which include cost items that are not directly
related to the production process. In our opinion, in this case there should be changes in the
direction of reducing these cost items, since they can significantly reduce than other costs than
non-core ones. This cost item provides a substantial reserve to reduce the cost of housing and
communal services. The smallest share in the structure is outdated fixed assets. Nevertheless,
a steady growth trend of this article also occurs in percentage terms - from 2.9 to 6.9%. This
trend is determined by the lack of financial resources for updating fixed assets, requiring large
costs for restoration work, accompanied by physical deterioration of equipment. Currently, in the
Kyzylorda region, the number of apartment buildings requiring major repairs is 629 houses, and
all utility bills in 2018 compared to 2013 increased by an average of 30%. Thus, we can draw the
following series of conclusions:

- the value of the volume of overdue loans that do not allow firms to work normally;

- reserves and costs-a high share in the structure of raw materials and materials and low
investment dynamics.

It is necessary to revise the policy in relation to traditional benefits for payment of housing
and communal services to certain categories of citizens. The established practice shows that in
each benefit should be provided sources of funding. Benefits granted to citizens on professional
grounds should be financed from the budget of relevant organizations and institutions. It is
necessary to reduce and streamline existing benefits.

The current system of benefits for the provision of housing and communal services to the
population does not have the same values for citizens living in different conditions, as some of
them live in a city or village, and some in homes where conditions are created, and others in
homes where there are no conditions. Social security of some of them is at a very low level. Thus,
due to the fact that a significant part of the population of Kazakhstan, living in the countryside, is
not used, it is deprived of the possibility of obtaining benefits for housing and communal services.

Cheaper services for consumption may cause unreasonable growth in demand for it.
Therefore, in the volume of consumption of services it is necessary to build a tariff policy in
accordance with the «social regulation». That is, for a size not exceeding social standards, a
preferential tariff should be established, and a higher tariff. This principle can be applied if it
is possible to directly measure the volume of services consumed. All benefits for payment of
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housing and communal services have a negative impact on the chain of non-payments and are
an integral part of the loans of enterprises of housing and communal services, accumulated in
the region’s loans for energy and energy. In Kazakhstan, there was a need to develop a system
of housing subsidies and adjustment of housing payments associated with the full payment of
housing to citizens.

In the new economic conditions for services in the housing and communal services can not
be privileges in free form. It must be remembered that the growth of the category of the population
enjoying benefits increases the tax burden for other consumers.

Currently, in the field of payment for housing and communal services, the following areas
can be identified that are closest to the economic order of the population:

1. General provisions Payment for services of the industry does not bear the burden for the
family budget and is made in order;

2. Payment for services of the industry bears the burden for the family budget, however, if
possible, it will be made consistently without accumulating a significant amount of debt. ;

3. Payment for services of the industry does not bear burdens for the family budget, but
temporary debt will not be paid in time;

4. Payment for the services of the industry bears the burden for the family budget; payments
are not made in a timely manner; debt is constantly accumulating.

Other areas of economic discipline of citizens, as consumers of housing and communal
services, include the following:

1. General provisions Self-installation of apartment meters when utilities are consumed by
the population, while payment is made not according to city standards, but according to indications
of devices .;

2. Use by the population of additional paid housing services;

3. Getting housing assistance to low-income citizens.

The studies conducted by the author are aimed at studying their self-esteem in terms of
forecasting the future economic regimes of citizens as consumers of housing and communal
services .:

- Evaluation of the material situation of the study participants and its change by 2019;

- Assessment of the quality of living conditions and the quality of housing and communal
services, along with the open wishes of research participants to improve the quality of services in
the industry;

- Assessment of the activities of participants in surveys of current areas of social protection
of the population in the field of housing and communal services and the burden of payment for the
services of the industry for the family budget;

- Assessment of the development of housing and communal services by survey participants
from the point of view of the consumer;

- Evaluation by participants in the study of issues of obtaining housing assistance by their
own, relatives, and just surrounding people.

The survey questions were made in a more accessible form with a simple causal link.
Questions were conducted in public places, data were processed by the method of accumulated
collections. The respondents answered standard questions: gender, age, type of activity, education,
which made it possible to assess the compliance of the Kyzylorda region with a statistical
society, the quality and structure of the choice. It should be noted that the answers to the above-
mentioned standard questions are not so important for our study, since it is of a “family” nature,
and not a personal opinion on the issue. This opinion is formed over the years in a specific family
environment, along with making some additions to the social mentality of the individual.

The sample size is calculated on the coefficient of family as a result of the population of the
city of Kyzylorda, taking into account the static reliability of the results in the greater frequency
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(5%), on the ratio of favorable housing and amounted to 250 people [39]. The portrait of the
survey participants was as follows: gender survey participants were equally distributed, mostly
young people under the age of 30 participated in the survey, the share of pensioners was 5%, 58%
were employees, 23% were students, 11% were workers, 2 , 5% are unemployed. More than 54%
of respondents have higher, secondary or special vocational education. About 80% of respondents
are local residents.

Estimation of the standard of living showed a significant proportion of survey participants,
high and average incomes -68%, incomes below the average-25%. Those who praised their
standard of living were young people under the age of 20, that is, students. In the course of
answering questions, a group of low-income families was formed at the level of 27% ofrespondents,
consisting mainly of workers and employees. In 2014, the income level of the respondents grew
only by 17%, only by 2% reduced. About 90% of respondents are satisfied with their housing
situation, but 55% rate the quality of housing and communal services as unsatisfactory. Responses
to optimistic views were again given by young people taking part in the survey, but half of them
found it difficult to answer this question. As suggestions for improving the work of industry
enterprises, survey participants showed an improvement in the material and technical state (52%)
and increased responsibility of industry workers (9%).

The researchers paid special attention to answers to questions in the field of social protection
of the population, which were the target result of the survey. According to survey participants,
social protection of the low-income population should be expressed through:

- Termination of growth of tariffs for services of the industry-37%;

- Increase financing of housing and utilities enterprises from the city budget - 19%;

- Increase the amount of housing assistance-15%;

- Improving the management of enterprises of housing and communal services and
demonopolization-14 and 3.5%, respectively.

In assessing the areas of social protection of the population, the survey participants first of
all linked them to the real monetary equivalent and, accordingly, put them on advantage. In the
practice of improving the management of enterprises, the possibility of reducing tariffs by 10%,
as well as the low level of housing assistance, were highly appreciated by the respondents. So it
can be said about the demonopolization of the industry. It should be noted that the population does
not have the necessary information and knowledge, and they primarily rely on existing and own
cash flow projections.

The statistical information allowed us to estimate, within 35%, the proportion of the population
that is having difficulty paying for the services of the industry in the Kyzylorda region. The main
part of this group lives in rural areas, where housing and communal services are much lower than
in the city. But even in the city, this figure reaches 20% of families; these are mainly pensioners
and people with disabilities who have low solvent. Analysis of cross-answers to questions related
to solvency shows that 8% of respondents consciously encourage their solvency. This indicates
that, in the first place, with respect to young people under the age of 30, the principle of “being
rich and successful - status and fashion” is strongly manifested in society.

All previous questions and answers were descriptors of the proposed options and are not
of a special nature. Further analysis of the issues that determine the existing and future economic
regime of citizens in the field of housing and communal services.

According to the respondents, the existing social policy in the housing and utility sector is
considered weak by 43% of respondents, only 8% are considered sufficient. Only young people
under the age of 30 were more optimistic in their assessments, however, the majority of respondents
declined to answer the question (42%). If we consider the level of implementation of social policy
in the section between the state and the regions, then the respondents highly appreciate the state
components, and in a smaller proportion:
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- Women highly appreciate the state social policy;

- In the regional social policy, men give high marks.

A special place in the survey was given to housing benefits.

13% of respondents do not know anything about housing benefits, and 41% hear little. The
lack of and ignorance of interest in the question posed was observed among young people under
the age of 30 years old.

Among all the participants, only 8.5% said that there is no desire for the preparation of
benefits, at least under what conditions. These are mainly young (under 20) and persons of pre-
retirement age (51-60 years).

81% of respondents agree to prepare housing assistance either independently or with the
help of utility services for a lesser amount.

26% of respondents are not eligible for housing benefits, mostly students, people with higher
education and employees (Tables 5, 6).

In the case of providing interesting is the dynamics of the number of persons receiving
housing benefits. Data for the past two years and forecasts for the next two years show that the
number of housing allowance users will be halved. At the same time, the size of housing assistance
should be increased 2.5 times. Thus, there should be a general increase in the expenditures of the
population on the payment of housing assistance.

Analysis of the survey of residents of the city of Kyzylorda showed the following:

- Up to 35% of the population can be classified as low-income;

- The people assess the existing social policy in the housing and utilities sector as less
mobile, but in general the industry has a rather high potential for reform;

- I am ashamed to be poor in society, especially among young people;

- In general, the population expects the right and well-thought-out steps to improve the work
of the enterprises of housing and public utilities, to improve the quality of the services provided.
Here, survey participants point out the need to improve the industry to implement these areas;

- The economic discipline of consumers depends on their solvency and the development of
the economy as a whole in the region;

- The issue of paperwork for housing depends on three factors: the complexity of registration,
the “shameful” problem for more than 30% of the population, it takes considerable time to obtain
the necessary certificates.

Thus, up to 30% of low-income families in the Kyzylorda region, without resorting to
housing allowances, have difficulty in paying utility bills and will be engaged in this area. This
characterizes the overall situation in the payment industry services.

There is an acute question of the quality of the services provided and work related to the
reform of the housing and utilities sector, the development of tenders for placing orders and
attracting external enterprises. This is evidenced by the results of a survey of the population of the
Kyzylorda region (Table 7).

According to the schedule, 51.1% of the population of the region reported that everyone
is in a state-of-the-art condition, and 18.9% of the deterioration in the quality of housing and
communal services rendered to the population of Kazakhstan.

These arguments form social deviations to the results of the reform of the industry, feelings
of social injustice and negative attitudes towards the structure of power in a certain part of the
population.

As the main barriers to poor quality services, the consumer needs to carry out standardization
of the industry, industry control and audit work, certification of works and services and certification
of specialists.

The population and state bodies are interested in creating a competitive environment with
the participation of enterprises of various forms of ownership that fall into a mutual struggle for
an order for the provision of housing and communal services. The experience of functioning of
communal services abroad shows that such important sectors as urban transport, water supply,
and so on, provide for the needs of the population and develop in competitive conditions. In many
cities of the republic there is competition among enterprises in the field of bus transportation,
pharmacy services, funeral services. The participation of private enterprises leads to improved
quality and lower costs in the performance of housing and communal services and lower tariffs.

Local authorities should promote competition in the communal sphere. To this end, it is
necessary to eliminate barriers to the introduction of private capital into the industry: preventing
wrong attitudes of the population towards the private sector and entrepreneurship and negative
attitudes on the part of influential individuals, participation in solving financial problems, and
stimulating private enterprise activity. At the same time, private enterprises strive to think about
their benefits and always achieve greater revenues with lower costs. Therefore, management
bodies should demand a clear concept for the conditions of service of these enterprises.

Local executive bodies with the involvement of the private sector are responsible for the
following tasks: guaranteed offers for important services, access to the services of all groups of
the population at affordable prices; ensuring the necessary quality standards.

Under market conditions, social protection in the housing and utilities sector should ensure
the rights of utility consumers, provide benefits to pay certain categories of citizens, and provide
targeted social assistance to low-income families by providing housing assistance. The transition
of this industry to market relations and the realization of the goals of the reform are impossible
without state intervention. However, the state should intervene only in processes in which market
regulation cannot ensure effective development.

The privatization of property has changed the structure of the housing stock, has served as
the basis for the formation of the housing market, has demanded a change in the foundations of
the functioning of the housing and utilities sector. An important stage in the revival of the housing
system is the creation of a new type of relationship between all actors operating on the basis of
mutual interests, tasks and responsibilities, which include: homeowners, landlords, producers of
housing and communal services.

The pursuit of a unified technical policy in the development of a system for the qualitative
provision of housing and communal services is based on the state regulation of the standardization
system for these services [4]. The quality management system should provide the necessary
level of quality of public utility services, defining the requirements of regulatory and technical
documents, creating the main part of the overall management system of the organization or on the
terms of the contract.

Conclusion:

Thus, satisfaction with the quality of housing and communal services provided, along
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with the availability and comfort of housing, affects the quality of life of the urban population.
From the way enterprises and institutions of housing and communal services work, what is their
number, production capacity, organizational structure and form of ownership, such is the degree
of satisfaction with the quality of services of each individual person.

Improving housing conditions is one of the acute problems of the country, it involves a
significant burden on budgets of all levels, on the one hand, and considerable dissatisfaction on
the part of citizens, on the other hand, because the inability to provide everyone with quality
housing causes social tension.

As proposals for improving the services provided by the housing and communal services
for the analyzed research object - Kyzylorda region, the following changes are necessary: the
introduction of voice assistants in homes, automation of all systems, improvement of infrastructure,
resolution of problems with hot water and water supply to the upper floors, change the whole
structure of housing and communal services, improving the quality of service, automation of all
services, transparency of deductible payments, installation of the latest technology, digitalization,
with time technology, non-contact service.

Housing and communal services should be considered from the perspective of the fact that
they are, above all, social services, which should become a necessary element of any state. The
state should regulate regulated prices for gas, heat and electric energy so that they are economically
feasible and do not grow as free. It is necessary to organize such a mechanism of social support for
the population that would be tightly tied to monthly accruals for housing and communal services:
it is necessary to increase the amount of benefits and subsidies automatically after each increase
in the level of tariffs for housing and communal services, that is, they should serve as the basis for
calculating the benefits. Tariffs should combine the interests of all interacting parties: both service
providers and recipients. Indeed, the reform of housing and communal services is assessed by the
population, first of all, through tariffs, which obliges them to be maximally justified.

Generally, housing and communal services must meet the following requirements:

- respond strictly to the specific needs of consumers;

- compliance with applicable standards, technical or contract terms;

- meet the requirements of the society (requirements, legislative, instructions, rules, code
relating to environmental protection, public health and safety););

- housing and communal services to consumers should be provided at an economically
reasonable tariff;

- Housing and communal services should be accessible to consumers and consumers of
organizations by resources.

To achieve this goal, the contractor must control all technical, administrative, economic
and human factors affecting the quality of housing and communal services. The consumer of
public services should count on the ability of the supplier to maintain the required level of quality
of services and its achievements, as well as the ability of the resource-saving organization to
improve the quality of housing and communal services.

Fair value measurement issues for accounting objects

Annotation.The article raises questions of the materiality of information asymmetry in decision-
making, reveals its connection with the assessment of fair value. The authors consider the definition of fair
value and reveal the concepts of a main and efficient market, as well as the allocation of units of accounting
to group and individual assets. The sequence of procedures for determining fair value is disclosed, methods
for determining fair value and their scope are revealed. The paper focuses on the impact of fair value
measurement on the formation of financial statements. The authors note the possibility of introducing [FRS
13 “Fair Value Measurement” in Kazakhstan to improve the quality of information provided to users of
financial statements, which contains useful information and allows them to more clearly understand the
presented indicators.

Economic nature of total national product and total domestic product in the system
of national accounts

Annotation. This article discusses the theoretical and methodological basis for determining budget
expenditures on public administration. Public expenditure accounting is determined by the system of
national accounts and its main indicators — gross national product and gross domestic product. Economic
values and features of GNP and GDP are revealed. In terms of economic content, these indicators are
mutually similar and can be defined as GNP/GDP as a whole. However, in the developed world, the
value of GNP exceeds GDP by about 1-2 per cent, GNP does not take into account only the market value
of all recent goods and services produced in the national economy, but also takes into account products
produced over a certain period of time in the units of transnational companies abroad. These indicators in
the economy of Kazakhstan are equal, as there are no transnational companies that increase the volume of
the national product. The SNA is of practical importance in providing a conceptual framework that not only
identifies the indicator of the aggregate national product, which is a composite indicator of the economic
situation, but also guides different approaches to economic statistics.

For Kazakhstan, the main problem is not the increase in the share of public expenditure in GDP, but
the improvement of the structure, quality, efficiency and regulation of these costs.

Problems of formation of the optimal financial structure of the enterprise capital

Annotation. The article analyzes the model of formation of the financial structure of the capital of
the enterprise, the algorithm of optimization of the financial structure of capital in the value management
system of the organization. Reasonable growth of market value is a strategic target indicator of the
development of the organization, as an operational cost parameter, the economic value added indicator
(EVA) was used, which provides harmonization of long-term and short-term goals of forming the financial
composition of capital. At the stage of analysis of the actual financial composition of capital to determine
the optimal ratio of equity and debt capital, according to the financial statements of the organization,
which is the object of the study, the Eva indicator was calculated from the point of view of this criterion,
the matrix of financial development of the organization is presented. It is established that the limited ratio
(E:D)/E is 100%, and the spread of financial return is 0. Monitoring of data of this parameter allows to
correct financial structure of the capital in due time. Detailing the financial structure of capital will help to
implement a multi-factor model of financial decision-making.

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The main directions and ways to improve the management of innovative
development of urban infrastructure

Abstract. The article deals with the main directions and ways to improve the management of
innovative development of the city and its infrastructure on the example of Nur-Sultan. The main objective
of article is carrying out an innovative research of urban infrastructure by the analysis of efficiency of
realization of regional investment, industrial, transport and environmental policy and measures of the
state support and development of small and medium-sized business. The statistical data of the relevant
authorities on the state of these types of policy of innovative development of urban infrastructure and
modern indicators of small and medium-sized businesses in the region are given on the example of the
city of Nur-Sultan. Theoretical foundations of the article the main ideas and suggestions, judgments
and conclusions provided in it make a certain contribution to the theory of management of innovative
development and can be used for effective management of innovative development of the city and its
infrastructure. The theory of effective management is constantly transforming since the basic content,
structure and functions, methods and forms of management of innovative development of the city and its
infrastructure to ensure sustainable economic growth of the city.

Keywords: infrastructure, urban infrastructure, innovative development, complexity, special
economic zone, investment policy, small and medium business, industrial policy, transport policy,
environmental policy.
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Each city needs a specific and clear set of infrastructure development. Infrastructure
development affects the formation and development of economic life of any city, as the quality of
infrastructure, characterized as «complexity», is very important for the economic growth of the
city, as all its consumers are always in need of all infrastructure services.

In modern conditions, the problems of management and innovative development of urban
infrastructure are characterized by the following features:

- action of economic entities in limited territories;

- the purpose of urban infrastructure development is a set of interrelated indicators and their
values for the development of a particular city;

- the use of mainly local resources for the implementation of the urban infrastructure
development program;

- all programs of development of city infrastructure provide development of all its branches
as uniform, management of implementation of the program is carried out centrally.
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Thus, local authorities puts before the task of developing new forms of management and
transition to the development of an innovative economy that contribute to the effective operation
of all elements of urban infrastructure. The city Executive bodies play an important role not only
in solving various issues of the city development, but also in the administration of economic
entities, enterprises and other organizations not subordinate to the city akimat at the same time. To
do this, it is necessary to create a unified management system, improve the quality of management
of urban infrastructure. The activities of local governments should be aimed at the formation of
a systematic approach to the organization and management of innovative development of urban
infrastructure [1, 235-236 p.].

As the world experience shows, the development of urban infrastructure is impossible
without a targeted regional investment, industrial, transport, environmental policy that stimulates
the development of infrastructure, as well as the development of small and medium-sized
businesses.

Investment policy. The investment policy of each city, for example, the city of Nur-Sultan
has specific features determined by a set of external and internal factors. In addition, we can note
the General features of investment policy, among them are:

- priority development of facilities and activities that are important for the city;

- maximum use and development of existing production, natural resource potential and
cultural and demographic characteristics;

- equalization of the socio-economic situation throughout the city, the creation and
strengthening within its framework of one economic space.

According to the statistics bodies, the total volume of investments attracted to the city of
Nur-Sultan amounted to about 8 trillion tenge over 20 years. (Picture 1.).

December 2018 in Nur-Sultan, which is 10.4% more than in January-December 2018, compared
to 2017, it is more than in 2018. the volume of foreign investments in fixed assets in Nur-Sultan
amounted to 256 billion tenge in January-December 2018, this is 31.2% more than in 2017.
The state budget funds in the context of funding sources are 30%,0own funds of enterprises and
organizations-55%, Bank loans-5%, other borrowed funds - 10%

with the real estate grew by 14%. You see a trend of growth of investments in the sphere of
public catering and catering services at the same time. Similar divergences can increase efficiency
of investment policy of the city from the point of view of structure of sectors of economy. In
particular, it is necessary to take measures for restoration and increase in the volume of investment
into the industry in the next years.

The city Nur-Sultan has become the center of investment attraction and the capital of
investment projects. Economic and business potential of Nur-Sultan opens up significant
advantages for investments. Thanks to the active support of the city, its image of Nur-Sultan of
the world level, it becomes very attractive for business. As we have already noted, today 55% of
all investments attracted to the economy of Nur-Sultan are at the expense of private capital.

The special economic zone «Nur-Sultan —new city» solves the problem of attracting effective
investments. It acts as a «free economic zoney», which is used worldwide as a tool to stimulate
investment in the region. Since the creation of the special economic zone its territory made 2.0
trillion tenge. more than 60% of investments (1.2 trillion tenge) were used at implementation of
projects. [2].

Thus, the priorities of the investment policy are the strengthening and development of
infrastructure, including the development of transport infrastructure, water and energy supply,
support for agriculture, industrial development, environment, social sector development.

In this regard, work will continue on the implementation of vital investment projects for
the development of the city through funding from the national budget, the direct investment
Fund, the Single program «business Road map-2020», the entrepreneurship development Fund
«Damuy, the joint stock company «Baiterek Venture Fund» and other sources [3]. Cooperation
with international financial and economic organizations will be strengthened in order to promote
the attraction of new, especially green investments through the international financial center «Nur-
Sultany [4]. Purposeful information and propaganda work will be continued to provide investment

opportunities of the city, its innovative potential, as well as participation in economic forums,
exhibitions, commissions for trade and economic cooperation [5].

In order to fully saturate the city’s market with products of its own production, it is planned
to implement investment projects in the future.

Industrial policy. The growth of industrial production will be formed by increasing
the volume of permanent enterprises mainly in the woodworking, engineering, metallurgical
industry, food industry, light industry, production of construction materials and equipment of the
construction industry, production of electricity, gas and water, production of plastic and rubber
products in Nur-Sultan in the future.

According to the official data of the Committee on statistics of the Ministry of national
economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan, industrial enterprises of Nur-Sultan (including small
enterprises, subsidiary production, household sector) in current prices amounted to 601,7 billion
dollars.production for tenge in 2018 compared to the same period in 2017, the inflation rate
was 104,8%. In the manufacturing industry in 2018 compared to the level of 2017 increased
by 111,2% and came in first place in the country. The volume of production in the engineering
industry increased 8,2 times; production of light industry-86,7%; the volume of production in
the metallurgical industry increased by 218,3%. In addition, the production of other non-metallic
mineral products amounted to 34,6%, production of rubber and plastic products decreased by
29,9%. In power supply, gas supply, steam and air conditioning in January 2018 compared to the
level of January 2017, the volume index increased by 2%. In January 2018, the volume index in
the water supply, Sewerage system, control over the collection and distribution of waste compared
to the level of January 2017 amounted to 118% [6].

The creation of conditions for the development of industry will ensure the satisfaction of the
city’s needs in essential goods, as well as the development of export potential, the development of
the production of competitive products from its own raw materials.

Currently, the town has a very important job in enhancing the business activities of enterprises
in the manufacturing industry. New types of production have been mastered in the manufacturing
industry:

1. Food industry production: flour, bread, flour confectionery and pasta, meat, eggs, milk,
natural juices and juices, milk and cheese products, clean drinking water, mineral water and soft
drinks, sausages and semi-finished products, etc.

2. Engineering production: agricultural machinery, equipment and pumps, production
of passenger cars» Talgo», production of helicopters, compressor equipment and machines,
photovoltaic modules, road barriers, led equipment, etc..

3. Woodworking production: lumber, wooden Windows, doors, stained glass, furniture,
wooden building materials, wooden products, wooden houses and baths, gazebos, etc.

4. Production of plastic and rubber products: ceramic sanitary products, fiberglass pipes and
standard products, composite wood, laminated plywood, plastic doors and Windows, skylights
and lights, pipes and fittings for heating and water supply systems, plastic sheets, polyethylene
pipes, plastic bags for goods, etc.

5. Production of building materials: mortar, lime, insulation, cement mix, concrete products,
construction steel structures, mixed concrete and dry concrete mix, dry mix, reinforced concrete
structures for civil, industrial construction, wall blocks, wire products, manufacture and Assembly
of plastic and aluminum products, and silicate facing brick, coatings, shapes, glass, metal, white
cement, aerated blocks, concrete blocks and Pembroke slab and concrete pipe, etc.

6. Production of light industry: clothing and accessories, special clothing, professional and
uniform, etc.

7. Production of electricity, gas and water.

However, there are some drawbacks to industrial policy:
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- a small number of export-oriented and import-substituting industries, low level of
technology;

- insufficient domestic investment;

- morally and physically obsolete equipment at the enterprises;

- nonconformity of quality of products to the international standards [7].

To eliminate these shortcomings in the innovative development of the infrastructure of
the city of Nur-Sultan, in our opinion, based on the analysis of indicators of socio-economic
development of the city, we can present the following directions and ways to improve industrial
policy:

- The mayor’s office of Nur-Sultan should be supported in the development of a set of
measures to improve the efficiency of industrial production and reduce the number of unprofitable
enterprises through direct and indirect regulation of effective management;

- the regional industrial policy supporting increase of competitiveness of the industrial
productions which are engaged in deep processing of types of products should be considered as
the priority direction and to create conditions for alignment of branch structure of the industry
towards increase in a share of branches of the manufacturing industry;

- accumulation and replenishment of financial resources at the expense of natural resource
and production potential of the region. This is possible by creating a stabilization fund by increasing
the taxation of enterprises of the mining industry of the city;

- due to the elimination of administrative barriers, the use of simplified taxation, the
use of legal guarantees issued to investors, it is necessary to intensify and further increase the
attractiveness of the investment climate of the city;

- organizational and economic forms of development of new financial and economic
structures of the city should be aimed at the production of products with high added value in the
city and create an effective system of private enterprise in all sectors of the city’s economy.

Small and medium business. Support and sustainable development of entrepreneurship is
considered one of the main directions of formation and expansion of production of competitive
goods and services, as a tool for creating new jobs and a source of replenishment of the budget, as
well as increasing its share in various sectors of the economy in Nur-Sultan.

Currently, state support provides the formation of small and medium-sized businesses
(SMB) as an important factor in the development of the economy. Implementation of programs to
support and develop small and medium-sized businesses will lay the Foundation for the formation
and development of private entrepreneurship in the city.

The mobility and flexibility of small and medium-sized businesses in a low-risk economy
and requiring a smaller part of investment allowed for a short time to change and stabilize the
situation, first of all, the situation in the sphere of trade and services.

In the further innovative development of the city infrastructure of Nur-Sultan, the support of
SMB from the state is of great importance.It will be implemented in accordance with the long-term
priorities of the infrastructure development of the city, through the support and financing of SMB.
Now we describe the results of these activities on the following indicators.The city has formed a
sufficient structure of the economy, which is committed to small and medium-sized businesses.
Thus, in 2018, the volume of output of small and medium-sized businesses in the city amounted to
$ 4,889 billion tenge. Nur-Sultan is becoming the leading region in terms of the share of small and
medium-sized businesses in the total value added among the regions of Kazakhstan, respectively,
in 2018, the share of small and medium-sized businesses in the gross regional product amounted
to 54,4% and is the highest among the regions of Kazakhstan. According to data for January
2019, the number of small and medium-sized businesses amounted to 124 685 units and foreign
companies-2 604 units in Nur-Sultan. (Picture 3).

One of the main and key priorities identified in the program of socio-economic development
will be considered measures to develop new mechanisms for financing SMB, subsidizing their
business projects and microcredit in Nur-Sultan. It can be seen in the results of the activities carried
out within the framework of the unified program «Business road map-2020» in Nur-Sultan. Thus,
within the framework of the entrepreneurship development Fund «Damu» program in Nur-Sultan
from 2010 to February 1, 2019, the number of recognized SMB projects reached 805 and these
projects amounted to 186.81 billion credited in tenge [9, 4 p.].

Based on such data, Nur-Sultan is among the first three active regions of lending to SMB,
recognition and subsidizing of business projects within the framework of the program.In General,
the SMB segment remains one of the most important areas of urban infrastructure development.

Transport policy. The purpose of transport policy is the development of the market of
services for transportation by all modes of transport, meeting the needs of the economy and
the population in transport, the implementation of transit opportunities, including through the
construction of new road and railway junctions.

At present, full demonopolization has been carried out on the road transport of Nur-Sultan
and a competitive environment has been created.There is a trend of growth in the volume of
passenger traffic carried out by specialized transport companies.Within the framework of the
project «New transport system of Nur-Sultany, including light rail transport (LRT), high-speed
bus transport (BRT) and intelligent transport system (ITS), a program of development and
modernization of the capital’s transport complex is being implemented.The development and
modernization programme is a tool to make the intentions and activities of the real actors open
to all stakeholders without prejudice to those activities.The programme formulates the intention
of action and the structure of the work and is presented in its entirety. The existence of an activity
program increases the transparency of the city administration, as before the start of the activities
of the actors it is possible to get acquainted with the loyalty and consistency to combine intentions
with the actions presented in the program.The formation of an effective system of management
of innovative development of the city and its infrastructure in the modern economy will increase
the principles of consolidation, progress, transparency, dynamism.At the same time, to ensure
sustainable growth of the city and its infrastructure, the main structures and functions, methods
and forms of management of innovative development are being purposefully changed.

In the course of the study, many problems require the set and reasonable answers, and the
proposed recommendations require further practical testing in various cities of Kazakhstan in the
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spatial and temporal conditions of the market economy [10, 3-4 p.].

Environmental policy. The purpose of environmental policy is to reduce the burden on
the environment through the practical implementation of environmental measures, taking into
account the interdependence of environmental and economic interests of the city, but with the
first priority. The city will introduce a system of mandatory production monitoring at enterprises
engaged in environmentally hazardous economic activities.

Environmental policy of the city is carried out in compliance with the following principles:

- environmental protection must ensure that the needs of the present and future generations
are met fairly;

- people have the right to Live healthy and fruitful in harmony with nature;

- international cooperation to preserve, protect and restore the integrity and condition of the
ecosystems of the region.

The ecological infrastructure of the city is an important element of the urban environment,
including a system of gardening, zones and territories favorable for people’s living.The
development of environmental infrastructure will be provided by the space-planning organization
of the created urban residential structures taking into account the meteorological conditions of
the external environment of the city, architectural and urban design and adjustment of the natural
landscape framework.

Taking into account the current environmental situation in the city, the strategic objective of
the capital is to reduce and recycle waste.

A waste management system will be introduced in Nur-Sultan, which includes the following
stages: reduction of volumes, processing, utilization and utilization of waste.

The waste management program, which provides support for initiatives to reduce the
volume of waste, their disposal, processing and disposal, promotion of efficient use of resources,
will improve the competitiveness of the city’s economy while mitigating negative consequences
for the environment.

The result of the implementation of the program should be a reduction in the volume of
waste disposed of to the landfill by about 30% by 2020 and 80% by 2030.

For stabilization and continuous improvement of environmental activities and strategic
environmental safety of the city:

- creation of conditions in the field of nature protection and environmental management using
information and analytical systems of social, economic, environmental and hygienic monitoring
to change the mentality of residents and managers of enterprises of the city, reduce individual
pollution indicators, environmental and habitat management;

- updating of city complex programs of measures on ecological safety of vehicles, including
development of normative legal acts for step-by-step introduction in the territory of the city of a ban
on operation of the motor transport which is not meeting ecological requirements, introduction of
catalysts, use of neutralizers of the fulfilled automobile gases, creation of the scheme of regulation
of transport flows taking into account the ecological situation in the city;

- promotion of reorganization of the production industry on the basis of science-intensive
and resource-saving technologies, placement of new production facilities in accordance with the
requirements of environmental safety;

- provision of effective sanitary protection of urban water intakes, development of duplicate
water supply systems from artesian wells, stage-by-stage reconstruction of water intakes of the
city;

- zoning of territories by improving the quality of the surrounding areas, expansion and
improvement of reproduction, organization of monitoring, allocation and arrangement of recreation
areas and rest areas as the basis of a single area of the city and the natural framework;

- the access of enterprises to actively enter the market of quotas on emissions;
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- to provide arrangement of building of the left-Bank part of the city on prevention of
flooding;

- development of an action plan aimed at improving the state of surface water resources and
aesthetic appearance of the Ishim river Bank;

- Prevention of pollution, clogging and depletion of the Ishim river and its flow, preservation
of the habitat of objects of fauna and flora of reservoirs, as well as in the water protection zone or
strip (signs of a ban on car wash, as well as Parking, beaches, etc.) b. ensuring the establishment
of water protection zones and strips on the rivers of Nur-Sultan in order to comply with the special
regime of economic use;

- it is necessary to create a Center for environmental education of the population.

The solution of this problem provides for a further increase in the area of urban green spaces
and Park areas provided by the state program of socio-economic development of Nur-Sultan for
2016-2020 and a comprehensive scheme of landscaping of Nur-Sultan until 2030.

The city administration, through a system of monitoring and various incentives, will support
the implementation of a «cleaner production» strategy aimed at the destruction of toxic raw
materials at the city’s enterprises, reducing the volume and toxicity of all types of waste and waste
before the completion of the production process.According to experts, the results of enterprises
application of the strategy «maximum clean productiony»:

- reduction of consumption of raw materials, electricity, water;

- from waste reduction;

- from enterprise cost savings;

- it is shown in improvement of an ecological situation in districts of the city.

Cleaner production is based on improved technology, knowledge and skills. Also, a
mechanism for improving urban planning and financing of environmental activities in Nur-
Sultan will be developed, taking into account the methodology used by international financial
organizations [11].

Thus, the innovative development of the city in the near future will be provided through the
implementation of new strategic actions, programs and projects in various sectors of the economy.

Summing up, it can be noted that the main prerequisites for quality management of
innovative development of the city infrastructure of Nur-Sultan are high rates of implementation
of investment, industrial, transport and environmental policy, as well as the development of small
and medium-sized businesses.All this will determine the main elements and stages of innovative
development of urban infrastructure.Thus, it is necessary to stimulate investment in priority
sectors of the economy in order to achieve the goals and objectives of the city, aimed at the
development of the city’s infrastructure and improvement of the production and social structure
of the economy.

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Classification of innovations in higher education system and mechanisms of their
management

Abstract. Need of questions’ studying of innovations’ management for the higher education system
during an era of its reforming it is caused by a significant role of the industry in development of the
country and society and also the specific nature of innovation in the sphere. There is the article purpose
determined within this direction: to present the research results of theoretical fundamentals of typology
of innovations and mechanisms of management of them in the modern educational sphere. Conclusions
of authors are based on application of the analysis methods, synthesis, generalization, induction and
deduction, comparison. Researchers carried out the comparative analysis of interpretation of innovations
in the higher education, productive and procedural approaches to innovations and classifications of types
of innovations corresponding to them in higher education institutions are studied. According to authors
the difference in approaches of interpretation of “innovations” term predetermines also the subsequent
divergence in understanding of the mechanism of management of them. At application of productive
approach to innovations the main focus of the mechanism of management is directed by them to the
organization of use and improvement of an innovation. The coverage of the mechanism of management
of innovations at procedural approach is limited to management of origin, introduction, development of
innovations. The review, comparison and further systematization of theoretical aspects of the management
mechanism of innovations of domestic and foreign scientists were sources of conclusions about features
and specifics of management of innovations in the higher education system of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Introduction: Now in economic literature there is no standard terminology in the innovative
activity field in education including the highest. Researches of modern scientists-economists in the
field of innovations’ management are devoted to mainly production sphere. Meanwhile owing to
its specifics questions of creation, realization, improvement and use of innovations are important
for education more in comparison with other life spheres of society and state. The new knowledge
and methods of their search and development based on the last achievements of STP set a task
of innovative transformation of processes for higher education institutions. Results of theoretical
researches in which the shortcoming is felt recently are a basis of the new ideas’ implementation
in education.

Task setting. Due to the aforesaid it is advisable to authors to begin a research of a creation
perspective of organizational mechanisms of innovations’ management with the analysis and
systematization of the existing approaches to “innovation”, “mechanism of management” concepts
in relation to education, to carry out innovations’ differentiation and corresponding mechanisms,
to systematize “mechanism” and “the mechanism of management” definitions including in relation
to higher education.

Research methods. Materials (including dissertation) researches of scientists in the
management field formed theoretical base of a research. Comparison, the analysis and synthesis
of data and the subsequent systematization allowed to develop conclusions some, in turn, are
presented graphically. As materials of a research also current data on dynamics of higher education
institutions development served in the Republic of Kazakhstan, theoretical and analytical articles
devoted to problems of education development in the Republic of Kazakhstan in modern conditions.
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Results and discussion. Innovations first of all can be connected with technical and
technological and productions which purpose is an economic situation of subjects improvement.
At the same time the innovation is a many-sided and multipurpose concept and is characteristic
also for the social and humanitarian and cultural sphere.

The “innovation” term comes from Latin “novatio” that means “updating” or “change” and
the prefix “in” that is transferred as “to the direction”. L.e. the “innovation” term can be translated
literally as “in the direction of changes”. The “innovation” concept for the first time appeared
in scientific research of the 19th century, however gained distribution in the 20th century in J.
Schumpeter works who considered an innovation in the production systems sphere in the form of
new scientific and organizational combination of production factors motivated with entrepreneurial
spirit; in other words it is or a combination in the new way of the existing production factors,
either new goods or methods which are not tested yet or production for the new market and also
production with the new means’ use of production [1].

The set of approaches to “innovation” concept of modern economic science come down
to two main directions - either to effectiveness or to procedurality. The following authors treat
representatives of the first direction: Mutanov G.M., Baimuratov U.B., Kantarbayeva A.K.,
Askarov E.S., Alinov A.Sh., Sautpayeva Sh.E., Gokhberg L.M., Molchanov .N., Medynsky V.G.
and [ldemenov S.V., Avsyannikov N.M., Gubarkov S.V., Kokurin D.I., Kulagin A.S., Minnikhanov
R.N., Krayushkin O.V., Fatkhutdinov R.A., Raizberg B.A., Huchek M., Gorfinkel V.Ya., Sokolov

It should be noted that procedural approach found bigger distribution among the western
scientists-economists while representatives of the Kazakhstan science and the countries of the
former Soviet Union develop mainly productive approach to innovations in the researches. From
domestic scientists - supporters of the process direction can be allocated Abdygapparova S.B.
whose distinctive feature of the point of view on an innovation is the distribution aspect.

Adherents of productive approach allocate in the works a concept of innovative process,
i.e. process of transformation of an innovation to commercially favorable result, since search,
selection, innovation assessment before mass production of an innovative product; sets of the
scientific and technological and organizational changes leading to creation of innovations,
processes of distribution of an innovation [2,18].

Views of some representatives of procedural approach to innovations, thus, consider it as
innovative process entirely (Morozov Yu.P.) or as its part (Kuk Ya., Myers P., Messi D., Kvintas P.,
Will D., Kovalyov R.D., Tard G.). The definitions of the listed and other authors given in the table,
in our opinion, differ in bigger differentiation and an aspect in comparison with interpretation
of representatives of productive approach. But irrespective of the direction researchers focus
attention on changes of a product, system, activity, structure.

Supporters of productive approach to innovations — Sautpayeva Sh.E., Askarov E.S.,
Molchanov I.N., Medynsky V.G., lldemenov S.V., Minnikhanov R.N. Raizberg B.A. consider
an innovation or an innovation as the end result of the research activity directed to development,
creation, distribution, use of innovations. In a sense the innovation is understood by them as the
mastered product of scientific work, opening, applied scientific research. The leading Kazakhstan
scientist Mutanov G.M. does not exclude the probability of accidental emergence of an innovation
and not just as a result of purposeful scientific work or practical activities.

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Mainly the interest of the listed authors is in the plane of the economic and social relations.
The innovation is treated by them as steady state of the object which underwent realization of
an innovation as a result of which it, an object, passed into qualitatively new state allowing
satisfying more fully needs of the subjects interested in it and promoting effective implementation
of functions.

The important property of an innovation in the form of the brought positive effect in a
condition of an object, high-quality improvement of its functioning is accurately traced in the
interpretation of Medynsky V.G., Ildemenov S.V., Kulagin A. S., Krayushkin O.V., Fatkhutdinov
R.A. Really, the sense of an innovation consists in the benefit brought by it and improvement of
an object in the form of process, work, service, goods, technology, etc. Along with their producers
innovations bring benefit and to consumers whose satisfaction of needs as an important role of an
innovation is noted by the Kazakhstan scientists Sautpayeva Sh.E., Askarov E.S., Alinov A.Sh.
And the last emphasizes value of innovations in emergence of new requirements in the market.

For both approaches’ supporters the practical embodiment and practical applicability are
undoubted properties of an innovation while the commercial value and obligatory existence of
positive effect, despite importance, for a small number of researchers (Mutanov G.M., Valente
T.) do not treat its indisputable attributes. These authors in interpretation of a definition mention
the probability of emergence of negative social and economic consequences and the introduction
effect of an innovation. For example, processes of digitalization of processes in all spheres of
activity of society inevitably aggravate an unemployment problem. Or for the economic object
introducing innovations in connection with the changed social and economic operating conditions
effect in the final of innovative process it can be other, than at a stage of planning of development
of an innovation.

Nevertheless, judgments of possible lack of commercial value of an innovation of Mutanov
G.M. and about probability of negative social and economic consequences of an innovation for
Valente T. and Mutanova G. M. society are exceptions of opinions of most of supporters of both
the productive, and procedural directions which prevailing part focus attention on obligatory
existence of positive effect (economic, social, technical, ecological, etc.) from the innovation
introduction. Favorable consequences of an innovation are of interest as to representatives of
procedural approach (B. Santo, Bezdudny F.F., Smirnova G.A., Nechayev O.D.), and to supporters
of productive approach (Kulagin A. S., Fatkhutdinov R.A.).

The financial and commercial aspect of the innovation realization for the producer is present
at the Kazakhstan scientists’ works Baymuratov U.B. and Kantarbayeva A.K. In particular,
Baymuratov U.B. focuses attention on investment of financial means as important condition of the
innovation realization. Deserves special attention of judgment of an innovation of the Kazakhstan
scientist Stavbunik E.A. considering an innovation in micro and macroeconomic aspects (table 2).

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In the innovation interpretation given by Morozov Yu.P. it is possible to notice analogy
to the concept of the life cycle (LC) of an innovation which is found in works of followers of
productive approach. The stages of potential of an innovation allocated with this researcher are
similar to innovation LC stages.

At the same time, assessment of effect of innovations differs in subjectivity depending on
the one who estimates and that considers as the purpose or a result of an innovation. In the light of
the objects’ contradictions of market economy and society cases of presence at an innovation, for
example, positive technical, social effect, but, at the same time and negative, for example, ecological
effect are frequent. Representatives of both directions in the interpretation of “innovation” term
do not pay sufficient attention to the importance of an innovation for society.

In our opinion, when studying specifics of management of innovations in the higher
education procedural approach is more acceptable because the definition “management” is more
applicable to understanding of processes, than results. Management of an innovation as result is
interpreted as the management it by distribution, use, modernization, but at the same time previous
listed processes (search, selection of an innovation, development planning) remain outside the
boundaries of the innovations’ management. Procedural approach provides a full complex of
actions both before introduction of an innovation, and after it.

It should be noted that the scientists researches in the field of innovative management
are devoted mainly to innovations’ realization in a business area, than to innovation in the non-
productive industries. Also education in which understanding of innovations has certain specifics is
not an exception, in particular, their main result is improvement of quality of educational services.

The analysis of judgments of an innovation of the productive and procedural approach
supporters allows to mark out the general properties of an innovation:

1) improvement of a state, building, functionality of the innovation object. The product,
process, structure, systems can act as an object;

2) practical applicability and embodiment, possibility of distribution;

3) existence of effect (mainly positive though also negative is not excluded) as for the
subjects realizing innovations irrespective of the economy sphere, and for other interested subjects
(consumers, the market) and for society in general;

4) mainly the result of scientific research and (or) practical activities in any sphere of human
activity;

5) need for investment;

6) the process multistage of the innovation introduction.

If to consider an innovation as a result of innovative, i.e. creative process on development,
distribution of an innovation then proceeding from conclusions of many authors it is possible to
mark out its main properties:

- scientific and technical novelty;

- a practical externalization, i.e. used in one or several industries or spheres;

- being in demand, i.e. the idea realization leads to more qualitative satisfaction of the
society requirement, therefore, commercial feasibility;

- price existence. Both the novelty and result of its externalization in the form of an innovation
have the price which is formed under the influence of market mechanisms;

- cost existence. Innovative process is steadily followed by expenses.

In our opinion, at procedural approach the innovation considered as the set of creation
procedures, distribution, improvement and use of an innovation, the new idea, technology, etc.
possesses, the following lines:

- need of management, i.e. purposeful influence of the subject initiating an innovation on
an object which in turn, as a result of innovative process changes the substantial or functional
essence;
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- value of accurately definite purpose of an innovation;

- duration or life cycle of an innovation.

According to us, the definition of an innovation given to Abdygapparova S.B. is most
applicable to specifics of innovative processes in the higher education system (HE) of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, especially in the context of management of it. Nature of innovations and processes
of their introduction in various higher education institutions have similar lines owing to the fact
that they are initiated by reforming of the higher education system in general. Therefore, it is
possible to assume, as mechanisms of management of innovations in the HE organizations are
similar.

As the innovation, having property of qualitative novelty arises and realizes the only
time but an innovative process does not come to the end only with emergence of an innovation.
Further follows the distribution, use, transformation, modernization, i.e. the high-quality changes
which are not innovations by the novelty criterion but making the content of innovative process.
Therefore, management of innovations can be considered purposeful impact on the mentioned
processes.

The Russian economist Antamoshkina O.I. treats an innovation in education as the training
process transformation leading to growth of quality of educational process “as an effective result
from the innovation introduction” [21].

According to Pankova N.V. the level of educational process, higher in comparison with
the previous analogue, new consumer qualities of an object are a basis of innovations [22]. The
classification offered by Pankova N.V. differs in complexity despite a research of innovations in
the educational plane. Meanwhile, innovations in higher education institutions are not limited
only by educational ones. The modern higher school takes place both administrative and social
and some other innovations. Nevertheless the system of multi-criteria classification of innovations
offered by her is an interest for researchers of innovative activity in higher professional education
(figure 2).

Interpretation of the innovations kinds in higher education in the Management of Oslo and
authors Pankova N.V., Zhilyaeva .A., Mezhonova L.V., Veselovskaya M.Ya. and Kulikova Yu.P.
in many aspects are similar. Appropriate to stop on the most main types of innovations in more
detail.

Product innovations of a higher educational institution are provided by introduction in
educational process of new educational services carrying out the significant improvement which is
followed by significant change of functional and consumer qualities of educational services. Also
the introduced mastered results of research, developmental activity of scientific and innovative
infrastructure of higher education institution act as product innovations of higher education
institutions.

Today in the Republic of Kazakhstan it is possible to carry to product high school innovations
widely realized in higher education institutions (including regional) new educational programs,
programs of two-degree education, the program of distance learning. The mastered results of
research and (or) design activity of scientific and innovative infrastructure of higher education
institution- scientific laboratories, design offices, etc. also act as product innovations.

Process innovations assume the new considerable improved methods, techniques,
technologies of providing educational services, significant changes in the equipment and
the software of educational process of higher education institution new much more improved
technological processes, the equipment and the software used in financial and economic, personnel,
material, organizational and other support of higher education institution.

Within activity of higher education institution act as process innovations:

- growth of qualification and competences of higher-education teaching personnel;

- use of the progressive information and communication technologies including developed
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in the higher education institution;

- application of electronic manuals and electronic library resources,

- actively implementable building block system of training, creation of the individual
educational trajectories on its basis;

- application of e-learning and distant learning technologies;

- electronic document management, etc.

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Modern innovative processes in the system of higher professional education are beyond
only educational or pedagogical innovations. In figure 2 there are researches’ results of other
authors presented (figure 3).

Organizational innovations act as a factor of product and process innovations’ support,
improvement of a higher education institution activity for the benefit of improvement of its
educational services quality, growth of research potential with simultaneous increase in cost
efficiency of a higher education institution. The organizational innovations are:

- change of legal organizational form of educational institution;

- reorganization of structure of the higher education institution management;

- change of correlation of influence spheres of structural divisions;

- redistribution of functions’ structure, technologies of management, change of structure of
subordination of higher education institutions’ structural divisions;
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- modernization of a system of HTP material stimulation and a higher education institution
personnel, change in the social and legal sphere of a higher education institution.

Marketing innovations assume introduction of new not used earlier marketing methods:

- the existing markets’ research;

- carrying out comparative analysis for determination of demand and competitiveness of a
higher education institution services, their advance on the market;

- opening and introduction on the new markets or segments;

- use of advertizing in the Internet, in social networks;

- use of the Associations capacity of the university graduates;

-use of technologies of a higher education institution’s positive image formation (organization
and participation of a higher education institution in flash mobs, organization of the volunteer
movement and etc.).

Researches of innovations in Veselovsky M.Ya. and Kulikova Yu.P. educational sphere
have classification of innovations by contents in the basis: technological, pedagogical, marketing,
economic, organizational, financial, property, administrative [24].

Now influence of technological innovations on others is indisputable because information
and communication and telecommunication technologies are a basis of development of a modern
educational system: the automated information systems of higher education institutions, the
systems of distance learning, the system of testing Web test, electronic library, the information and
administrative systems of informing workers on performance of necessary actions and decisions
and others. Development of technological innovations is followed by pedagogical innovations,
1.e. transformation of pedagogical methods and receptions, change of content of teaching activity,
the place, a role and functions of the teacher in educational process and management of these
processes. Under the influence of innovative educational technologies marketing innovations,
owing to emergence of new sales markets of innovative products of a higher education institution
are formed. Therefore, the new type formation of the economic relations with the subjects interested
in cooperation of higher education institutions (employers, customers of educational services,
etc.), or economic innovations also depends on extent of technological innovations’ use. Financial
innovations assume new sources of financing of higher education institutions’ activity. Property
innovations are expressed in the formation of a system of the relations concerning operations
with property which is used in innovative process. Innovations of any kind will be realized at the
presence of effective administrative innovations.

Practical realization of innovations provides construction and the organization of
functioning of the mechanism of their management. In case of productive approach to innovations
the mechanism of their management, in our opinion, assumes management of the innovations
use, their further improvement. In this case the management mechanism of innovations becomes
continuous before the termination of innovations’ life cycle which in turn comes at senselessness
of further improvement, modernization, use. Procedural approach to innovations assumes other
understanding of the mechanism of their management. In this case, in our opinion, it will make
the content of management of all stages of development and an innovation introduction until the
beginning of the realized idea functioning.

In literature there is no accurately certain interpretation of the “mechanism of management

of innovations”, “mechanism of management of innovations in higher education system” terms.
The specifics of these categories should be begun with studying of the “mechanism”, “mechanism
of management”, “organizational mechanism”, “organizational mechanism of management”
concepts.

The word “mechanism” has the Greek origin and means “a car”. In the Ozhegov S.I. Russian
dictionary the term “mechanism” in relation to the social and economic sphere is treated as “a

system”, the device defining an order of some type of activity, the sequence of states, processes
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determining any action, the phenomenon [30]. In this understanding the term found wide circulation
in the equipment. Mechanisms in these fields of activity differ with the purposes, objects, subjects,
means, etc. Several interpretations of the mechanism concept are given in reference books of
general purpose:

- the device for transfer and transformation of the movement;

- the system defining an order of any type of activity;

- the sequence of states, the processes determining by themselves the phenomenon, action.

The mechanism is a component of process, action, activity and it has to be ready for
performance of the corresponding process functions. Connection of the mechanism with
management represents the internal content of process, its “know-how”.

Economic, organizational, market, organizational and economic, information mechanisms
are known to economic science. Mainly these concepts are associated with management. In
scientific literature there is no accurate differentiation of these definitions, a lot of things depend
on commitment of authors to this or that school of sciences. In scientific literature insufficient
attention is paid to questions of the organizational mechanism of administrative processes. The
available definitions are characterized by the width of interpretation and, mainly, do not give
definite answer on a question of the features of the organizational mechanism distinguishing it
from other known mechanisms. Bogdanov A.A. the organizational mechanism in the form of
the ways’ system, methods and devices of formation and regulation of the objects’ relations with
external and internal environment [31].

There is the existence of criteria for any mechanism which can be divided conventionally
into internal and external. To internal criteria, actually forming the mechanism, belong:

- purpose of creation and subsequent functioning of the mechanism;

- objects and subjects of influence or management;

- internal structure of elements.

To external factors which are indicators of the mechanism solvency, in our opinion belong
factors of the external environment. The mechanism, being the integral attribute of a system is
urged to provide achievement of the goals which are to some extent called to adapt a system to
the external environment changes. Therefore, a main objective of any mechanism finally is timely
and correct to transform impulses and signals of the external environment to internal means of a
system.

Operation of the mechanism begins with the start moment of the corresponding process, in
the rest of the time it is in a static state waiting for a start. The active condition of the mechanism
is characterized by the subject impact on an object by means of use of methods set, tools and
resources by it including information. The intensity of the mechanism operation is defined by
the subject, at the same time the nature of an object and the external environment is taken into
account by it. The mechanism being the attribute of a system finally accepts also the purpose of its
existence- adaptation to conditions and changes in the external environment.

In economic science authors understand a system or a complex of the interconnected
elements directed to achievement of any purpose(s) as the mechanism.

Researchers-economists consider the mechanism:

- in the form of the processes’ set which is the intimation basis [32];

- as a system of procedures forming decision or rules of its acceptance [33];

- in the kind of the forms’ set, methods and measures of organizational and economic
character allowing a production system to function continuously [24];

- as a system of concrete principles, forms and methods of regulation of the corresponding
economic relations [34];

- set of means and ways of administrative influence [35];

- the procedure of the management decisions adoption, set of procedures of management
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decisions adoption, set of rules and procedures of acceptance by the Center (subject of the
management) of decisions affecting behavior of active economic agents (objects of the
management) - in particular on information given by them and the actions chosen by them [25].

Presented above approaches to the term “mechanism” focus attention on the content of
functions, the used methods and other attributes characterizing administrative actions. But at the
same time authors do not attach due significance to the purpose of the mechanism functioning.
The purposes of the mechanism are always accurately defined, despite influence of external and
internal factors. For example, the market mechanism, most known in the economic sphere, has
accurately a definite purpose- the fullest satisfaction of interests of subjects of the market. Each
of subjects has its own purposes, nevertheless “makes a contribution” in formation of a common
goal of the mechanism. Proceeding from it, a conclusion about degree of adjustability of the
mechanism which force is in direct dependence on influence and potential of its subjects follows.

The concept “mechanism of management” is further specification of the concept “mechanism”
as in a more or a less extent includes, concretizes or synthesizes the given interpretation. Invariable
in any mechanism of management are:

- methods in the form of procedures’ system and rules of target influences;

- instruments in the form of means and ways of target influences’ implementation;

- legal and regulatory and information support.

According to A.V. Barlukova the mechanism of management performs two main functions
of management:

1) delivers information to the subject of management about a condition of the management
object: analysis of an object condition, development and adoption of the management decision;

2) provides realization and execution of decisions: the choice of the performer and ensuring
execution of the made management decision, control of execution of the management decision,
assessment of the made decision and introduction of adjustments [29].

The maintenance of the mechanism of management in a complex with functions can be
presented according to figure 4.

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The given maintenance of the mechanism of management is applicable also for innovations
as objects including for innovations in a higher education system. Creation of the mechanism of
management of innovations in a higher education institution is accompanied by some objective
obstacles to which belong the following:

1) activity of higher education institutions is regulated and controlled by state bodies, in
particular by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan and divisions
accountable to them. Therefore, selection and realization of innovations is depending on state
policy in education and, as a rule, an innovation at the level of higher education institutions
answer its requirements;

2) there are certain difficulties in definition and (or) measurement of the innovations
effectiveness in higher education institutions, therefore, and effectiveness of the mechanism of
their management. Unlike innovations in an innovation business environment in higher education
institutions are sources of mainly social, technological, scientific effect, in many cases which is
not giving in to exact assessment. In our opinion, about results of functioning of the mechanism
of the innovations’ management it is possible to judge by changes of indirect indicators’ values
which, in turn, are indicators of other processes’ development.

3) a higher education institution is not only the organization introducing innovations but also
“making” them in the development form and in the subsequent innovation having the commercial
value.

As owing to specifics objective and subjective conditions of realization individual elements
are inherent in each type of innovations and the mechanism of management will be characterized
by peculiar features. A part of the innovations realized in higher education institutions of the
Republic of Kazakhstan are identical and initiated by accession to the Bologna agreement in 2010
and the subsequent construction of the system of higher and postgraduate education according to
three basic principles of the Bologna model which are:

1) three-level preparation “Bachelor degree- Master’s degree program- PhD post-doctoral
program’’;

2) modular approach;

3) credit system of education.

To everywhere realized innovations in the sphere of domestic higher education belong:

- introduction of the academic mobility forms of students and higher-education teaching
personnel;

- the information and communication systems (ICS), individual for each higher education
institution which structure joins the systems of distance learning, information and analytical
complexes on educational process management, electronic library and others. The principle of
ICS action of various higher education institutions is identical, however the quality, functionality
and internal contents are individual.

Now appropriate to consider actively used information and communication systems not so
much as an innovation and as the mechanism of their management in view of performance by
them of the considered MM functions- deliveries to the subject of department information about
an object and realization of the operating influence. And in ICS of domestic higher education
institutions the first function is more expressed. The innovation in this case, in our opinion, should
be considered from the productive point of view, therefore, the mechanism of their management of
innovations are at the same time the mechanism of management of their use and improvement that
can make a subject of further researches in the innovative management field in higher education.

Conclusion: “Innovation” and “the mechanism of management” act as a result of
systematization of the definitions existing in scientific literature conclusions:

- the innovation in the higher education system represents the change in activity of the
organizations of higher education leading to its quality growth now;
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- the majority of the known interpretation of the term “innovation” belong or to productive
(the innovation is considered as a result of introduction, development of an innovation) or to
procedural (the innovation is considered as the process of the new idea realization) direction.
The research of content of the innovations’ management in the higher education system of the
Republic of Kazakhstan demands consideration of innovations in terms of procedural approach;

- some criteria of innovations’ classification in higher education are specific (conditionality
of innovative activity in higher education, the maintenance of innovations), others are inherent in
innovations in other spheres (type, depth, effect, distribution);

- the mechanism of innovations’ management is set of methods, instruments and ensuring
target influence of the subject of innovations’ management:

a) on process of the result use of innovations’ introduction (in case of productive approach),

b) directly on process of origin, introduction and development of an innovation (in case of
procedural approach);

- in scientific literature economic, organizational, information mechanisms of innovations’
management are known, however there is no accurate differentiation between them;

- as the organizational mechanism of innovations’ management it is possible to consider the
information and communication systems of higher education institutions owing to performance
of two key functions by them.

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The mechanism of innovative management of industrial sector

Abstract: The concept of «management mechanismy, its essence and types, studied the problems
of implementation of the mechanism of management innovation in industry. The effectiveness of the
control mechanism depends largely on the factors formed under the influence of internal and external
environment. At a qualitatively new level of development of the national economy;, it is necessary to form
a mechanism of innovative management focused on the economy of knowledge, the activation of, first of
all, the production sector. Lack of development of the mechanism of innovative management of production
complexes, and also effective ways of management of them point to importance and practical importance
of studying of this aspect. Taking into account the application of new management methods, problem-target
aspects of the implementation of innovative management of the industrial sector have been developed.
The proposed mechanism is aimed at improving the performance indicators, which at the output form the
quality characteristics of the results of management impact.
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Introduction. The development of the economy at a qualitatively new level of development
which is focused on the economy of knowledge involves the activation of innovative management,
primarily in the production sector. The relevance and timeliness of the studied problem are due to
the need to form a competitive economy, aimed at moving to higher technological structures. During
the studies of the categories «innovation», «innovative management”, the problematic aspects of
this issue related to the definition of objects and subjects, the essence and development stages of
their implementation were clarified. It is established that the study of this aspect is connected, first
of all, with the further development of the mechanism of innovative management of production
complexes and the definition of more effective ways of managing them.

Problem statement. In theory, there are many definitions of the concept of «mechanismy. In
many modern sources you can find such concepts as «mechanism of socio-economic developmenty,
«financial mechanismy, «economic mechanismy, «management mechanismy, etc. [2].

Under the mechanism, it is possible to imply the state of the system, for example, a «financial
mechanism» In the state of the financial system; «the mechanism of socio-economic development»
- the complex of socio-economic conditions of the economic system. Also, the mechanism can act
as the main tool for development, namely, as an element of the structure of the system during the
interaction with other elements, etc.

According to L. I. Abalkin, the content of the term «mechanism» in the management of
economic processes has excessively expanded features and has a rather complex structure [1].
The concept of management mechanism includes any organizational or economic process of the
economic system. It is obvious that regardless of the primary sources and different interpretations
of the concept of «mechanismy, its essence lies in the understanding of it as a set of interacting
elements that drive the object.

Objectives. Based on the relevance of the studied problem, the aim of the study is an
attempt to develop recommendations and proposals for improving the mechanisms of management
of industrial facilities by means of using new innovative management methods. In this regard,
it becomes necessary to solve the problems associated with the modernization of management
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of industrial and innovative technological production system in modern economic conditions. In
addition, it is necessary to develop ways to ensure effective management of this economic sector by
using innovative methods in order for it to progress in the context of digitalization.

Prerequisites. The mechanism considered here as an instrument of impact characterizes
the whole management process over the object. Elements of this mechanism will comprise of the
following: 1. object: a controllable element which varies under the action of management center; 2.
subject: an individual or group of individuals that pose as carriers of the practical activities involved
in the “mechanism”; 3. the center: control element exercising influence. Also the algorithm of
the mechanism is included, that is, a set of methods and functions of control actions to achieve
management goals; parametric description of the planned results that characterize the stage of
development of the object; conditions that contribute to or hinder the «work» of the mechanism
(factors that can change the algorithm of the «work» mechanism). In addition to these elements, this
includes the limitations and assumptions made to the analysis of the mechanism under which it is
possible to achieve the target efficiency. Also, the above elements include the characteristics of the
description language: graphic, logical-analytical, mathematical, etc., as well as the characteristics
of the objective function for the implementation of which a mechanism is created.

The peculiarity of the content of the management mechanism lies in a special function of
the center, that is, the element that affects the «work» of the mechanism, as well as the creation
of feedback between the subject and the center. The quality of feedback depends on the «size»
of the object. For example, feedback, in the real sector of the economy as a capacious object of
management, is a response of this sector to the control impact with the accumulated effect over the
past period and possible assumptions of the subjects about the impact of this mechanism on their
projected future.

Basically, it is a vertical interaction of such type as «top-down managementy. It is quite
obvious that the management mechanism is quite a broader category than the organizational
management system, for example, in terms of the interpretation of the object of the system [7, p.
195], which in management systems traditionally include the team, as a consequence, the separation
of the concepts of object and subject.

There are many examples of management mechanisms. For example, at the level of the
country’s economy as a whole there is a fiscal mechanism in state policy; organizational and economic
mechanisms of sustainable development of industrial enterprises; mechanism of use and attraction
of foreign investments; mechanism of elimination of regional socio-economic differentiation;
mechanism of investment distribution at the stage of restructuring of financial institutions, etc.

In the management mechanism objects can be as follows: the economy of the country as a
whole, its individual industries, enterprises and organizations of various types of property and fields
of activity, individual private enterprises. For example, the mechanism of financial stabilization
of the national economy, the mechanism of regulation of agriculture by the state, the mechanism
of financial and economic evaluation of the effectiveness of investments in the selection and
introduction of information systems in enterprises, the economic mechanism of compensation for
social damage in industrial facilities, etc.

The centre of the management mechanism can be the state and state bodies of all types of
power, management centers of corporations and public associations, as well as informal elements
of the structure. For example, the mechanism of state regulation of energy efficiency of enterprises,
the mechanism of management of entrepreneurial units in industrial facilities, the mechanism of
regulation of public opinion.

In the management mechanism businesses and organizations, governmental bodies and
individuals can serve as subjects directly as the center or facility, or indirectly, through the
involvement in the process of «working» mechanism or through experiencing the results of operation
of the mechanism. In this case, it is possible that the subject may coincide with an object, or center,
or with a managed or management system.
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Method of research. The following research methods were used in this paper: comparative,
systematic and analytical.

Discussion. Taking into account the specifics of the matter, there are following types of
management methods and tools used in the mechanisms: financial, innovative, organizational,
institutional, adaptational, environmental, investment, socio-economic, transfer, anti-crisis,
concession, etc.

The functions of control actions used by the mechanism are divided into motivational and
coercive. In the first case, the mechanism creates conditions that indirectly affect the implementation
of the target intentions and motivate the subject to achieve the goals set by the mechanism, as an
example, a mechanism stimulating investment in industrial production. This option would take into
account the interests and needs of the actors, and the quality of the «work» of the mechanism would
depend largely on the degree of convergence of the interests and proposed incentives to the actors.
In the second case, the mechanism directly dictates the rules of conduct of the subjects’ actions; as
an example, the financial mechanism of customs or fiscal recovery.

The effectiveness of the «work» of the mechanism is measured by quantitative and qualitative
indicators, such as the level of efficiency of investment funds (quantitative indicator), the level
of investment attractiveness (integral indicator) or the quality of industrial products; the degree
and pace of development of the object, for example, the intensification of integration processes,
reducing the prevalence of occupational diseases of workers in the coal industry; the quality of
the outcome as a whole, such as, for example, a mechanism to stabilize national finances or a
mechanism to address transformational decline.

The factors impeding or improving the operation of the mechanism can be divided into
external (economic, political, legal, scientific, technical, social, etc.) and internal, i.e. included in
the resources of the object (material, information, labor, human or psychophysiological, intellectual,
etc.).

There are the following tools in the process of innovative management: self-government
or self-organization; full or partial automation of management work; clustering; optimization and
reorganization of managed elements.

The significance lies in the fact that these areas can be used in accordance with the factors of
the management environment.

An effective mechanism of innovative management will help to cope with the quantitative
limitations of natural and human resources and create conditions for long-term positive economic
development and growth. At the global level, the positions of countries are determined by new
competitive conditions, their ability to continuously transform scientific knowledge into innovative
products sold in the markets. Countries that have established a mechanism for economic stimulation
and financing of innovation are among the leaders and maintain their high competitive positions in
international rankings even in times of crisis and recession.

Implementation of innovative technologies from the management point of view can be carried
out by the following methods:

- the coercive method is based on the use of force to overcome resistance on the part of
staff and may be appropriate when the nature of resistance is clear and innovations need to be
implemented in a short time;

- the method of adaptive deviations, on the contrary, involves the gradual introduction of
changes over a long period of time specially created for this project team, not the head of the
company; conflicts are resolved by compromise.

At the same time, the staff does not have to «break» (which can negatively affect the quality
of the work performed): employees themselves eventually accept the convenience and benefits of
innovations. This method is used in cases where there is no urgency, and changes in the external
environment are easy to foresee. However, it is ineffective in emergency situations;

- crisis management: a method applicable to the most adverse cases when the existence of the
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company is threatened. Resistance in this case is usually low, but there is a large time deficit and
the risk of failure;

- the method of resistance control: a flexible method involving a combination of adaptive
deviations method and a coercive method, there should be maneuvering between them when the
urgency of implementation changes [3, p. 112].

Regardless of methods, management must be effective. In a broad sense, effective management
is the ratio between the result achieved and the total cost. In the controlled system, the efficiency is
expressed by the formula 1 [5, p. 79]:

The management of the industrial sector is an integral part of the innovation management of
both the national and regional economy. Industry is a supporting structure and basis of the economy.
Quality, efficiency and competitiveness depends on the result of the economy as a whole. Therefore,
to solve many problems in this sector of the economy, modification is needed in the management
system at all hierarchical levels, the organization of the most effective hierarchical management
system, which is capable to use available development resources. In particular, it is necessary for
modern efficient scientific-industrial and financial organizations providing competitive complex
industrial product for the production in relatively closed cycles.

In a broad sense, the management mechanism is the effect on an object by the subject in order
to get the desired result. The innovative management mechanism of the industrial sector can be
represented in the scheme shown in Figure 1.

The proposed mechanism for the industrial sector innovative management makes it possible
to define and structure the main interrelations between the manager and the direction as the object
(controlled subsystem) of management. The scheme takes into account the performance levels of
innovation management. New structures and methods of innovation management are created within
the state, regional and local policies. Focusing on the innovative path of development the subjects
are more proactively participating in all innovation programs, encouraging the innovative activity
of other participants in the innovation process within the industrial sector.

The operation of the mechanism largely depends on the factors formed under the influence of
the environment. All environmental factors can be divided into two groups:

1) directly affecting innovation management (legislation and institutions of state regulation,
the activities of other sectors of the economy, infrastructure elements);

2) indirectly affecting innovation management (economic condition, scientific and
technological achievements, demographic, political, natural and cultural factors).

The environment of the mechanism consists of subsystems, forming a process leading to the
development of innovative methods and forms of influence on the industrial sector. One of the main
subjects in the environment is the subject and object of management, where the subject is declared
in the form of public authorities and management bodies, regional authorities and management,
local government; managers of industrial enterprises.

The object of management is the industrial sector, which consists of state-owned industrial
enterprises engaged in activities of extraction, mineral resource processing, production of raw
materials and finished goods. Also there are enterprises, which belong to the sectoral system
(technical and service complexes), scientific and technical associations engaged in development
and industrial implementation of innovative technologies, educational institutions, leading the
training and retraining of specialists in various industrial sectors, etc.
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The subject of their interaction is innovative industrial management. The subject and the
object in the management mechanism forms a controlled system. This system cannot be closed. In
particular, the external sphere affects the subject as information from the outside. It is designated
as entry in the figure. The object creates a product of activity, which goes to the exit [4, p.239].

Important components of the domestic environment of innovation management are supply
and scientific subsystems. It becomes possible to launch the process in the scientific subsystem,
where the result is realized as implementation of new management methods and the formation of
the corresponding new structural basis due to the information, resource and legal elements. The
whole logic of the described mechanism is aimed at improving the performance indicators, which
form the quality characteristics of the obtained results of managerial influence.

Table 1 presents the main objectives (set trajectories) of innovation management [6, p. 181].

Conclusion Thus, in accordance with the objectives of this study we found out that the
improvement of the innovative management mechanism of the industrial sector requires the
implementation of a structural transformation of the economy. This type of change involves
modification of the structure of the national economy in line with the current stage of market
economy within the country, expansion of openness, creation of conditions for the competitiveness
of the national economy in the domestic and foreign markets.

Using new management methods the goals of innovative management of the industrial
sector can be represented in the following tasks:

1) achieving a tangible increase in industrial production;

2) consistently updating the technical and technological base of production;

3) efficient use of resource potential;

4) purposeful use of investment resources for the priority areas of industry development [8].

The identification of methods and ways of ensuring effective management on an innovative
basis for the progress of this economy sector in the conditions of digitalization should be included
among the topical areas of further scientific research.
